IN COD'S AGRE.

KENTUCKY HILLSIDES DOTTED
WITH CEMETERIES,

Each Farm Was a Resting Place
of its Honored Owners
for Generations
Back.

There is searcely n farm of any size
in Kentucky that has not a graveyard,
In many instances these burying
grounds wre in u sad state of dilapida-
tion. The wooden head boards have
rolted away, and ouly a low mound,
beaten flat by the raine of many win-
tors, marks the resting place of the
dewd.  Perliaps from the foot of the
urave springs u flower, not grown wild,
but which was once planted there by
tender bands that trembled with grief.
If more protentious marble marks the
grave, time and lad westher have
enten out the letters chiseled on the
stone, and now the dend bas become
nameless.  The ivelosing fenoe that
once shone so whiie and ghastly to the
beluted furm boy and made him quicken
his steps, has Leen washed of all its
piint; the loose boards flap idly in the
wind, and when the surrounding trees
nre rocked by a storm, the fenco threat-
ens to comd down altogelher, In-
deed, the private burying grounds,
which every family in Kentueky of any
pretentions once had, are disappear-
ing, In some cuses, where thera is an
assurance of the farm remaining in the
family, they are still used, but in the
conntry now the majority of burials
take place in the little city of the dead
that surrounds every country church,

The family burying-ground was gen-
erally on the highest land on the farm,
60 that the drainage would be good.
A shaded spot, whose ground rolled
gently, was best liked. Another thing
which was generally taken into con-
sideration was that the ground selected
be not suitable for farming porposes.
Tho graves were dug by friends of the
bereaved family. There were bLat few
farmers forty years sgo that did not
know how to diga grave. Usnally two
or threé men went out the morning af-
ter the death to dig the grave, Tt was
always dug on a line east sud west, so
that the head counld be laid to the west,
This was the result of a beliel that had
its origin in a far older one, that
Gabriel wonld soond his trompet from
the enst, and the chosen could rise
quickly and without the inconvenicnoe
of having to tarn aronnd in their
graves, So it was a saored rule that
the excavations be made to comply with
this belief. Fora man the grave was
mude three and one-bali feet wide
seven feet long sud four feet deep. At
the bottom of the pit, as is the custom
now, enongh carth was taken out to
make a neat receptacle for the coffin.
There were no hearses, ourringes or
heavy black crupe used at faperals in
Kentacky forty years mgo. Nor did
the pall-bearers wear gloves ol any
kind, if it wus not cold. Unpless the
burying ground was some distance
from tun house, the eofin was carried
to the grave by the pall-bearers, the
members of the stricken family snd
the friends walking behind. Before
the remains were Lken away from the
house n song was suny and if a man was
present who was aseustomed to praying
in publie, & prayer was soid. At the
grave the eeremonies wero vory short
snd simply. A song and a prayer,
and the friends began to shovel the
dirt on  the box. A lhead-board
of rough-hewn timbor, from three to
gix inches wide, was driven in at the
head of the grave, and s small stake
was pmshed down at the foot. In some
cases this was the only thing that mark-
ed the grave of the deceased,

Though just as good and just as de-
serving people died in those days as do
now, it was very seldom that seulptured
marble gave the dates of birth and
deathy nnd soothed the mourners with a
soriptural guotation,

Generally, however, the narrow head-
board was displaced with a wider piece,
and oo that had been smoothed with
a plane, Sometimes & piece of stone
was ont ont of a neighboring oliff and
roughly hewn to the shape of a tomb.
stone, The initials of the deceased
were eat in the stone. This was gener-
ally dove with » file and was a very te-
dious job. The farmer put in his rainy
days this way. In those days—forty
years ago—wreaths of lowers were sel-
dom, if ever, placed over the grave ot
the time of burial or afterward. How- |
ever, flowers and evergreen trees were
generally planted there. If, st the
time of the interment, there was no
fence mround the burying gronnd, »
rough rail pen was built sbout the
monud, That prevented catile from
trespassing, A short time afterward
this was displaced by s white paling
fenoe, Theso fenoes were all alike and |
