money and withont price.

Four great journeys were made by
Father Vaughan during his stay in the
Sonth Ameriean Continent, the great-
est, most wonderfal and the one most
filled with marvollons ndeentures being
ove from Panams to Buenos Ayres, a
distance of some five thonsaod milos,
throngh trackless foresis, over wild
motntaios and throngh dark valleys,
wmong wild and savage beasts and
even wilder and more savage men.
