Th el ab . Eus ¥ h.w e el
Gils Valley, which is in the vicinity of
Yuma, where it was first discov-
ered, it is also sometimes found in
the OColorado sad Mojave des-
erts and in Death Valley. Pros-
pectiog miners, in attempting to oross
deserts, bhave lain dows under the
ecant shade of s cuctus, or among a
patoh of tunas, and bhave awakened in
the agonies of desth, poisoned by these
oreepiug reptiles, whioh impregnate the
air with their fotid bresth,

When found the body bas tarned
blsck, but the dry climate presorves it
from putrefsotion, and unless covered
by the drilting sands is oaten by coy-
olea. It is very likely that jn such
cases the coyotes themselves die, be.
canse the poison of the Gila monster
has comparatively little moisture in its
composition, and has preserved ita
deadly qualities, This has been tested
by Indisn medicine men, who have
subjected the venom of the monster to
the boiling process, with the view of
wenkening its powers.
