OW WATER MARKS WERE MADE AND

WHY THEY CAME INTO USE.

erThe Bogus Virgin Mary Letter.

Stories and incidents innnmernblo are
wound up in tho art of papor making,
and its mechanical processes havo af
forded to tho ingenious story toller many
a chanco for n thrilling talo.

This is especially truo of tho system
of placing water marks, so called, in
various brands or makes of papor.

Perhaps tho most interesting truo
story which has to do with this branch
of tho industry is that of tho famous
"Ireland's Confessions. "

Ireland had fabricated somo Shake-
speare manuscripts, which for a long
timo were accepted as actual. Thoy
mado such an impression indeed that a
number of men, famous at that timo for
thoir erudition aud for their literary
standing, voluntarily preparod a testi-
monial attesting absolute belief in tho
authenticity of tho manuscripts. To this
document theso men affixed their signa-
tures and sent tho paper broadcast

Tho whole of tho original edition of
tho fakes was disponed of in n few hours,
and so great was tho eagerness for tho
edition that singlo copies wero disposed
of in nuctiou rooms nt enormous pricos.

Somo timo after that Ireland himself
threw theso gentlemen into much sor-

row by explaining just how ho had had
fun with them.

Ireland's story was that tho shoot of
paper which ho used was tho outsido of
several others on which somo accounts
had been kept during tho reign of
Charles I. At that timo Ireland was
wholly uuacquaiuto.-- l with tho bubject
of wntcr marks.

"I carefully selected, " nays ho, "two
half sheets not having any mark what-
ever,, on which I penned my first effu-

sion." A few pages further onhowroto:
"Being thus urged forward to tho pro-
duction of more manuscripts, it iiecanw
necessary that I should possess n suff-
icient quantity of old paper to enablo mo
to proceed, in consoqnenco of which I
applied to a bookseller, who, for tho
sum of 5 shillings, suffered mo to tako
from all tho folio and quarto volumes
in his shop tho fly leaves which thoy
contained.

"By this mcaua I was amply stored
with that commodity, nor did I fear
any mention of tho circumstances by
the bookseller. As I was fully nwaro,
from tho variety of wntcr marks which
aro in cxistenco at tho present day, that
they must havo constantly boon altered
since tho period of Eliznboth, nnd being
for somo timo wholly unacquainted with
tho water marks of that age, I very care-
fully produced my flrst specimens of tho
writing on such sheets of old paper as
had no mark whatever.

"Having heard it frequently stated
that tho appenrauco of Mich marks on
tho papers would havo greatly tended to
establish their validity, I listened to
every remark that was mado on tho sub-
ject, and I at length gleaned tho intolli-geuc- o

that a jug was tho prevalent wa-

ter mark of tho reign of Cliznboth, in
consequence of which I inspected all
tho shouts of old paper then in my pos-

session, iind having selected such as had
tho jug on them I produced tho succeed-
ing manuscripts upon theso, being care-
ful, howover, to minglo with them a
certain number of blank leaves that tho
production on a sudden of so many' wa-

ter marks might not oxcitu suspicion in
tho breasts of thoso persons who wero
mot conversant with tho maunscrlpts. "

A traveler in Messina was onco shown
a letter written by tho Virgin Mary
witli her own hand. Ho remarked that
it must indeed bo a miracle, slnco the
paper showed by its water mark that it
was not mado till somo centuries after
tho ngo of Mary.

It Is tho greatest mystery to most peo-

plo how water marks aro made. And
yot the matter is tho simplest thing in
tho world. In tho manufacture of paper
