The first time be came into some-

thing like general notice waa when ho
made his memorable race for Congress
against A, H. Fettibone, in 1878.

Fettibono was a distinguished lawyer
and Republican politician, a man of
wealth, and considered as the best

Republican campaigner in tho
State. Two years beforo that time he
had been Elector for the State-at-larg- e

on the Hayes ticket, and made a gteat
reputation for bis prowess on the
stump. His nomination for Congress
by the Republicans was considered by
everybody as equivalent to his election,
and tho Democrats simply put out Bob
