IN CHRIST'S WORDS

THE GOSPELS AS TAUGHT BT THE
80N OF GOD HIMSELF.

Extraordinary Discovery of An

Ancient Sync Manuscript
Dating Back to Our

Saviour's Time.

MOST VAT.UATSLK SACKED TltKASUltK

(New York World.)
A manusoript of tbo Four Gospels in

.the .native tongue of Jeans has at last
been found the greatest Biblical
treasure that .baa been in
oenturies.

This is probably the oldest antbentio
record of tbe doings and sayings of tbe
Savior. It was. written within CO years
of tbo death of tbe last of tbo Apostles

as near to the time of Christ as wo to-

day are to the time of Washington.
The Gospels of tbe Bible are from

tbe Greek manuscripts. Christ, how-
ever, addressed the multitude and
talked with His disciples in Syriao, tbe
native tongue He learned at His moth-
er's knee.

And here, for tbe first time, tho
Christian world has tbe remarkable
history of the Savior told in tbe very
words- - He used tbo Inflection, tbe
spelling, tho precise shades of mean-
ing. Written in tbe nativo language
of Palestine,- - this sged manuscript is
moro-Taluabl- than tbe Greek transl-
ations,' which aro tho accepted

OOSPEL8 0F CHRISTIANITY.

It is not strange, therefore, that stu-
dents of the Bible, Greek and Syriao
scholars and historians havo turned
with feverish excitement to this totally
unexpected treasure of sacred history.
Bnt almost as remarkable as tbo dis-

covery of tbo manuscript is tbo extra-
ordinary story of bow it was unoarth-ed- .

Tho details of tbe visit of two
English women' to the lonely Monaste-
ry of St, Catherine on tbo summit of
'Mt. Sinai, and tbe accident which re-

vealed the Syriao Gospels, are told bo-lo-

Christ, as we know, was master of
several languages, but it is certain that
Syriao was tho one He learned as an

'
Infant.

In moments of great mental excite-
ment it was this language Syriao
that leaped naturally to Hia lips, and
when He cried out in anguish upon tbe
cross He. spoke in Syriao words which
our Greek Gospel has to translate,but
which In this newly discovered Gospel
stand in their proper place with no
need of translation.

These .Gospels give, for instance, an
entirely new reading of the proper
names. From' ibis it appears' that
there was no such person as Jndss

bnt that he who betrayed bis
Master with a. kiss was Juda Seariota,
that Peter's name was Cepba, and that
tbe correot name' for the Mount ot
Olives was Beth Zaita.

DOOTRINM, REVELATIONS.

But above and beyond such technical
differences as these are the now and un-

expected readings of the Gospels which
this ancient manuscript discloses upon
dogmatio questions of tho first import-
ance. Written as la admitted, so near
to tbe death of John.andoonched in tbe
language whioh was native of Patestine,
"this, the oldest of authentlo records of
His life and mission, must take its
place in the very front among historic.-a- l

documents.
And right hero it may bo said that

this ancient document which has been
found in tho very place whore Moses
reoelvcd tbe commandments, wbilo it
cpinoides' with tho translations of tbo
Gospels. accepted, up to the present day,
yet differs from them.

This difference is of itself regarded
as proof of its originality and genuine-
ness.

In doctrinal, matters there are differ.--,
enoes that have already aroused tbe
theologians: Thus is the eutire
question of ihe Imtnaonlato Conception
thrown open to controversy by this
'Syriao manusoript. Its readings on
that question are unorthodox.

In order to mako use of tho
original sheets a second time, some
monk who attached little importance to
tho documenterosed with a knife or
pumico stone the first writing. He
then wrote over it tbe lives of some of
tbe taints.

Upon a second jonrney made to tbe
monastery by theto two new women,
one of them, Mrs. Lewis, armed her-
self with four bottles of a
liquid, with which she washed the
sacred leaves, thus, as she claims, re
viving tbe original writing in fill its
clearness.

DISCOVERED RT ACCIDENT.

When tbo original snapshot pictures
of tbe document were taken tbo two
women were unaware of tbe Import-
ance of tbeir work. A Professor ot
Oriental Lancuagcs at Cambridge Uni-
versity, to whom they showed tbe de-

veloped photographs, read tbe Syriao
writing, and was much excited by bis
discovery.

Then the second expedition to Mt.
Sinai was organized,, and the whole
matter was kept a secret until tho en
tiro mnnnscript of tbe Gospels had been
copied and translated. This manu-
script is still at tho monastery on Mt
Sinai.

It is a significant fact that, tbe cle-brate- d

Codex Slnaiticus, which is now
in St. Petersburg, wseufound .by the
antiquarian Tiechendorf in this very
monastery in 1839. It contained 109

leaves of tbe .Old Testament and 14

leaveB of tbe New Testament, and is
believed to .bavo beon written in tbe
fourth' century, being thus antedated
by .this later discovery.
