While tho money question overshadows
nil other questions In importance I desiro
it distinctly understood that I shall offer
no atwlogy for tho Income tax plank of
tho Chicago platform. Tho last Income
tax law sought to apportion tho burdens
of government moro equitably among
those who enjoy tho protection ot tho gov-
ernment. At ptv'cnt tho expenses of tho
federal goernment, collected through
internal revenue tuxos nnd luiort duties,
are esjK'clally burdeusomo Umii thuxxirer
classes of society. A law which collects
from some citizens moro than their share
ot the taxes nnd collects from other cltl
zcus less than their share is simply an in-

direct means of tho transferring ono man's
prowrty to another man's pocket, and,
whflo tlio process may bemiltusatlsf.ictory
to tho men who just taxation, ft
can nowr be satisfactory to thoso who are
overburdened. Tlio last income tux law,
with Its exemption provisions, when con-
sidered In connection with other methods
of taxation lu force, was not unjust to tho
jKisscssors of lnrgo Incomes, becnuso they
were not conpellod to pay a total federal
tax greater than their share. Tho lucouio
tax Is not new, nor Is It based upon hostil-
ity to tho rich. Tho system is employed
in several of tho most important nations
of Kuropc, and every income tax law now
uixiti tho statute lmoks In any land, so far
as I hnvo been nblo to ascertain, contains
an exemption clause. Whllo tho oil lec-

tion of 1111 Income tax In other countries
does not make It uccoisnry for this nation
to adopt tho system, vet It ought to mod-erat- o

Not only shall I refuo to apologize for
tho ndvccicy uf nn Income tax law by the
national cum outloii, but I shall also re-

fuse to apologize for tho exercise by it of
tho right to dissent from n decision of tho
supremo court. In n government like
ours every publlo olllcial Is a publlo ser-vii-

whether h;o holds olllco by cliclloa
or by appointment, whether ho senesfor
n term of year sir during good liehavlor
nnd tlio people aAve.)i right to criticize his
olllcinl .acts. "Coukdenco is every where
tho parent uf desptlim; frco government
exists In Jcalousyaml luit In confidence"
these are the words of Thomas JelTerson,
and I submit that they present u truer
conception uf opular government than
enlfrtalneil by those who would prohibit
1111 unfavorable comment iqion a court de-
cision. Truth will vindicate itself; only
error fears free speech No publlo olllcial
who conscientiously dUchatges his duty
as ho sees it will desire to deny to those
whom ho serves tliu right to discuss ids
olllcial conduct.

Now let mo ask you to consider the par-
amount question ot this campaign tho
money question.

lletweeu bimetallism wheth-

er independent ur international aud tho
gold standard there Is an Impassable gulf.
Is this quadrennial agitation in favor ot
International bimetallism coudiK'tcd in
good faith, or do our opponents really de-
sire to maintain the gold standard perma-
nently. Are they willing to confess tlio
superiority ot u doublo standard when
joined In by tho leading nations of tho
world, or do they still Insist that gold it
tho only metal suitable for standard
money among civilized nations? if tlioy
wore lu fnov that desirous of securing bi-

metallism, wo may expect them to point
out the evils ot a gold standard nnd d

bimetallism as a system. If, on tho
other hand, they nro bending their ener-
gies toward the permanent establishment
of a gold standard under cover of n dec-
laration In favor of Intoniiitloniil bimetal-
lism, I 11m Jiistlflcdlu suggesting that
bouost money cannot bo oxiiectod at tho
hands ot those who deal dishonestly with
tho American people.

What Is tho tost of honesty In money?
It must certainly bo found in the pur-
chasing power ut tho dollar. An abso-
lutely honest dollar would not vary In It
gcuornl purchasing power; it would bo
absolutely stable when measured by aver-
age price. A dollar which Increases In
purchasing lovverls Justus dishonest as
a dollar whloli decreases in puiohaslng
power. I'lofessor Lnughllu. now ot too
University of Chicago and one of tho
highest gold stnndmd authorities, In hU
work on bimetallism not only admits that
gold does not remain absolutely stable lu
value, hut luurcsily ndJj, "ihs; Ihrro

is no such tlilngas a standard or vnltto
for future payments, either in gold or sil-
ver, widen remains absolutely Invari-
able." Ho oven suggests that a multiple

I Our opponents, whllo claiming entire
dlslnteresteslness for themselves, havo ap-
pealed to tho selfishness of nonrly ovcry
class of people. Hecogulzlng the right of
tho individual voter to consider tho effect

, of auy proposes.' legislation upon himself,
wo present to tho American people tho
financial policy outlined in the Chicago
platlorm, believing that It will result lu
tho greatest good to the greatest number.

