SUPPLY AND DEMAND,

The Law the Goldbugs Invoke, but Whiech,
Alded by Intelligenes, Is Their Ruin,
It is queer how the gold standard ad-

vooates luy down a proposition and then
seck to avold the conclusions to which
it pointa. In seeking to establish the
assumption that silver has depreciated
because of its increased produation they
refer their readors to what they call the
inexorable ““law of supply and de-
mand "'

They say that the increased produoo-
tion of silver has eaused its value to de-
cline—ita yalue now and always being
its purchasing power., This would ac-
oount for one end only of the natural
law to which they refer. The supply
haa inoreased, but what about the aboli-
tion of the demand? Is this great nata-
ral law a one sided affair? Do its results
refer only to wupply, or are they con-
cerned also with dersand?

It is & matter of%history that the de-
mand for silver as money of fival pay-
ment in Evrope and the United States
was obliterated before there had been
auy incroase in the output of silver
bullion. Did the law of supply and de-
mand suspend its operntions until after
the “sapply’’ had begun to increase? Is
it true in theory or fact that the cessa-
tion of “demand’’ has uo effect on val-
ues? This is the position the gold organs
and expounders take. They refer confi-
dently to the law of supply und demand,
md ync place themselves in the attitude

Jt it is solely a law of
npply But # one-half the people who
now ept beef should conclude to cat an-
other kind of meat, would that have
any offect on the price? The gold stand-
ard expounders would no doubt insist
that there had been a sudden overpro-
duction in beef.

But, silver being a money metal, ita
value relates exclusively to its purchas-
ing power. It is eapable of demoustra.
tia: and has boen demonstrated time

in in these columus by means of
.?ﬂsluﬂ. that nogold standard ex-
pundarhumnndcm.nkun to st aside,
that the purchasing power of silver has
not decreased by s0 moch as half & cent
in spito of the closing of the mints and
the ivcreased output of the mines An
ounoce of it will boy just as much cot-
ton, wheat, iron, calico and all other
staple commodities as it ever would. It
is only when we come to buy gold that
we find that a tremendous dislocation
bas occurred. This dislocation is made
manifest whether we try to buy gold
with silver, or with cotton, or with
wheat, or with any staple product of
human labor,

The inevitable conclusion must boe
that gold has doubled in valoe, and that
is what bas ocourred, the difficulty in
perceiving this being entirely due to the
fact that a dollar is called 100 cents no
matter how largely its purchasing power
is increased. Measured by itself, gold
appears to have remained stable, while
everything olse has depreciated. Aas this
depreciation would be an impossibility,
wo know that gold has doubled in pur-
chasing power, which is all the value
that & mouey metal can possess

If an Atlanta man retuwrning homo
after a fow months' abseneo should
disoover that the Equitable building
was twice as high, compared with the
surrounding structures, as it had been
when be went away, what would he
wclnde? He might fall into the men-

confusion that has overtaken many
men on the money guestion and go about
wonderiug why all the buildings in At-
lantns except the Equitable had shrunk
to half their height. He might conclude
that the land ou which the olty is buils
had sunk #o as to leave only the Equi-
table standing on level gronnd.

“I know Mr. Durbam to be an wle
gant gentleman, but think his rece a
great mistake. He was pomipated in
August, but made no specches, 8o far as
I know or believe, until a few days sgo,
and has now of course, ae all know, no
chance of election, and it may be traly
eaid that every vote and all votes polled
for him will be drawn from the silver
casuse and added to the support of the
gold standard. It may osuse the de-
feat of a known silver man and the
eleotion of n knuwn gold standard man.
