This mixing procass is called "tritura-
tion,'' and the powder is thus mado
jnlitholormof big flat cake's, called
tiroes-cak- and then broken np and
eereoncd into grains of speoial size, or
ground to the fine powder used for
shotguns and rovolvers. Tbo largo
grained powders aro stilt fnrtber stirred
together until tho grains become high-
ly glazed, and these aro called cannon
powders. A lighted match may bo
held to a grain of cannon powder and
it will bo found almost impossible to
set it on fire, but once ignited it goes
off very suddenly and violently.
