In early historv Croto wns known ub

tho Hontheruniost of tho Men of Hclln?,
Iiinplcd liy a liruvo nnd very hardy n

of tho Doris lirauch of tho Hell-enf- a

raco und noted for its bowmen.
Tho l'l (eniuiaiiB, of ct u ss, had th i
evttlumcuts on tho coaet, iih they hud
betlleuicnts on all the coaets of thu
Mediterranean, except thoo of Greece
proper and Italy. Hut tho Pnoiuioian
settlements wero seldom moru than
trtidiuK statinnH and had vory little

in times upon tuo
history of thu countries wlicro they
nourished. Tho Cretans, wheu tho Ro-

mans joiued their island to tho empire
in thu days of Pompoy, wero very fair
oxatnplcsof full. blooded Grecian people

thotih with little of tho literary and
artistic culturo associated with tho his-

tory of unoieut Hollas. Ivirly in tho
ninth century tho Sarncons conriuered
Crete and remained in possession for
U0 yenrt.

ThibaaraccnicropulationwoseuouRh
to infnto into tho Cretan blood sumo ot
tho best elements of tho pure Arabian
Strain. No rerious attempt to colonize
it was mmlo by tho nowconijticrors, but
many of tho. Greek inhabitants, volun-

tarily or involuntarily, accepted the
Modem faith. So it comes to pass at
this day thcrosro few Turks or Arabs
in tho island, though many Muhomc-tun- e,

tho latter beitiofns puro Greek
blood as their Christian neighbors.

Nicephorus I'hocas, n general of tho
Dyzantiuo empire, nnd afterwards its
head, was'tho Christian conqueror who
in A. I). !).!5 compelled tho Cretan
Mussulmans, whether of Greek or Sara-ceni- o

origin, or mixed, to bo baptized,
andsinco that tirao they havo remained,
as n people, stubbornly and fiercely at.
tached to tho Christiau name, if not to
tho essentials of Christina ethic.

From that timo on tho history of
Crcto was much liko that of other lands
and islands of tho Levaut. Thu Vene-

tian republic took it from tho llyzintino
empire in 1205, nnd called it Candia,
and tho Ottoman empiro took it fromits
Venetian masters in lCG'J. Then may
bo said to havo begun tho very troubles
which aro y attracting tho eyes ' of
tho world to Crete. Tho Cretans wero
nccr u submiissivo people. There never
was much of the tfleto Greek about
them. Iu its most vigorous days tho
Turkish powers has hint its hands full
to keep n tight hold upon Candln. It
reunited uu army of 100,000 Turks to
wrest tho island from Venice. It took
them nearly two tnontlip to capture the
port of Canen, nnd uo less than twenty-fou- r

yoars to reduce tho capital city of
Cnndiu. Thereafter came tho bloodiest
chapter iu Crotnu history. Oppression,
rapine, torture and massacro mado up
tho daily story for moro than n hundred
years. Tho Cretans wero in n chronio
statu of rovolt, nud iu 1831 would prob-

ably huvo been successful had not tho
Egyptian army camo to tho aid of tho
Turks. When Greece, ns it is now
rccoguized on tho map of Europe,
gained its independence in 1820, Crcto
for tho patriots oiling to tho auciont
uamo burned to bo frco from tho Turk
anJ joined with tho revivified fellow-

ship of tho Iielloues.
lint Creto was ceded to Egypt ns a re-

ward for tho lattcr'sscrviccs. For somo
years thereafter, uudcr tho wieo rulo of
Mchomot Alinnd Mustaphn Pasha, tho
island enjoyed such prosperity, penco
and justice- as it had not known for
many centuries. Unhappily in 1840

tho Powers oompolled Mehcmet Ali to
surrender it again to Turkey, nnd sinco
then oil tirs havo been nearly ub bad as
possible.

