inc. Tho flgbt became intensified an
tlio day grew and tho clearer light en-

abled tho antagonistic positions to bo
more clearly discerned.

Very early iu tho morning tlio Greeks
with bplendid bravery, charged tho
Turks and took possession of tho hill- -'

topst-tretchiu- below tho peaks, and tho
Turks, recovering from their momen-
tary check nnd cheered on by their
officers, who led their men msgnillcent-ly- ,

charged tho Greeks with cold steel.
An awful teem; of bloodshed and car-nng- o

endued. Through my glasses I
could seo struggling masses of man, tho
glint of steel as tho bayonets swept
through tho nir, tho llish of revolvers
and tho rinsed butt-end- s of nlles doing
their dreadful clubbing work.

Marshal Kdhem 1'aslia took
np his post faco to face with tho line of
hills to tlio left of Milouna, whoro tho
Gtceks wero in strongest force.

lean not omit mentioning that tho
Marshal snt down on the ground Turk-
ish fashion, looking as cool aud uccon-concern-

as tho most disinterested of
tho spectators. The Greeks still fought
hord and tho Turks pressed them vigor-

ously.
Tho arid slopes of tho hills wcro

whitened with rufft of smoko as tho
duel proceeded. About 8 o'clock, when
tho day, to my mind, seemed to havo
lasted n whole week, tho .Turkish Hold
artillery camo into action under com-

mand of lliaz Pasha.
Owing to tho difficult uaturo of tho

ground, lliaz could not approach tlio
hills, which tho Greeks wcro holding,
nearer than two miles ami a half, but
nt this great rungo shells wcro dropped
with tho nicest precision iuto places
whero tho Greeks wcro tho strongest.

For tho timo being all interest was
sonccnlrated upon tho work of lliaz
Pasha's guns. As shell after sholl
shrieked its way through tho air to tho
hills, three miles off, tho effect of tho
.i.nin.. was evident

Tlio Greek riilo firo diminished, aud I
noticed as ovidonco of tho tremendous
destruction anddcmoralizition wrought
by tho shells that at many places in the
Greek position thcro was an nbsoluto
cossation of firing, after u sholl or two
had dropped. Tho sheila had either
killed the Greeks or driven them panio-stricke- n

away.
At half past 0 o'clook tho principal

positions on tho Greek sido had been
oithor taken by storm or evacuated.

Tlio itirKien rino nro was very ucau
ly. At 10 o'clock tho Greeks desisted
from their attack on tho block-house- s

n ud fell back sullenly into their en- -

trenched positions. Tlicro they practi- -

c illy recommenced tho llulit, pouring a
hail of bullets upon tho Turkish posi
tiotis. However, this did not last very
lout; mid by decrees thu fusillado from
both sides diminished.

Tho Turkinh troops nro half dead
with fatigue, having neither eaten nor
slept for twenty-fou- r hours. Tho ro
(crvcs aro lyiiiK about on tho baro
ground, tho majority of them fast
uslecp. Tho losses ou both sides aro
unknown, hut I have reason to believo
tlio Turkish losses aro not very heavy,
considering tho lonp; and stubborn
battlo that had been fought. Tho
losses of tho Greeks must bo very
severe. I myself taw prouc, inert forms
ou tho hillsides in numbers that told
their own talo of terriblo slaughter.

Kenan Hoy, nn ofliccr who fought iu
tlio engagement nt Karya, states that
tho defeated Greeks lost about 1,000
killed, whilo ho puts thu Turkish loss at
'J00.

The Stlffest Anti-Tru- st Law.
Tho most extremo anti-trus- t bill yet is

tbo ono passed by tho Minnesota houso.
It not only prohibits tho tho formation
of trusts, and declares forfeited the
charter of any State corporation that
bcoomes party to a trust, but forbids
tho pooplo of that State to deal in
articles manufactured beyond the
boundaries of the Htato by a trust.
Tho house has nlso recommended for
passago a bill to increase, from It to 4
percent tho tax upon tlio gross earnings
of railroads.

The Senato has past a sugar-be-

bill, providing for a bonnty of 1 cent a
pound on sugar, prescribing rates to
bo charged by railroads for tbe trans
portatiou of beets, and exempting beet
sugar manufactories from taxation ft r
ten years. The Senate has also voted
to abolish tho treatment of inebriates
in tho SUto hospital, and to prohibit
tho uso of tobacco by persons under
eighteen years of ago.
