PERPETUAL MOTION.
Albert Russell Is Sure That fo Has Solved
the Problem.

Albert 8. Russell of Jofferson, In., s
surv that be has solved the problem of
perpetual motion. ‘I have really invent-
ed perpetunl motion, ' he said,

A small oylinder 3% inches in di-
ameter and 6 inches long is hang over a
square pail. The oylinder is balf sab-
merged, and on it ore cups, or pockets,
at equal distances apart. Theso cups are
each perforated by three small holes,
two near the middle aud one near the
bottom of the oup, the bottom hole of
each cup extending a littlo within the
top of the next lower oup.

**When the partinlly submerged cups
are nearly filled with the rising water,
the law of gravitation overcomes the lnw
of equilibriom of fAuids (where fluids
seck their level) and the cup sinks, to be
roplaced by the next sucoeeding oup,
eto., thus completing a cirouit, to be
constantly repeated. Thismsohine, en-
larged, will turn mills, ete., without the
aid of fuel, stenm or engine. ' —New
York Herald
