They Say Strange, Ghostly Fig-
|I ures Met Them in the
Dark Waters.

DIVERS WOULDN'T STAY DOWN LONG,

Capt. Jobn MeGee, Jr., of the wreok-
ing tag, Right Arm, which worked on
the wreck of the sunken ship Maioe,tells
a strange, weird story ol the proceed-
ings sitendivg the iavestigetion by
Biauish divers. Heo says:

The reatoo oarrect ot Havans for the
basty mud incomplete examinstion of
the Maine by Spanish divers,is that the
ship is banonoted. [ bave timed the
Spavish divers many times, and pever
saw one stay uoder water more than
filteen minntes, while our divers used
to stay nnder for hoors,

The Spanish Government had the
great:st difliculty in seonring and keop-
ing divers. Théy never seemed tohave
the same divers two succeeding days
At fint the excuse of inoapecity was
given out as the ressen, then that their
divers were siock aod then that their
eqouipment and apparstas were out of
order,

No one ascertained the real c«use un-
til jurt before tho Right Arm lefi for
New York., The first Spapish diver on-
ly remnined down abont five minutes—
not longer than that—when he palled to
be boisted. If he bad met the devil
face to face under the water be counld
pot bave looked more frightened and
terrified than he did, so those say who
saw bim when he came up, He com-
'plained of being sick and refused to go
down ngain,

the other divers, for there was great
trouble in getting men to go down for
the next two days, It is reported that
IJnun Alvares, the first diver, bad seen
the ghoets of the dead marines and
