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COST OF GROCERIES.

What a Former Generation Used
1o Pay forthe Necessi-
ties of Life.

— |

From statistics of prices recently fur-
nished by a grocer in business previous
to the Civil War, it is shown that flonr
retailed for §7.50 per barrel in 1850, In
1856 it had risen to $#12.50 per barrel,
says a writer in the (Jrocer's Advocate,
But during the vear 1865, when the war
closed, prices had reached marvelously
high figures; f r instunce, flour sold for
$20 per barrel, sugar 33 cents per pound,
butter 60 cents, coffee 60 to 70 cents, tea
$1.40 to §1.60 per pound, il $1.05 to #$1.-
15 per gallon, beans 16 cents per quart,
potatoes $1 per bushel, soap 20 cents per
pound, eggs 60 cents per dogen, and other
things in the same proportion.

After 1886, when the extreme limit in
prices wus reached, they began to stead-
ily decrease. Ascowmpared with-present
prices, those in 1800 were fully 220 per
cenf, higher, .

Some of the radical changes may be
seen in the price of flonr now, at $4.50
per barrel, and in 1862, when it was
$5.25, or in 1865 at 30 per barrel. It is,
therefore, now at its lowest figure.

Take sugar, also; in 1862 it was 12
cents per pound, in 1865 85 cents, and
now 5 to 6 centa. Butter was 19 cents
in 1830, but had advavced to 60 cents
per pound in 1865,

0il is another leading staple which
has shown wonderful fluctnations in
price. Selling for §1.05 to $1.15 per gal-
lon in 1565, it has now decreased to 12
aud 15 cents per gallon, a vast gain for
the consumer. In 1850 it sold at 80
cents, in 1838 at §1 and in 1875 at 40
cents per gallon.

Potate. prices- -have- been -regulated
largely by the yield. In 1850 they sold
at 65 cents in 1857 at $1, in 1850 at $1.10
and in 1867 at 65 centa per bushel. This
year they have been as high as $1.25 to
$2.25 per bushel,

It will, therefore, be seen that all the
above articles are lower now than thirty-
five to forty years ago, and the same
may be said of more than one hundred
other different groceries.

For the most part the grocers’ profits
have gradually decreaged on all articles
since the close of 1872, the panic season
nor is there any likelihood for a better
condition of affairs for some time to

come.
