Ashland Ky Sept lIAs the re-

sult of parental objection and a sui
cide pact pretty little Isabelle Zet
ron and her sweetheart Tommy Dales
are lying with hands folded In two
white caskets at the homes of their
brokenhearted parents near York

in Greenup county and all the coun
tryslde Is talking of the childish ro
mance that culminated In the trage-

dy
Tommy and Isabelle had been rais

ed from Infancy on adjoining farms
and had gone through school togeth ¬

er They had formed an attachment
that was apparently deeper than their
parents suspected for only a few
weeks ago they ran away from home

and attempted to get married at the
county seat but were refused on ac ¬

count of their tender years neither
being yet 16 Their parents learned
of the escapade and refused to allow
Tommy to see Isabelle again But
Tommy managed to see lila child
sweetheart and gave her a bottle of
carbolic acid Both agreed to take It
at the same time If another appeal
failed Tommy was to see his own
und Isabellas parents once moreand
endeavor to gain their consent to

the marriage and falling in this he
was to signal Isabelle and at the
same hour Sunday midnight both were
to swallow the fatal draught

The parents refused and the chll
dren ended their lives In the girls
room was found a note telling the
whole pitiful story They will be
burled together In the same burying
ground

back and neck The childs body was
exhumed and found by Drs Law ¬

rence and Collins to have been killed
