CALEB POWERS WAS IGNORED

Washington, April 29. A bill

nrovidlnc for the enlargement of

the National House of Representa-

tives from 391 to 433 members

and the apportionment of thoBe

members to the different States on

the basis of the population shown

by the recent Federal census, passed

the House last night after vain ef-

forts of members of both political

parties to amend It In Important
particulars.

The proposed size of the Houau is
identical with that provided for In

the Crumpacker bill, passed by the
House at the last session of Con-

gress, but not acted upon by the

Senate. The Houston bill, passed

to-da- y. leaves to the Legislatures of

the different States the power to re-

arrange the congressional districts

In their respective States on the new

population basis of one member for

each 211,877 of Inhabitants.
The two Important amendments

proposed to-da- y and defeated after
long debato were to put the redls-rinfi- ne

nower In the hands of the
Governors of States when the Leg-

islatures had failed to act, and to

limit the House in the future to a

membership of 430 or 433. leaving

future reapportionments to the Sec-

retary of the Department of Com-

merce and Labor.
Both of these amendments wero

vigorously championed by the Re-

publicans and with some Democratic

support. Mr. Sherley, of Kentucky,

first offered the "Crumpackor
amendment," as It was known, to

restrict the size ot the House to 430

In the future, and later Mr. Crum-

packer submitted It again as a part
of a formal motion to recommit the
bill to the Committee on Census to
have the amendment put into It. On

a record vote on this motion the
Democrats voted it down, 178 to 99.

Powers Fails to Draw Fire.
Representative Caleb Powers, of

the Eleventh Kentucky district, fail-

ed to draw the fire of the Kentucky

Democratic Congressmen when he.. .j .- - .annnnr.onerea amenaniem iu " o.. .

i tlonment bill aimed at the present
gerrymander of the State. Powers

first wanted to provldo that congres-

sional districts should not differ by

more than 20,000 of population. He

made a speech In support of the
amendment, and It was voted down

Ty 107 to CC. He then offered

amendments designed to prevent a

difference of more than 60.000 or

75,000 population, both of which

were voted down. Following their
policy of Ignoring tbo Eleventh Ken-

tucky district member, his Demo-

cratic colleagues declined to pay

anv attention to the Powers speech.

r.i,irtr,nn Houston, of Tennessee,

started to reply to Powers, but was

requested not to do so, and resumed

Ills seat.

The prospects this year, however,
seem better, and if the merchants
and business men of Hartford will

take an Interest In the affair and

glvo the encouragement which tho

fair officials think they should have,

another exhibit this fall seems as-

sured. It would certainly be of big

benefit to tho town and county and
every business man would get his

share of the money set afloat. A

fair ought to bo mutually profitable.

There Is no one to dispute that
tho Ohio County Fair grounds here
at Hartford are the prettiest In the
State. Situated on the hanks or
Rough River opposite Hartford and
barely dutsldo the city limits, with

abundant shade that covers the
amphitheater yet gives a tine and
full view of the race track, which Is

said to be the fastest In tho country
outside tho big Easrn courses, our
fair grounds apparently hold every

advantage that could possibly be de-

sired. Tho race track Is on a beau-

tiful table land and every step a

horse takes can bo seen from both

the amphitheater and adjacent
ground, while tho spectators remain
In tho shade. The grounds are Ideal
In almost every conceivable way,

and tho conveniences are unsurpass-

ed, while n new, railroad enhances
the prospect.

It seems a pity that all theso re
sources for a county fair should go

unemployed, and wo think we voice

the sentiments of tho public In sin
cerely hoping that tho Ohio County

Fair will again come to tho front
this, year with all Its old-tim- e vigor

and success.

SOCIALISTS TO AID

1W DEFENSE

Full Strength of Party to Assist

in Defending Alleged

Dynamiters.

Boston, April 30. The full
strength of the Socialist party of

America was offered for the defense
of John J. and J. B. McNamara, who

are charged with murder In connec

tion with tho explosion of the Los
Angeles Times building, by the Na

tional Executive Committee of the
party, now in session here.

A telecram was sent to President
F. Ryan, of the Iron Workers' Un-

ion, reading ns follows:
The National Executive Commit

tee oX the Soclollst party offers tho

entire power of its 4,000 organiza-

tions and its press, consisting of ten
dallies, over 100 weeklies and ten
monthlies, In all languages, to bo

used In tho defense of the McNama-ra- s,

and any other help within our
power."

A communication was also nd- -

dressed to the locals of the Social

ist party condemning the arrest of

tho mon as "suggesting a deliberate
plot," claiming tho prosecution of

tho men was "Inspired by tho Na-

tional Manufacturers' Association,"

and that tho whole affair was "a
dastardly conspiracy on tho part of
organized capital In this country to
crush organized labor by crime and
violence."

The. communication calls upon tho
locals' to raise money for tho de-

fense ot tho accused and for the
carrying on of an aggressive cam-nal- cn

for Socialism In California
and particularly In Los Angeles.

BOTH SISTER AND WIFE

OF BANKER ARE SUED

By Assignee of Two States Bank

Seeks to Recover

$14,000.

Hawesvllle, Ky., April 29. As

tho result of tho failure of the Two
States bank at Stevensport and be-

cause of the Irregular transactions
alleged to have been mado by John
S. Adair, tho Hardlnsburg Bank and
Trust Company, assignee of tho Two

States bank, has filed suit against
Miss Dudo Adair, sister of tho bank
er, for $3,300, ono against his wife,
Mary C. Adair, for $3,800, and one

against the Happy Hollow Tobacco
company, of Hawesvlllo, for $7,000.

