WATER FED THE FLAMES,

Hopeless Fight Against a Peculiar
Conflagration at Sea.

When the freighter Hardy steamed
out of Le Treport. France. hc carried
besides the mlner.il water In her hold
a number of small woodeu cases mark-
ed "metallic sodium."

Tho channel was rough. The vessel
rolled and pitched Iolently. The cap-
tain saw that the vblp was" listing to
port and. KUpcctlng that the cargo
was shifting, tent :i boatswain below
to investigate. As the boatswain en-

tered tbe hold he saw that several
rase? of mineral water had broken and
that the water was swishing about in'
tbu hold. Then suddenly lie saw one
of the wooden cases marked "sodium"
burst into llame.

Immediately he gave the alarm, and
the crew ruslioil to their lire .stations.
Tho captain dlioctcd tho men to play
the hose Into the hold. As the first
!trenm of water struck the burning
caso there wero several explosions as
package after package within tho case
caught tire. By this time two other
cases of sodium hud broken open, and
their contents us they came In contact
with the water from the hose burst
Into flames.

The crew could not believe their
cjes. The more water they poured on
the tiro the more Intense grew the con-
flagration. Then suddenly two cases
flew into the air, crashed against tho
overhead beams and spread out 111

sheets of lire, the smaller ple-c- s drop-
ping back only to bouueo and dance
about, hot balls of flume. In.the half
swamped hold.

Panic stricken, the crew dropped tho
lioso Hues and lied above decks. But
tho captain ordered tho cargo tiling
Into the seu atid led Ills men back Into
tho hold. Tlioy succeeded In throwing
sovcrul of the cases overboard. But an
each caso hit tho waves It rebouuded
Into tbe air, a flaming bull.

The superstitious crew was fast be-

coming unmanageable, and the captain
saw that In any case he must abandon
tbe ship. He ordered the crew tu the
boats not oiio moment too soon, for as
tbe boats rowed away from the blue-
ing bulk several loud explosions came
from the bold. Then there was one
mighty detonation. The freighter
broke In two nud plunged out of night.
