THREE CALENDARS ARE USED

Constantinople, or BStamboul, as
the Turk calls his metropolis, i1s a
much-discussed city just’' now. But
of its important foreign quarters,
Peran and Galata, the stay-at-home
Briton hears little. _

Grlata is separated from Constan-
tinople proper by the Golden Horn,
and lies principally between the two
bridges which span that world-fa-
mous waterway.

Formerly these bridges had Cap-
tains and crews exactly as If they
were ships. Later they became re-
markable for their shops, beggars
and dogs. Shops beggars and dogs
have gone, but still the bridges are
objects of Interest to the stranger.

In Galata may be l‘ou’d a sort of
Petticost Lame ip full swing every
day of the week. But, unlike our
own Sunday market in the east end
of London.
