AUTO OWNERS SHOULD
HEED LICENSE WARNING

Tho Automobile Department at
Frankfort will contribute to the
Stato road fund for the year 15U5- -

about $150,000. This is doubhj the
receipts of any previous year.

Whon tho 1915 plates were order
ed, more than a year ago, it was es--J
tlmatod that 10,000 pairs would be
sufficient but moro than 15,000 have
already been iraued.

The tstal receipts of the ofllco to
dato this year are $102,000 and (nig
would have been very materially In
creased but from the fact that 5,- -
750 old cars and all new cars havo
paid only tho proportionate part of
the fee for tho license to run to
January 1, 1D16.

' When tho Acts of tho General As-
sembly of 1014 became effcotlvo
there wero 5,750 licenses that did
not expire January let, but ran into
1915. These were the Scrle3 "G"
licenses with tags of black and let-
ters In white. This has caused
much confusion, as thcro were two
kinds of tags good during the first
six months or 1915 and many peo-
ple "were laboring nnder the mis-
taken impression that a largo num-
ber of cars wero being operated on
Improper licenses. This contagion
was romoved on Juno 10th and all
tags now in uso should show the
dato "1915" on the right hand end
of tho plates.

Local offlcors In many places are
arresting all motorists seen with
improper tags, and to avoid trouble
all drivers should eoo that cars aro
registered for this year and aro car
rying tags with a whito background
with red letters.

In 1910 when all carB now in the
Stato must renew their licenses and
pay the full feo for tho year, tlwro
should bo collected for the highways
