BRITISH RUSE CONSUMMATED

Athens, Greece, Aug. 31. Italy
ito-da- y, declared war against Turkey.

Italy's declaration came at the

end of a short Cabinet session con-

cerning tho demands that Italian re-

servists bQ permitted to leave Tur-

key without restriction. No reply
was made by the Sublime Porte and

faction was immediate. Tho meeting

t Rome was held amid scenes of
great excitement, the populace be-

ing eager for strife with the Turks.
Although Italy declared war on

Austria on May 24, and hostilities
f between the two countries began Im-

mediately, there has never been any
declaration of war between Italy and
Germany, the ally of Austria, and
until now, Italy and Turkey, tho al-i- es

of the central Powers, nominally
have been at peace.

Friction between Turkey and Ita-

ly, however, has been evidence,
since shortly after the latter's entry
into the' war. Early 'in June there
were reports that Italian consuls
were gradually, leaving Turkey and
that American officials were taking
over the task of looking out for Ital
ian Interests. Later charges were
inade that the Ottoman Government
was preventing these consuls from
leaving and that similar coercion
was being exerted over Italian civ
ilians who wisnea to quit rurKisn
soil.

On July 20 advices came from
Home that the Italian Government
had addressed a note to the United
States asking it to use its Influence
to protect Italian subjects In the Ot-

toman domains. The complaint that
they were being prevented freni

i leaving was reiieraiea.

STORM NEAR EVANSVILLE

Evansville, Ind., Aug. 21. In
Vanderburg county approximately
250,000 bushels of corn, or one-thir- d

of the cr.op In the county, has been
ruined by the winds and rains of the
last four days, according to William
Rahm, a Government crop reporter
for this district. Tho rains stopped
here this afternoon. The Ohio river
rose two feeU here during the day,
but the local Government forecaster
does not believe there Is enough
water in sight to cause a serious
flood. Reports from the bottom dls
trlcts say that the damago to tho
corn crop will be the worst in many
years. White. Wabash and Patoka
rivers continue to rise at a rapid

GERMANY'S REPLY

Is theSinkingOf Another
Big Liner.

SITUATION APPEARS CRITICAL

Captain Of Steamer Says He

Was Positivelydven
No Warning.

WASHINGTON MUCH AGITATED

London, Aug. 20. At least Ave
passengers, two of whom were
Americans, and forty members of
the crew lost their lives when the
White Star liner Arabic was torpe
doed and sunk by a German subma-
rine off Fastnet yesterday morning.
Nine other passengers are" missing
and are believed to havo perished.

The two Americans who went
down with the ship were Mrs. Jose-phln- o

Brugulerc, of New York, and
Edmund T. Wotftl. Mrs. Brugulere
was thrown Into the water and was
kept afloat' for some time by her son
Louis, who was forced to relinquish
his hold when he was struck by a
piece of wreckage. "Nothing was
seen of Wood after the steamer was
struck.

Most of the missing members of
,the crew belonged to tho engineer's
staff., They remained at their posts
and went down with tho ship.

Capt. Finch and, the. other officers
of the Arabic assert that the subma-
rine gave them no warning. They
declared flio torpedo was fired as
they were going to the rescue of the
steamer Dunsley, which had just
been torpedoed, presumably by the
same submarine.

That the loss of life was not much
heavier was due to tho preparations
made by the 'officers In view of the
possibility of an attack" while pass-

ing through the war zone, to the
fine weather which prevailed and to
tho splendid discipline maintained
by the crew. Life belts had been
placed on the decks and the life
boats swung out.

As soon as the ship was struck
rafts were flung over the side. Many
of the passengers and crew who
were thrown into the water climbed
on board these rafts or were drag-
ged onto them by persons already
upon them.

The Americans who reached
Queenstown wore cared for by the
United States Consul. With the oth-

er passengers they left Ireland for
England They lost all
their baggage an'd many of them
wore borrowed clothing until tho
Consul had provided for them.

