The colored people of
which the crowd was largely composed , were on
the ground first, and by a sort of pre-empti- right,
took pose?sion of the railing In front of the Presi
dent's house, and the sidewalk ontheopposite side
of the avenue. Tha interstices iu the iron fence
aurrounding the mansion, were perfectly bück with
the faces of those whose best friend wa lying in
death within the cranite walls before thero.
