Agreeable to your reqiiest, T have,
with the assistance of Mr. E. H. Wal:
dron, Superintendent of the L. N, A.
& C. R, R. at this point, aud Mr. H.
H. Roberts, Director of the Harbor
Company, gathered together a few
facts ineregard to the prospects and
ficilitles of the harbor, now nearing
completion, at this plaeé.” and pre-’
sent them, hoping they will prove of
interest and henefit to your réaders,
and especially so to l.he lumber deal-
ers of your city.

This harbor has been suecessfully
opened to the lake trade, and altho’
not completed, a considerable trade
in lumber, firon ore, &c., has bheen
established. Propellers and sail ves-
sels, with eargoes of iron ore, vary-
ing from 350 to 600 tuns, arrive al-
most daily, and have free access to
the docks. Cargoes of 250,000 feet
of lumber can be easily landed, and
find abundant wharfage, with rail-
road tracks running to the docks.—
Large amounts of black walnut lum-
ber are being shipped from the iute-
rior of the staste to the Kast, via
lake, from this peint.

The harbor, although in its partial
development, is fuliy vqual in its fa
cilities, and accessible by as large
vessels, as any on the lakes. It is
by no means complete; the govern-
ment is now at work, under an unex-
pended appropriation of 80,000,
with a large force of men om crib
work and two powerlul dredges, ma-
king rapid progress in the comple-
tion and development of a first class
harbor in every respect, and of which
the State of Indiana may well be
proud.

The immense lumber regions of
Lake Michigan will in time develop
a .arge lumber trade st this point,
and with the present direet comimu-
nications by railroad with Indianap-
olis, Cinecinnati, Louisville, Jeffer
sonville, New  Albany and other
points, cannot help but open up a
large trade with these points. .
