Indeed as there aris
questions in the just and equitable solu.
tions of which, fanners a? a class, have a
direct aud absorbing interest, it would
seem strange and lie a want of apprecia-
tion crt duty, if their iuuuenoe wua not
thrown in such a direction as would best
seem to tontet the abuses complained of.

It promotes general educa-
tion, aims to establish within the Grange
reading-room- s and libraries. It is de-

signed as a medium for consultations and
discussions upor matters pertaining to
the occupation of its members, and upon
all business relations connected with it,
thus affording opportunities for the same
united action commercially, constantly
practiced by other occupations. It cor-

rects the abuses of an exclusive territo-
rial agency system, which has grown into
proportion felt to be too oppressive by
the farming class. It aims to give the
means to its members to work their way
to a position at least upon a level with
other classes. And as a fraternal organi-
zation, it is believed that none secure such
material benefit to its members.

In a word the object of the Order, is
the general advancement and welfare of
the agricultural classes. Its secrecy Is to
give it security and permanency.

Enough has now been published to
answer to the question ; " What are the
Patrons of Husbandry ? H

The teachings, designs and benefits of
this great and noble Order have been laid
before the public in all truthfulness
There is nothing in it to conflict with the
moral and social duties, or religious and
political views of any person.

No one can claim now of want of
knowledge on this subject. It is for you,
farmers, now to decide this question : Is
it to my own interest to become a Gran
ger!
