It isshorter thandoc-
ments of that kiod usually are. Our
readers can see for themselves what
he has tv say, The salient features
are: Along review of the yellow
| fever plague, the expenditures of the

government connected therewith, the
causes of the epidemic, &c. He ree-
ommends a national quarantine law
for all the ports of the, United States.
The political and social feature of the
South forms one of the prionciple fea-
tures of the document. He expresses
disappointment at the course the
South has pursued, alludes to the
frauds practiced in South Carolina
and Louisiana. ¥He does not ask for
new authority, but contends that un-
der the constitution and laws the gov-
ernment has the power to punish the
guilty, and guarantee to every citizen
equal rights before the law. On the
Halifax award, he contends that the
payment is no acknowledgment of
the real amount of damage sustained
or that may hereafter be claimed. He
regards our relations with Mexico as
improved, and has hopes that we
shall bave less border troubles in the
future. Coming to the financial ques-
tion, he endorses Secretary Sherman
on resumption, and recommends a
cessation of financial legislation. He
Lbelieves that the Indian Bureau
should be taken from the Interior,
but not transferred to the War De-
partment. He believes in rebuilding
the Navy and opposes any curtail-
ment of the mail facilities, Our read-
er can form their own conclusions af-
ter reading the message.
