genuine Marie Stuart The last
fancy is to put a small ruche of curled

feathers inside this pointed and
flaring brim as a face trimming. An-
other caprice, just introduced from
Paris, is a frill of black tulle, edged with
gilt, put in quite full inside the front of
black velvet bonnets. The leading mil-
liners say they have fewer calls for black
velvet bonnet than for oolored one.
Instead of getting a black velvet bonnet
and wearing it with all her dresses, a
lady now gets at least one colored bon-
net, chosen in reference to her handsom-- .
est dress, and also as a contrast to other
suits. The red shades are most in demand
for stylish visiting toiletttn, white bon-
nets for receptions, and colored fell
not black for general wear.
