The engineer of Conductor Ayres'
train was conservative—"sulky,” the
conductor called him—and did not see
fit to recognize such an innovation.

I pulled that rope " thundered the
conductor, after a flagrant refusal to
notice the stick of wood signal.

“Well, I tell you to stop it hereafter
when I pull on that stick of wood,"
saild the conductor. *“If you don't—"
he turned away muttering some sort
of threat.
