AGAINST PURE MILK LAW. 
Judge Bishop ncversus a Case, Holding 

the Legislature Went Too Far. 
DES MOINES, Dec. 23.—Judge Bishop 

handed down a decision yesterday morn- , 
ing in the case of the state against G, 
T. Schlenker, the milkman who was 
tried aud found guilty of selling adult­
erated milk. The verdict is reversed 
and the defendant discharged from all 
further liability. In the opinion of the 
court the legislature, erred when it went 
farther in the premises than it had„ 
power to. In this case no element of 
fraud appears, says the court, and there;

The 31 holtes 
that have been put down find the thick­
ness is 7 feet 6^ inches. A shaft has 
been sunk and found the coal feet 
thick. The company has extensive 
options on surrounding land and will at 
once develop the deposit.
