THE ROUGH RIDING VIRGINIA CAVA-
LIER WHOM WASHINGTON LOVED.

Early Exploits of Lee as a Boy Sol-
dier—Winning His Spurs Under
Washington and Greene—=Thrilling
Campnigns of His Legion.

3 OUGH riding
B soldiers are by
no means a
novelty in
American war-
fare. Up to the
time of the civ-
il war organ-
ized cavalry
cut a very
small figure in
1 field operations
because t h e
maintenance of
mounted corps
was too expen-
sive for the
service render-
ed. But in the Revolution gentlemen
yearned for 2 hand in the struggle and
being bred in saddle were lost without
a horse. As well send a hunter into
the game woods without his gun and
dog as to expect a southerner to be
himself in any exciting situation with-
out his trusty, steed.

In the sixties the mounted bands of
Forrest, Stuart and Morgan came into
being as the impulse of horse owners
and horse lovers who wanted to be in
the fracas in a way to feel at home.
From this same class of young bloods
“Light Horse Harry” Lee recruited the
rough riding legion which' inade him
famous in the Revolutionary camps of
Washington and Greene. His troopers
never numbered above a hundred, but
they counted as a legion in the eyes
of the redcoats, who were little used
to the “barbarous” ways of our border
cavaliers.

Henry ILee was but 20 years old
when he joined the patriot army in
1776. He had graduated from Prince-
ton at the age of 17, so there was noth-
ing of the aristocratic dullard in his
make up. Holding the rank of captain
in Colonel Bland’s regiment of Virgin-
ia horse, young Lee first eame under
the notice of Washington at the battle
of Brandywine. Colonel Bland soon
left the volunteer service for the regu-
lar army, and from that time on until
the end of the war “Light Horse Har-
ry” led an independent corps known as
Lee's Legion horse and Lee's Legion
infantry. In 1861 the south turned out
composite corps of this kind, usually
adding a field gun or two. Such were
Hampton's, Cobb’s and Young’s legions.

In the campaign of the Brandywine
Captain Lee's troops harassed the Brit-
ish outposts day and night, raiding sup-
ply depots and cutting off little detach-
ments of strolling redcoats. Soon after
this the dashing rough rider was pro-
moted major in command of a mixed
body of troops. When Washington
moved to the Hudson highlands in
1780 to meet the threatened attack of
Clinton on West Point, Major Lee re-
mained at the Jersey camp with Gen-
eral Nathanael Greene to guard the ar-
my base. Clinton’s move on Waest
Point was merely a feint to cover a
grand attack on the supply depots at
Morristown. Lee's legion met the Brit-
ish attack on the main road and sent
the redcoats flying from the field. This
was a day of real fighting, and Greene
became so impressed with Lee’s gal-
lantry that he recommended his pro-
motion to the rank of lieutenant colo-
nel and took him away from Washing-
ton’s camp to the stirring battlefields of
the Carolinas.

Before the Morristown affair Major
Lee had shown his mettle by a daring
attack on the fortified British post at
Paulus Hook (now Jersey City). In-
spired by ‘“Mad” Anthony Wayne's
thrilling capture of Stony Point, in the
Hudson highlands, Washington select-
ed Lee to give the enemy a similar
blow at Paulus Hook. The position
consisted of two redoubts and two
blockhouses connected by a diteh and
breastworks, the whole surrounded by
a deep morass. At the end of a stealthy
night march the Americans surprised
the sentinels, leaped the ditch and cap-
tured 1359 redeoats before firing a shot.
Lee then attacked the largest redoubt,
but, having no artillery, could make
little headway against the six heavy
cannon in the redoubt. After losing
five men in a skirmish before the work
the major retreated, taking all his pris-
oners out under fire,

Congress rewarded the hero of Paul-
us Hook with a vote of thanks and a
gold medal, and Lee reached the Car-
olinas with the fame of a doughty
warrior resting upon his young shoul-
ders. One of the first acts of Greene
after getting his southern army well
in hand was to pit the chivalrous Lee
against the bloodthirsty Tarleton, the
partisan leader of “no quarter” infamy.
Tarleton was at the head of the loyal-
ist or renegzade element of the Caro-
linas, and Greene's plan was to keep
this force from the main British army
under Cornwallis, Lee's rank was
lieutenant colonel, and the partisan
Colonel Pickens of South Carolina was
placed under his command to help cut

e

bank of the river Dan,
ing scouts brought word to their chief
that Tarleton was out in the valley of
Haw river urging loyalist bauds to
march to Cornwallis' aid. Although
he dashed quickly to the British camp
Tarleton had fled, and Lee only se-
cured two of his officers.