Tho fanners aro opposed to tho gold
staiuiaru occame tnoy navo rclt Its ellects.
Since they sell nt wholesalo nnd huy nt
retail, they havo lost moro than they hnvo
gained by falling prices; and, besides this,
they hnvo found that certain llxod charges
hnvo not fallen at all. Taxes havo not
been perceptibly decreased, although it rev

?uires more of farm products now than
to secure tho money with which

to pay taxes. Debts havo not fallen. Tho
farmer who owed tl,U00 Is still compelled
to pay e 1,000, although It may bo twice as
dltllcultlis formerly to obtain tho dollar
with which to pay tho debt, ltnllroad
rates havo not been rcxtuced to keep pace
with falling prices, nnd, besides theso
items, there aro many moro. Tho farmer
has thus found compliilut against tho gold
standard. ,

Tho wage earners havo been lnjutod by
a gold standard and havo expressed them-selv-

upon tho subject with great em-
phasis.

lu Kcururary, 1893, a petition asking for
tho immediate restoration ot the frco and
unlimited coinage of gold nud silver ut 10
to 1 was signed uy tho representatives of
all or nearly nil tho lcullug labor or-
ganizations uud presented to congress.
Wage earners know that whllo a gold
standard raises tho purchasing power of
the dollar, it also makes It moro dllllcult
to obtain possession of tho dollar; they
know that employment Is less pormaueut,
loss of work moro probable and

less cortnlu. A gold standard
encourages tho hoarding uf money be-
cause, money Is rising; it also discourages
enterprise and paralyzes ludustry. On tho
other hand tho restoration ot bimetallism
will discourage hoarding, because when
prices aru steady or rising, money can not
afford ta Ho Idle in tho bank vaults. Tho
farmers nnd wage earners together con-
stitute a considerable majority of tho peo-
ple ot the country. Why shoulel their In-

terests bo Ignored in considering iiuanclul
legislation if A monetary system which Is
pecunlnrly advantageous to a tow syndi-
cates has far less to commend It than a
system which would glvo hope uud en-
couragement to thoso who crcuto tho na-
tion's wealth. .

Our opponents havo tnntlo a special ap-
peal to thoso who hold lire and life insur-
ance policies, but thoe policy holders
know that slnco tho total premiums re-
ceived exceeel tho total losses paid a rising
standard must bo ot moro benefit to the
companies than to tho policy holders.

Much hollcltudo has been expressed by
our opponents for tho depositors In saving
banks. They constantly parade before
theso depositors tho advantages of n gold
standard, but theso appeals will bo lu vain,
becauso savings bank depositors know
that under a gold standard thcro is in-
creasing dnn-- ur that they will lose their
doposlts becuuso of the inability ot tho
banks to collect their assets; aud they still
further know-th- at if tho gold standard Is
to continue Indefinitely they may bo com-
pelled to withdraw their deposits in order
to pay living expenses.

it is only necessary to noto tho increas-
ing number ot failures lu order to know
that a gold itnudard Is ruinous to mer-
chants and manufacturers. Theso business'
men do not make tholr prollu from tho
people from whom thoy borrow money,
but from tho pcoplo to whom they Bull
their goods. If tho pcoplo cannot buy,
retailors cannot sell, aud if retailors can-
not sell, wholesalo merchants and manu-
facturers must go Into baukruptoy.

Those who hold, as a permanent Invest-
ment, tho stock of railroads and of other
enterprises 1 do nut lnolude thoso who
speculate lu stocks, or uso stock holdings
as a means of obtaining an inside advan-
tage in construction contracts are Injured
by it gold standard. Tho rising dollar de-
stroys) tho earning sower of these enter-
prises withopt reducing their liabilities,
und as dividends cannot bo paid until sal-
aries and tiled charges have been satisfied,
tho stockholders must bear tho burden of
hard times.

Salaries in busluoss occupations depond
upon business conditions, and tho gold
standard both lossens tho amount und
threatens tho pormnuouoy of such sala-
ries.

OWclal salaries, except tho salaries "of
those who hold olllco for life, must lu tho
long run be adjusted to tho conditions uf
those who p; this taxes,and it tlio presen.
financial pulley continues wo must uxpect
tho tuxp.it, or uud tho toxeutor to Increase
In bitterness.

Tho professional classes In tho main
dorlvo tholr support from tho producing
classes, uud cau only enjoy prosperity
whon thoro is prosperity among thosuwho
creato wealth.