All that thu Christiana
gained wns tho charter of constitution
granted them by tho Porto in 1878

under tho nomo of Halcpa convention.

mander; order was to bo maintained
by a gendarmerio,hnlf Mussulman, half
Christian; tho Turkish troops wero to
bo confined to their specified garrisons;
thcro was to bo n representative legisla-

tive assembly at Canca. Of all theso
promises nono hnvo bcon kept except
that referring to tho Christian vali, or
governor. Geo. Ucrivitch PaBha, who
lias jnst been obliged to rnn for his
life, is an Albanian Christian. But
Abdullah Pasha, tho general iu com-mnu- d

of tho troops, still, according to
all accounts, tries at least to keep up a
military domination over tho people at
hrgo. Tho fact appears to bo that,
whether tho Snltun is willing to carry
out tho convention of Halepa or not, tho
Mussulman residents of Creto will hear
of no such reforms. Tho Mussulmans
aro ready to tight at tho first signs of
enlarged liberty to tho Greek Chris-

tians; tho Christians aro determined to
light if they nro disappointed ot that
liberty. Bauds of cntbueiastio volun-

teers, in epito of tho government pro-

hibition and watchful cruisers, havo
been leaving tho shores ofGrceco for at
least a year past to help their Cretan
brethren ngaiust tho Turk tho modern
Minotaur.

TIIK 1'Iir.MCNT SITUATION.

Demetrius X. UotaEsi, tho consul
goncral of Grceco at Now York, said ho
had no doubt as to tho ultimnto result
of tho strugglo now going on in
Crete.

"JuBt as Crimea, Uassarabia, Bul-

garia, Sorvia nnd Grceco wero lost," ho
said, "so will Crcto be. Thcro aro now
about 240,000 Christians on tho island
and about 00,000 Mussulmans. Tho
00,000 tyrnnnizo over tho larger num-

ber, and, having tho samo roligions,tho
snmo language nnd tho samo enstoms
as the Greeks, His no wouder that tho
Cretans aro anxious to becomo ono with
them. Tho Greek sentiment is mado
stronger by tho fact that many wealthy
Cretans havo homes in Athens, nnd
whenever thero is a rovolt thpy raiso
tho Greek lln nnd speak for annex-
ation.

"Whether tho timo hascomo "for tho
realization of their hopes tho great
Powers alone can determine On land
Greeco is nolnatch for Turkey, but its
nuvy is far superior to that of tbo
Turks.

"Tho men of Creto havo been chafing
for years under tho injustice which was
dono to them alter their patriotio stand
In 1621. It was then that sho united
with tbo other islands against Turkey,
and fought with Greece, and boro moro
thun her shnro of tho strugglo. Bnt
tho Pcaco of London sont her back to
tho Turk, und sho has been anxious to
getaway over since. In tho revolntion
which bogon in 18C0 nnd lasted nearly
threo years her aim was nearly accom-

plished, but Lonis Napoleon blocked
her efforts. Ho had tho World's Fair
on his hands and wanted European
peace as ono of his exhibits. Thero
havo been several small revolutions
sinco thon, nnd last summer tho Sultan
granted a great measuro of autonomy
to tho Crutans, but his promises, liko
all that over originated with tho Turk,
wero not kept.hcnco tho present rovolt."

As to tho form which Turkish mis-rul- o

has taken in Croto tho consul gon
cral said: "Tho Cretan can nover ob-

tain justice. Tho efllcors of tho courts
nro Turks, and lean towords their peo-pl- o

in cases of controversy. Although
tho Christians largely outnumber tho
Mussulmans in population thcro are no
Christians on tho police, and tho money,
which is collected from tho taxpayers,
instead of being applied for improve-
ments of tho country, for schools and
fur hospitals, is sont to Constantinople.

"Amony tho rctnrns which wero the
rcsnlt of tho Berlin congress was tho
ono providing that tho governor of
Crcto must bo a Christian. Tho Turks
lived up to tho agreement nnd sent us a

Christian governor, but to mako amends
for tho concession they sent also a Turk-

ish military governor whoso powers
wero so great that tho Christian civil
governor's pltico becamo a nomo only.
It dually becamo untenable and about
twoyearsagon Turk Turkhan Pasha

was appointed to tho post.

The Family Was Going: to Chatta-

nooga to be Photographed.

A CHILD'S MIKACULOUS ESGAl'K.

Chattanoooa, Tenk., February 24.

An incoming passenger trnin on tho
Georgia division of tho Sonthcrn rail-

way bound to this city from Atlanta,
struck n vohiolo at a crossing fonr
miles east of tbo city nt 12:40 o'clock

this afternoon. In tho vehielo wero
sentcd ton members of tho family of W.