.The allegation In the cases Is that
tho monev was loaned by John S.

Adair without the authority of tho

directors and that ho had no right
to mako.the loans. It Is also claim-

ed that" although to booVs of the
bnrk have a record of the notes,
that the notes themselves have eith
er been taken from tho bank or
else have been lost. .

Miss Adair, the defendant In the
first suit, Is the' postmistress of
Hawesvllle and tho Happy Hollow

Tobacco company Is a concern that
was fathered by John S. Adair, who

is the president of tho concern. Tho
loans amounting to S7.000 wore

made on six different notes and two

of the nc-te- s wore secured by $6,000
worth of tho capjtal stock of tho
company.

HIGH LICENSE ORDINANCE
KNOCKED OUT BY COURT

Bowling Greon, Ky., April 29.
Judge James McKenzle Moss, In
Circuit Court, this morning, handed
down his decision In the mandamus
cases of Montgomery & Williamson
and John Gorln against tho Mayor
and City Council to compel them to
grant license to Bell liquors within
tho city of Bowling Green, and also
to declare the ordlnanco providing

for a license of $5,600 Invalid.
Judge Mobs upheld, the plaintiffs

In all points, and directed the City

Council to grant license to the
plaintiffs In the sum of $1,000
a year, which was the statute pro-

vision prior to the enactment of the
ordinance declared Invalid. While
formal notice of an appeal was
made, it Is understood that license
will bo granted at tho meeting Mon-

day evening, and that Bowling
Green will no longer be dry terri-
tory.

Los Angeles, Cal., April 30. At-

torneys for both sides in the dyna
miting case completed arrangements
to-da- y for an early arraignment of
John and James McNamara and Or-tl- o

E. McManlgal. The appearance
of the prisoners in court will not be
deferred .later than next Wednes-

day.
Job Harrlman, attorney for the

alleged dynamiters, said to-da- y that
the contentions of the defense will
be based on those grounds:

First, that tho dynamite made by

the factory from which the dyna-

mite tlmt Is alleged to have caused
tho explosion was purchased, was
tested In tho Government Bureau of
Mines and would not set tire to gas.

Second that dynamite will not set
Are to Inks and oils, and an explos

ion of dynamite of the kind said to
have been used would not have been
followed by sheets of flame, but. on

the contrary, would extinguish
flame.

Third, a gns explosion, on tho
other hand, would set fire to Inks
nnd oils, nnd would bo followed by
Bhpets of fame.

M y GHANGES

In State Laws Governing
Schools.

THE LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE

Of School Organization Sug

gests New Board and

Reforms.

SOME CHANGES ABE PROPOSED

Frankfort, Ky., May 1. Many
changes In the school laws are rec
ommended by the Legislative Com
mittee of the Kentucky Educational
Association.

Secretary T. W. Vinson reports
that the committee suggests the
abolishment of the State Board of
Education and the present State
Board of Examiners and that a State
Board of Education be substituted,
consisting of peven 'members, com-

prising the State Superintendent of
Public Instruction, the Attorney
General, the Commissioner of Ag-

riculture and four professional men
to be appointed by the State Super-

intendent of Public Instruction:
that the County Board of Education
shall have the power to provide for
supervisors for rural schools; that
the Legislature shall pass a law to
enable the counties to vote upon
the proposition of bonding itself for
building and equipping school- -

houses: that the law be changed to
prevent tho establishment of Inde
pendent graded schools except in
citlos of tho first six classos, except
when they shall be votod nnd levied
for an amount equal In tax to the
maximum amount which Is levied
by tho County Board of Education:
that an efficient compulsory attend-
ance lnw be enacted: that the power
to locate coitntv high schools shall
be vested In a Board of Education:
that tho minimum number of pupils
required for eafh subdlstrlct shall
be chanced from 40 to 30 pupils:
that vacancies In the office of su'i- -

dlstrlct trustee shnll he filled by th?
County Board of Education: that
tho subdlstrlct trustees shall ho

elected viva voce: thnt colore!
schools within the boundary of
white graded schools he under the
Jurisdiction of the County Board of
Education, subject to the provis-

ions of the county school district
law; that the County Superintend-
ent of Schools be required to give a
bond to the State for an amount not
exceeding twice the nmount of mon-e- v

that he shall receive from the
S'a'e In anv Installment: that tho
minimum salary for the County Su-

perintendents shall be $1,000 and
tho mrxlmum $2,000. and that he
sprii dovote nil of his time to his
professional duties: that there shall
he school revenue Inspectors, whoso
duties shall ho similar to tho Stat"
Inspector and Evamlrer; that teach
ers 'ti crnntv high schools shall hold
pprtlflcfitos of nnnllficatlons ns fol
lows: Rtnte dlnlomns, Stnte certifi
cates. Stato unlversltv diplomas, life
dlplomps from the Department of
Education of the State, university
or llfo dlplomps granted bv tho
Sae Normnl Schools; thnt the work
of tho Stato reading circle shall be

-- pnsfprred to nnd com'uetod bv the
State Board of Education: that nil
plans for wrecking schoolhousFs
must bo improved by tho State
Beard of Education.

Mitchell Will' Recover.
Information received In Hartford

from Llvermore Is that the condi-

tion of Clarence Mitchell, tho young
white man who was shot and se
riously wounded by William Pot-

ter, the negro who was sh.ot to death
by a mob, has changed for tho bet-

ter, and Indications are that ho will
recover. He had fever In his
wounds several days after-th-o shoot
ing, and did not rest well for a few
days, but Is reported to bo out ot
danger.
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