The Arabic carried 2,813 bags of
mail, mostly for the United States.
The mall Included several hundred
bags from Sweden, Norway, Holland,
Switzerland, Spain and other coun-
tries.

The Arabic was one of fourteen
British steamers sunk during tho
last forty-eig- ht hours. It was re-

ported this evening that the Bovlc,
of the White Star Lino, also had
been sunk, but this later was denied.
Three Norwegian and one Spanish
steamer engaged In trade with Eng-
land also" were sent to the bottom.

Washington Wrought Up.
Washington, Aug. 20. Eight

names now appear on the State De
partment's list of American passen-
gers not found among survivors of
the lost liner Arabic.

Tension increased in official quar-
ters here when consular messages
forwarding affidavits of American
survivors of the British Ilnor Arabic
brought definite information that
the vessel was torpedoed without
warning, and that eight Americans
had been lost.

The attitude of tho American Gov-

ernment for the moment la recop-tlv- e,

anxiously awaiting accurate de-

tails and reserving Judgment as to
whether the action wag "deliberately
unfriendly," The final decision
rests with President Wilson.

LEO FRANK'S BODY LAID
TO REST NEAR. BROOKLYN

New York, Aug. 20. Tho body of
Leo M. Frank, who was lynched at
Marietta, Ga., was buried in Mount
Carmel cemetery, Brooklyn. Tho
automobile hearso and the cars car-
rying the Immediate rolatlves of the
dead man traveled at a high rate of
Bpeed over the six-mi- le route from
the-- home of Frank's parents to the
cerrfetery in a vain attompt to elude
newspaper men and photographers.

Frank's parents, Mr. and Mrs. Ru- -
dolbh Frank, the widow and Frank's
slsjer, Mrs. Otto Stern, and her hus-
band occupied the automobile that
followed the hearse. A dozen other
relatives and friends oocupied three
additional automobiles.

A oi'owd of scarcely more than 100
people was In front of the Frank
honW when the body was carried out
at 9:10 o'clock. Twenty nrhutes la-t- er

the hearse had arrived at the
cemetery, and within thirty minutes
from the time the funeral had start-
ed the last of .the burial services

kwere eoncluded.
About forty curious persons were

in the cometery when Frank's body
arrived, and they crowded close to
the grave during the services. Per-
fect order was maintained both at
the Frank home and nt tho cemetery,
and tho police on hand at both
places found nothing to dp.

Mrs. Luctle Frank, the widow, ap
peared calm and restrained until
the burial service was concluded.
Then she collapsed and was carried
toan automobile. The services were
conducted by RabW Alexander E.
Lyons, of Brooklyn, and Rabbi Da
vid Marx, of Atlanta.

LAST SURVIVING WIFE
OF BRIGHAM YOUNG DIES

Salt Lake City, Utah, Aug. 21.
Eliza Burgess Young, last survivor
of Brlgham Young's wives, died at
her home here last night."' She was
87 years old, a natlvo of Lancashire,
England, and had lived In Utah slnco
184S.

Her death closes tho estato df the
noted Mormon leader, who died in
1877. His will provided a life annu-
ity for each of tho nineteen wives
who survived him.

The estate, amounting to about a
million dollars, after tho settlement
of claims, was incorporated into a
trust company, which discharged the
provisions of the will.

MILITARY POLICY

As Part Of th.e Prepared-
ness Plan.

H COUNCIL TO BE ORGANIZED

By President Will Embrace
Thfee Cabinet Members,

Eight Congressmen.

ALSO FOUR JHLITARY EXPERTS

Washington, Aug. 21. A council
of national defense will form n part
of tho President's "reasonable and
practlcablo" schema of military pre- -

pardencss. The creation of the coun-
cil, pledged by tho Balthnoro con
vention platform, will be undertaken
ou tho evo of a campaign In .which
the roll will be called on Democratic
promises.