The game was too tempting to let £0,
and Lee deelded to fight the fiendish
Tarleton with his own weapons, Ie
resorted tc a stratagem worthy of the
thmes and the foe he must deal with,

lezion surrounded by patriots carrying
londed pistols. On the first sign of
tronchery 'to Lee's plans these officers
wore to be shot dead. Lee rode at the
head of column, and all were instruct-
¢d to masquerade through the hostile
country as Tarleton’s legion. The first
persons encountered by the pseudo
loyalists were two young men, mount-
ed and armed, who represented a fresh
band of North Carolina partisans un-
der one Colonel Pyle. Pyle was march-
ing in search of Tarleton’s camp to
fight under his flag. On being brought
before Legion Harry these new loyal-
Ist reeruits readily believed that he
was Tarleton, the fiery Britisher.

Lee at once sent Colonel Pickens a
written note to place his command in
ambush along the road on which
Colonel Pyle was marching. He then
sent one of the North Carolinians un-
der escort of a desperate dragoon of his
own band to lead Colonel Pyle into the
trap. The unsuspecting youth bore a
verbal message from “Tarleton” to
Pyle asking the latter to draw his
forces up on the roadside so as to al-
low his own travel worn men to reach
their camping ground first. The mes-
senger speedily galloped back with the
assurance that Colonel Pyle was ‘“most
happy to comply with the request of
Colonel Tarleton.”

The sequel was more savage than
Lee intended, but it is impossible to
play with powder as safely as with
sand. Legion Harry meant to get
Pyle’s detachment between his own
ranks and those of Colonel Pickens,
who brought up the rear.

Lee gave his hand to Pyle, compli-
menting him on the fine appearance of
his recruits, while the line rang with
shouts of “God save the king!” The
officers and men riding behind Lee,
taking their cue from his gestures,
were about to demand the surrender
of the loyalists when some of the lat-
ter discovered Pickens’ well known
South Carclina militia drawn up on
the left of the supposed Tarleton col-
umn and at once opened fire. At this
Lee's men rushed upon the enemy pell
mell. Fighting hand to band, the
slaughter was terrible. Colonel Pyle
Lhad mustered 400 men, and 90 of those
were killed on the spot and many left
wounded. The surprised loyalists eried
for mercy, but Lee's men, and especial-
ly Pickens’ militia, thirsted for venge-
ance upon Tarleton’s numerous acts of
savagery.

Colenel Pyle fell into Lee's hands a
wounded captive. Instead of follow-
ing up the fleeing loyalists Legion
Harry started for Tarleton’s own
camp, only three miles off, but the
cowardly butcher had got news of the
disaster to his luckless ally and again
fled from Lee's approach. As it was,
Lee just missed cutting off the mis-
creant at one of the fords of the Haw.
“Fortune, the capricious goddess,” said
be in his narrative of the affair, “gave
us Pyle, but saved Tarleton.”

Lee rose to the rank of general and
after the war wrote a memoir of his
campaigns, the only record of the kind
left by a competent officer of the patri-
ot army. And this record, by the way,
was rescued from oblivion .and repub-
lished, with notes and explanation, by
General Robert BE. Lee, the brilliant
soldier son of the great Virginian.

“Light Horse Harry’s” memoirs con-
tain all too little of the personality of
their author, hut now and then give a
touch of the human nature dominant in
those godlike patriots we revere as he-
ing above the commeon mold. Writing

[Chief of Washington's rough riders.])

of the hardships of Greene's men in the

Carolinas, he says: “No magazines
were opened for our accommodation.
Lest to our weary limbs was the only
boon within his (Greene's) gift. Our
tattered garments could not be ex-
changed nor our wornout shoes re-
placed. The exhilarating cordial was
not within his reach nor wholesome
provision within his grasp. Meager
beef of the pine barrens, with corn ash
cakes, was our food and water our
(drink.  Yet we were content, more
{than content. We were happy.”

After the war Lee served as a con-
gressman and occupied the governor's
| chair for one term. e retired from po-

litical life In 1801, but during the sec-
rond war with England fought against
mob in Baltimore, receiving a
wound from which he never recovered,
Washington had a lifelong attachment
for this gallant Lee, the son of that
“lowland beauty.,” Lucy Grimes, who
in youth rebuffed the love advances of
Virgina’s foremost son. And to “Light
Horse Harry” fell the rare privilege of
pronouncing Washington’s funeral ora-
tion. Who but a Lee that had fought
under him, counseled with him and
enjoyed bhis closest Intimacy would
have had the gift of tongue to say of

Kansas City, May 10.—Jerome Fedeli,
Italian consul In Kansas City, says
that the labor trouble in Iola, Kan.,
that resulted in several Italians hav-
ing been driven from that town, will
be made an international affair.

“Eleven of the Italians reached here
today,” said Consul Fedeli, “two or
three of these were injured and at least
one was carrvied from the train in a
blanket. T shall report the matter at
once to Count Rozwadowski in Chi-
cago, who has jurisdiction of the state
of Kansas. The expulsion of the Ital-
fans from the lola Cement works is a
very scrious matter,” continued Con-
sul Fedeli, “and will assuredly be-
come an international incident.”