I havo not nttomptod to dcscrlbo tho ef-
fect of the gr'd staudnrd upon all classes
in fact, 1 havo ouly had tlmo to mention a
fovv but each person will 1)0 nblo to apply
tho principles stated to his own occupa-
tion.

It must also bo remembered that it Ij
tho desiro of people gonurally to convert
their earnings Into real or personal prop-
erty. This living true, in consideration
of auy tumixirury advantage which may
come from a system under which tho dot
lar rises lu its purchasing power, It must
not bo forgotten that tho dollar can not
buy moro than formerly, unless property
sells for less than formerly, lluucu U
will bo seen that a largo Kirtlon of tho o
who may llnd some pecuniary advantage
in a gold standard will discover tin.;

Jt Is" soinef Hides asseTfett by our oppo-
nents that a bank belongs to the debtor
class, but this is not truo of any solvent
bank. Kvery statement published by a
solvent bank shows that tho assets oxceo I
the liabilities. That Is to say, while the
bank on es u largo amount of money to Its
depositors It not only has enough ou hand
lu money nnd notes to pay its depositors,
but, In addition thereunto, has enough to
cover Its capital and surplus. When tho
dollar is rising lu value slowly, a bank
may,.by making short tlmo loans aud
taking good security, avoid loss; bat,
when prices aro falling rapidly, the bank
is apt to loso moro because of bad debts
than it can gain by the Increase in the
purchasing ,, at its capital and sur-
plus. ".It must bo ml ml t ted, hovvov f.

Important than it is It is not
strange that thoso who havo made a profit
by furnishing gold to tho government In
Its hour of extremity favor a financial
policy which will keep tho
depondent npon them. 1 believe, how-
ever, that I speak tho sentiments ot tho
vast majority of tho pcoplo of tho United
States when I say that a wlso financial
trailer in behalf of all tho
peoplo woultl make our government Inde-
pendent ot any combination of llnancters,
foreign or domestic.

Let mo say a woril now In regard to
certain persons who aro pecuniarily liono-flte- d

by a gold standard, and who favor It,
not from a dosiro. to trespass upou the
rights of others, but because tho circum-
stances which surround them hind them
t the effect of tho gold standard upou
others. I shall ask you to consider tho
language of two gentlemen whoso long
publlo service nnd high standing In tho
party to which they belong will protect
thorn from aelvorso criticism by our oppo-
nents. In 1SG9 Senator Sherman said:

"Tho contraction of tho currency Is n
tar more distressing operation than sen-
ators suppose. Our own nuil other na-
tions: have gono through that operation
before. It Is not possible to tako tlmt
voyago without tho sorest distress. To
every person, except n capitalist, out of
debt, or a salaried olllco r, or annuitant, It
Is a period of loss, danger, lassitude of
trado, fall ot wages, suspension of enter-
prise, bankruptcy and disaster. It means
ruin to nil dealers whoso debts nro tvvico
their business capital though ono-thlr- d

loss than their actual property. It moans
tho fall of all agricultural prodtioion
without nuy great reduction ot taxes.
What prudent man would daro to build u
house, n railroad, n factory or a barn with
this certain fact before him? "

As I have said before, the salaried of-
ficer referral to must bo tho man whoso
salary Is fixed for life and not the man
whoso salary ucpcniu upon imsinoss con-
ditions. When Mr. Sherman describes
contraction of tho currency as disastrous
to all the people, except tho capitalist out
of debt and those who stand In a position
similar to his, ho is stating a truth which
must bo apparent to every person who
will glvo tho matter careful consideration.
Mr. Sherman was at that tlmo speaking
of the contraction of the volumo of paper
currency, but tho prlnclplo which ho set
forth-nppllo- If thoro Is a contraction of
tho volumo ot tho standard money ot tho
world.

Mr. Ulalne discusses tho samo prlnclplo
In connection with tho demonetization ot
silver. Speaking in tho House of ltcprc-scntativ-

ou tho Tih of February, lb7, ho
says: "I bellovu tho struggle now going
on in this country nnd other countries for
a slnglo gold standard would, If sticccsi-fu- l,

produce widespread disaster In and
throughout tho world. Tho destruction
of silver as money nud tho establishing of
gold as tho solo unit of vnluo must havo n
ruinous effect ou all forms of proporty. ex-
cept thoso Invested which yield a fixed to-tur-n

in monoy. Theso would bo enor-
mously enhanced in valuo, and would'galn
a disproportionate and unfair advautago
over ovory other species of proporty."

Is It strange that tho "holdors of Invest-
ments which yield a fixed return in money
canregird tho destruction of silver with
complacency ?"