J. Woodward, a farmer livingnt Jersey,
a hamlet in Ibis county, and nlno of tho
occupants were killed, tho only ono es-

caping being n three-year-ol- d girl, Vir-

ginia Woodward. Tho killed aro as
follows:

Mrs. Laura Woodward, aged forty-fou- r

years.
Georgo Woodward her son, aged

twouty-fqur- .

Josio Woodward, a danghtor, aged
twenty-two- .

Mrs. Lizzlo Woodward Montgom-
ery, n married daughter, aged twenty
years.

Mrs. Montgomery's son Roy, an in-

fant two months old.
Delia Woodward, a daughter, aged

soventccn.
Mury Woodward, a daughter, oged

thirteen.
Daisy Woodward, a danghtcr, aged

ton.
Ada Woodward, a daughter, aged

eight.
All except Dolla and Daisy wero

instantly killed, and theso two died of
their injuries a fow bonrs afterwards.

Tho sccno of tho accident is near a
largo cut. Tbo track makes a sharp
curve just cast of the point whero tho
piko crosses. Tbo family left thoir homo
about teu o'clock this morning, all
seated iu a largo wagon driven by
Georgo Woodward. Two horses wero
hitched to it.

Tho cnginoer states that as tho train
emerged from tho cut it was moving at
an ordinary rate of speed, nbont thirty-fiv- e

miles an hour. As tho engine
turned tho cur;o ho saw tho wagon
loaded with people, and sonndod his
whistlo repeatedly. Tbo bell wan nlso
ringing by automatic steam connec-
tion.

Tho wagon was close to the crossing
when bo first saw it. Tbo young man
who was driving seemed to becomo
confused, nnd instead of halting, he ex-

citedly whipped tho horses to clear tbo
crossing before tbo train reached him,
having evidently lost control of him-

self. Tho engineer saw that a collision
was inevitable, as tho distanco betweon
him and tbo wagon was too small to
stop tho train, but ho threw down tho
lever and closed his oyes to tho horrible
sight that was impending. Tho wagon
was struck a second later, when squaro-l- y

across tho tracks, and instantly tho
air was filled with tbo bodios of the d

family and tbo splinters of tho
shiverod wagon. Shrieks rent tho air
nnd mangled bodies wero strewn along
both sides of tho track. Two of tho
bodies wero impaled upon tbo pilot of
tho locomotive. Tho momentum of tho
train was so great that it ran tally 200

yards before it was stopped.
Tho body of Mrs. Montgomery was

fonnd on tho front of tho pilot with her
dead infant held in her arms in tho
rigid clasp of death, tho motherly in-

stinct controlling to tbo last. The little
danghtor Virgio, by somo enrions fate,
was forced by the collision underneath
tho extension front of tho looomotivo
and when rcscuod from bor porilons
position was lonnd to bo entirely unin-
jured, being tho only ono of tbo ton

who escaped with lifo.
Tho family left their homo for the

city with a viow of having a family
piotaro takon prior to tbo departure of
Mrs. Montgomery, who intended to
lcavo for Floronco, Ala., to
join her husband. The father and old-

est son had previously oome to the city
and wero apprised of tbo shocking
tragedy about an hour aftor its occur-
rence.

Tho two members who woroalivo
when tho tram stopped wero horribly
mangled. Thoy wore convoyod to tho
infirmary,bnt neverrcgained conscious-
ness and died in five hours. Tbo bodies
of tho nino viotims were brought to tho
city and will bo bnricd by tho railroad
company.

Hints on Working Roads.
Tho longer a road is traveled with-

out digging it up or piling fresh dirt
on it, the firmer it becomes and tho
loss it is impressod by rain or travel.
Tho oftener looso dirt is carried into
tho travolway, tho moro mud wo may
expeottodrag through. Tbo idea is

this. When trading becomos' nooes- -

'
Bary, grado well and then stop piling

'dirt into tho road evory year. Keep
' tho eido ditohos open and deep; throw
tho dirt removed from tho ditohos any
placo oxoept on tho travolway, luo
best plan is to throw it in a dirt wagon

and damp it at snob low places as
filling. Work tho roads early in

summer. Andusolho grader as ofton

as the roads becomo rntty or rough,

simply smoothing down but not dig-

ging np. Keep in mind it takes years
for dirt to bcoomo well and firmly pack-

ed down. Tho wator is to bo drained
off by ditohcB, low places and holes veil
filled bnt not filled a littlo every year,
or you will havo a continous mud hole.