Tho President, through confer-
ences with members of his Cabinet
and the heads of the military com-

mittee of Congress will, In effect,
create a council of national defense
beforo Congress has an opportunity
to place, its official approval on the
plan. Under plans for such a coun-
cil, which havo been formulated In
Congress heretofore, but which were
never enacted Into law, the council
will be headed by the President and
will include the Secretaries of State,
War and Navy, eight members of
Congress, comprising tho heads of
the committees having to do with
military appropriations, and four mil-

itary experts, the chief of staff of
tho army, tho chief of naval opera-
tions and tho heads of the Army and
Navy War Colleges.

Such a council is designed to
work out a military policy. Neither
the army nor tho navy has been de-

veloped lu lino with a fixed policy.
The haphazard whims of Congross
have constituted the only policy.

Officers of both branches of the
military service havo had ttxed pol-

icies in mind and have adhered to
them for a number of successive
years, making their reommendatlons
In line with these broad but definite
plans. For tho most part these rec-

ommendations never emerged from
the category of tentative plans. A
council of national defense would be
ompowered to draft a policy to
which the army and navy would be
expected to adhere, for a few years
at least, tfnd, after the acceptance of
such a policy, it would require addi-
tional temerity for Congress to
make notable changes In plans.

Praetlcally every Important Power
In the world except the United Stntes
now has such a council.

The recommendation of legisla-
tion along this line may tend to
break down opposition within tho
Democratic ranks, provided there re-

mains in Congress, after the experi-
ence of the last two years, nny re- -

specf whatever for platform pledges.
The Baltimore platform of 1912

said:
'.'We approvo the measures report

ed by tho Democratic leaders In the
House of Representatives for tho
creation of a council of national de-

fense which will determine) a defi-

nite naval program, with a view to
Increased efficiency and economy."

For tho purposes of the council,
tho world must be regarded as a po-

tential enemy in making plans for
national defense. In past years tho
plans have not Included tho building
of a navy sufficient to cope with that
of Great Britain '

FUNERAL HELD 21 YEARS
AFTER DEATH HAD DREAM

Dawson Springs, Ky Aug. 21.
A strango funeral service was held
at the Baptist church at Silent Run,
ten miles from this 'pluco. Milton
Sisk died at his home In Hopkins
county twenty-on-e years ago and at
his request no funeral service was to
bo held until the ono hundredth an-

niversary of his birth. Yesterday
was the date and his grandson, the
Rev. E. G. Sisk. of Clay, Ky., preach-
ed the sermon.

The service was conducted to ful-
fill a dream that Milton Sisk had
38 years ago. He dreamed he
was ono hundred years old and died
and his funoral was preached by a
grandson on the elder Sisk's ono
hundredth birthday.

Just before his death he request-
ed his family not to have any fu-

neral service when ho died, that ho
had faith In his dream and believed
that in time one of his grandsona
would be a preacher, and he wanted
him to preach tho funeral on tha
hundredth anniversary of his birth.

At the time of the dream the
Rev. Mr. Sisk, who preached the fu-

neral, was only two year3 old. There
were 150 of Mr. Sisk's descendants
at the funeral service.

REWARD OF $l,noo FOR
FIRST THREE OF MOB

Atlanta, Ga., Aug. 19. Gov. Har
ris ht proclaimed a reward of
$1,500 for the first three persons
convicted of participation In the
lynching of Leo M. Frank. At the
same time Jio Issued a statement de-

claring he would do all In his power
to apprehend the perpetrators of the
"unfortunate occurrence."

In defense of the State authorities
tho Govornor pointed out that the
prison farm from which Frank was
abducted was not constructed to
withstand attack from tho outside,
and declared that tho complete se-re- cy

with which the lynchers mado
their caieful preparations made im-

possible any defense which might
havo saved the prisoner.

It Is not believed any further ac-

tion will bo taken In tho way of an
Investigation at the Stato prison.
Tho members of the State Prison
Commission were on a visit to iho
Institution when tho attack occurred
and havo held that the prison offU
clals were powerless to prevent tho
attacking party from carrying out
its purpose.