Wo may not expect tho holders of other
forms of property to protest against giv-
ing monoy a disproportionate and unfair
advautago over ovory other spcclos of
property.

If tho relatively whoso wealth con-
sists largely la fixed Investments havo a
right to uso tho ballot to enhance tho
Valuo of their investments, havo not tho
rest ot tho peoplo tho right to uso tho bal-
lot to protect themselves from tho disas-
trous consequences of a rising; standard?
Tho peoplo who must purchase money
with tho products ot Toll stand in a posi-
tion entirely different from tho position of
those who o'vn monoy or recclvo n fixed
Income. Tho woll-boln- g of tho nation
aye, of civilization Itself depends upon
tho prosperity of tho inassos. What shall
It profit us ta havo a dollar which grows
moro valuablo ovory day If such a dollar-lower- s

tho of civilization and
brings distress to tho pooplo?

What shall it profit us if in trying to
raise our credit by increasing tho, pur-
chasing power ot our dollar, wo destroy
our ability to pay tho debts already con-
tracted by luwerlng tho purchasing power
o( tho products with which these debts
must bo paid.

If it is assorted that tho gold standard
will enable us to borrow moro money for
abroad, I reply that tho restoration of bi-

metallism will restore tho parity between
money aud property and thus permit un
ora of prosperity which will enable tho
American pcoplo to become loaners of
money instead of perpetual borrowers.
Kvcn If wo desiro to borrow how long can
wo continue borrowing undor a system
which by lowering tho valuo of property
weakens tho foundation upou which credit
rests?

Kvcn tho holders ot fixed Investments,
though they gain nn advautago from tho
appreciation on the dollar, certainly sou
tho Injustice) of the legislation, whloh
gives them this advautago ovor thoso
whoso Incomes depend upon tho valuo of
proporty and products. It tho holders of
fixed Investments will not Uston to argu-
ments based upon Justice and equity, I
appeal to them to consider the Interest uf
posterity. We do not llvo for ourselves
alone; our labor, our l, and our
anxious care all theso aro for thoso who
aro to como after us as much as for s,

but wo can not protect our chil-
dren beyond tho period of our lives. Let
thoso who aro now reaping advantage
from a vicious financial system remember
that In tho years to como tholr own chil-
dren and their children's children may
through tho oporntlon ot this samo system
bo made to pay trlbuto to tho descendants
of thoso who ure wronged today.

As against tho maintenance of n gold
standard, etcher permanently or until
other nations can bo united for Its over-
throw, tho Chloago platform presents a
clear uud om.ihatlei demand for tho Imme-
diate restoration uf tliu free and unlimited
colnago of silver and gold at the present
legal ratio ot It) to 1, without waiting for
tho idd or consent ot any other nation, Wu
nro not asking tlmt a new experiment bu
tried; wo nro Insisting upon a return to n
financial policy approved by tho exKirl-enc- o

of history and supported by all the
prominent statesmen ot our nation from
tho days of the first president down to
1S7U. When wo ask Unit our mints bo
opened to tho free nnd unlimited tolnngj
of silver luti) full lcgnt-teml- money we
aro simply asking that tho samo mint pi

bo accorded to silver that aio now
accorded to gold. When wo ask that
coinage be at the ratio of ID to 1 wo simply

In other words, when tho creditor lias
tho option tho metals nro drawn up irt,
whereus when tho debtor has tho option
tho metals aro held together approx-
imately at n ratio fixed by law; provided
tho demand created Is sulllclent to absorb
nil of both metals presented nt tho mint.
Society is, therefore. Interested In. having
tho option exercised by tho debtor.

Indeed, there can bo no such thing ns
real bimetallism unless tho option is ex-
ercised by tho debtor. Tho oxerclso of tho
option by tho debtor cornels tho creditor
classes, whether domestic or foreign, to
exert themselves to maintain tho parity
between gold nnd silver nt tho legal ratio,
whereas they might Uud a profit In driv-
ing ono of the metals to a premium if thoy
could then demand tho dearer metal. Tho
right uf tho debtor to chooso tho coin In
which payments shall be miulo extends to
obligations duo from tho government ns
well as to tho contracts befvveuu individ-
uals.

A government obligation is simply a
debt duo from all tho peoplo to one of tho
people, und it is Impossible to Justify n
policy which makes tho interests of the
ouo person who holds tho obligation supe-
rior to tho ri ,lits of tho many who must
bo taxed to pay for It. When, prior to
1873, silver was at n premium It wns nover
contended that national honor requited