Tho way our roads nro commonly
worked, fresh dirt piled out in our roads
in August or September beforo thoy
aro tramped down firm enough to shed
water, tho fall rains aro absorbed and
mud is tho result. Always recollect
that piling a fow inches of clay on
black soil, it will not mix with it, bat
will bo picked np and carried off to bo
dropped in lumps by tho wagon wheels
after tbo first rain. Clay cau bo placed

in a low placo or in fact on any soil, but
it should bo in largo quantities so

that it cannot bo lifted from tho soil
beneath. Wo will lay down a few rules
that will bo of somo benefit if followed:

1st. Ono day's work in tho early sea-

son is worth four lato in tho fall where
grading is to bo done.

2nd. Roads rcqulro a watchful eye to
fix littlo places beforo they becomo bad.

3rd. When you grade, grado high
enough that you will not need to pilo
more dirt on it for five or ten years.

4th. On hills mako a slight elevation
across tho road every 100 feet to keep
tho water from cntting ditches.

Cth. Uso tiling at sides of tho road
whero open ditches aro not practical.
Tiling is indispensable in many places

and always an improvement.
Cth. Tho oftcnor tho roads aro

smoothed down with a grading machino
without digging in fresh soil from
sides ot road, tho better our-roa- will
remain.

How to Smash Trusts.
St. Lou ( Republic

Attorney General Harmon has
pointed ont to Congress tho weakness
of the present anti-trus- t law and what
kind of legislation is needed to effective-

ly supplement tho laws of tho States in
provention of oppressive combines.

It is possible for a Stato by stringent
laws to climinato all consniracies or
combines in restraint of trado or indus-

try operating wholly within tho Stato.
Individuals or firms within tho Stato
may bo prevented from entering into
agreements iu cases where ono or both
parties may bo reached by Stato author-
ity.

Bnt articles affected by agreements
between parties outside of tho Stato
may bo sold in tho State aud resident
dealers who aro not parties to tho
agreement may sell them without mo-

lestation. Tho States cannot inter-
fere with interstate commerco to put a

stop to combines. This is tho point
where Congress must come to tho

relief of the States and tho Attorney
General .has shown thot, by, defining
trusts, moro clearly and extending the
power of tho courts to compel witnesses
to testify, tho Federal anti-trus- t law
may be mado effective

If there is a sincero desire on tho
part ot Republican leaders to smash
tho trusts, tho way to do it has been
mado clear. But if thero is a sincere

desiro on tho part of tho Republicans
to smash tho trusts, Congress will
oraso from tho Dingley law tho differen-

tial in favor of tho Sugar Trnst and
every scbednlo favorable to nny other
trust.

Sallied From the Fort at Boonesboro

to Rescue Helpless Maidens.

.STOItY OP AN ANCIKNT DOCUMENT,

In tho Ilnrt County News is published
a letter.fnrnishcd by Mrs. J. W. Wood-eon- ,

of Muufurdville, whoso
was tho writer. This is tho

most interesting letter:
Boo.NKSHono, July 21, 17711. My

Dear Sir: Tho situation of our country
is much altered sinco I wroto yon last.
Tho Indians seem determined to break
up our settlement, and I really believe,
unless it is possible to givo us somo as-

sistance, that tho greater part of tho
peoplo may fall a proy to them. Thoy
have, I am satisfied, killed several
whom, at this timo, I know not how to
mention.

Many aro missing who somo timo
ago went out about their busincsp.
Fresh signs of Indians aro seen almost
evory day.

I think I mentioned to you beforo
somo damage they had dono at Lois-tow- n

on tho 7th of this month; thoy
killed ono Coopjron Lickingorcck,and
ou tho 14th a man whoso namo I know
not at your Salt Spring on tho samo
creek.

On the samo day they took out of a
canoo within bight of this placo Miss
Betsy Callaway, her sister, Francis, and
a duaghter of Daniel Boone, tho two
last about thirteen or fourtecu years
old, aud tho other grown.

Tho affair happened lato in tho after-
noon. Thoy left tho canoe on tho oppo
site sido of tho river from us, which
prevented our getting over for somo
timo to pursue them. Wo could not
that night follow more than fivo miles.
Next morning by daylight wo wero on
their tracks, but thoy had entirely pre-
vented our following them by walking
some distanco apart through tho thick-
est cano they could find. Wo observed
their course, and on which sido thoy
had left their sign, and traveled upward
of thirty miles. Wo then supposed
thoy would bo less cautious in traveling,
and making a turn iu order to cross
their trace, wo had gono but n fow miles
when wo found their tracks in a buffalo
path, pursued and overtook them in go-

ing about ten miles, just us thoy were
kindling a flro to cook.

Our study had been how to got tho
prisoners without giving tho Indians
timo to murder them after they discov-

ered us. Wo saw each other nearly at
tho same time. Four of- - us fired and
rushed on them by whioh they wero
prevented from carrying anything away
except ono shotgun without any am-

munition. Mr. Boono and myself had
each had a pretty fair shot as thoy bo-ga- n

to move off.
I am well oonvinced I shot ono

through tho body. Tho ono ho shot
dropped his gun mino had none. Tho
placo was covered with thick cane, and
boing so elated over recovering tho
threo littlo heart-broke- n girls, wo wero
prevented from making any further
search. Wo sent tho Indians off almost
naked somo without their moccasins,
and nono of them with so much us a
kmfo or tomahawk.

After tho girls camo to themselves
sufficiently to speak tbey told us thcro
wero only fivo Indians, four Shawaneso
and ono Cherokee. Thoy could speak
good English, and thoy said they should
go to tho Shawaneso town. Tbo war
club wo got was liko those I havo of that
nation. Sovoral words of their lan-

guage, which tbo girls rotaincd, wero
known to tho Shawaneso.

They also told them thut the Chcro-kee- s

had killed or driven all of tho peo-

ple from Wataga and thereabout, and
that fourteen Cherokees wero then in
Kentucky waiting to do mischief.

If tho wur becomes general, ot whioh
thcro is tho greatest appearanoe, our
situation is truly alarming. Wu aro
about finishing a largo fort, and intond
to keep possession of this placo as long
as possible. They are, I understand,
doing tho samo thing at Hurrodsburg
aud nlso in Elkhorn, at tho Royal
Springs. Tho settlement on Licking
creek, known by tho namu ot Hink-ston- e,

has been broken up. Nineteen
of tho settlers aro now hero on thoir
way amoug tho rest.

Thoy all se'em deaf to anything wo

cau say to dissuade them. Ton, nt least,
of our pooplo aro going to join them,
which will leavo us with less thun thirty
men at this fort.

I think moro than S00 men havo left
this country sinco I camo out, and not
ono has arrived except a few Cabiners
down tho Ohio. I want to return ns
much as anybody can, but if I leavo tbo
country now tberois tcurcely ono single
man who will not follow- - tho ex-

ample
When I think of thu deplorable con-

dition u few helpless families uro likely

to bo-iu- , I conclude! to sell my lifo vb

dearly ns I oui in their dofonso rather
than mako an ignominious cscapo. I
am afraid it is in vaiu to sue for tiny ro-li-

from A'irgiuiu, yet, tho convention
encouraged tho settlement of this coun-

try, nnd why should uot the cxtrerao
partof Fin Castlo bo as justly entitled
to protection as any other part of tho
oountry? If nn expedition wero oirrlcd
on against thoso nations who aro at
opon war with tho peoplo in gcncrul, wo

might bo in a moasuroreliemlby draw-

ing them off to defend their towns.

If nnylhinguuder neavcnciubodono
for us I know of no person who would
moro willingly engage in forwarding us
assistanco than yourself.

I do, nt tho request and in bohulf

of all tho distressed women and children
and tho inhabitants of this placo,

tho aid of every leading man who
may havo it in his power to givo us f.

I can not writo well. Yon can better
guess at my idonsfrom what I havo said
than I cau express them.
