ALLISON'S CANDIDATE. 

In our last issue we made note of the magnani­
mous message sent by Gov.-Shaw to Senator Alli­
son. The sequel to this message came soon after­
ward in the shape of an interview given by Iowa's 
senior senator. Senator Allison said that he con­
sidered that his age debarred him from further as­
piring for the Presidency and closed his interview 
by saving that he favored the candidacy of Gov. 
L. M. Shaw. It would seem that this settles the 
question as to who will be Iowa's candidate, if she 
shall have one before the next National Republi­
can convention. It will be Gov. L. M.. Shaw if it 
is any one and we believe the republicans of Iowa 
and of the West will believe the Presidency is 
worth trying for and that Gov. Shaw will be their 
candidate. ' f ,

We have then no secret and hidden motive in 
urging the republicans of Iowa to harmonious ac­
tion. We are not afraid to say that we have the 
possible candidacy of Gov. Shaw in mind and we 
are not ashamed to own it here and now. The 
campaign for the nomination for Governor which 
is now progressing has been the most exnensive 
one the republican party of Iowa has ever had. 
The election of Gov. Boies did not engender so 
much ill feeling in republican ranks. Men who 
should be friends and co-workers have become 
enemies. There have been charges of broken faith 
and broken promises and bad blood in many coun­
ties. Is the Review unworthy of its trust as one 
of the humble supporters of the republican faith 
when it urges that these bootless warfares should 
cease? Is it a traitor or a coward because it re­
fuses to be led into a contest between good and 
strong republican leaders when that contest has 
developed almost to the stage of a street row? 
The Review has no sympathy with the methods of 
campaigning used either by the Dss Moines Lead­
er or the Sioux City Tribune. They are papers 
outside the republican ranks whpse only mission is 
to sow dissensions and to cast odium upon republi­
can leaders. They care for Mr. Cummins only in 
so far as they think they discover in his candidacy 
a means of making strife in the republican party. 
For our part we'make a distinct separation between 
these papers and the honest thousands of republic!* 
cans who are supporting Mr. Cummins because 

they admire him, because they think him typical 
of the younger element of the party and because . 
they believe he would make a model governor. 
With these men we can have no quarrel. They 
are just as good republicans as we ever were and 
they have as much right to their opinions. With 
the Leader and the Tribune and their ilk we have 
no part nor parcel. They are at liberty to take 
what course they wjll and Mr. Cummins is not to 

be blamed for the rather unfortunate fact that they 
think it will pay them better to be with him dur­
ing this contest. Intimate acquaintance with the 

editors of these papers makes U3 know that their 
course is actuated by the mistaken idea that the 
nomination of Mr. Cummins will sow irreconcilable 
animosities among republican leaders. They are 
mistaken in their premises for they will find that 
the republicans of-Iowa are going to get together 
as they have always done. We well remember af­
ter Mr. Cummins was defeated for senator that he 
did not sulk in his tent but went to work for the 
party the same as if he had been victorious. Tlfe 
editor was in charge of the republican speaking 
campaign during one year and knows the excellent 
work done by Mr. Cummins, knows, too, the fact 
that Mr. Cummins was given the best of appoint­
ments and that every effort was made to give him 
fair and equal opportunity to make friends through­
out the state. We shall always remember grate­
fully'Mr. Cummins' kind words at the close of that 
campaign at which time he personally thanked us 
for the efforts we had made to make his campaign 
as agreeable and as profitable both to him and to 
the party as possible. Thus we say that the Lead­
er and the Tribune are mistaken, the republicans 
of Iowa will get together.

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HIGH HANDED OFFICIALS. 
Denison has just witnessed a piece of official 

high-handedness which was a disgrace to the gov­
ernment service. It will be remembered that some 
two weeks ago two of our citizens were arrested on 
a trivial charge, rushed before the U. S. Commis-
sioner at Council Bluffs lik a common criminals 
and threatened with trouble and expense beyond 
all porportion to unintentional offense committed. 
It now appears that there was a well laid scheme 
to harrass these men for the amount of fees that 
could be gotten from them and it is probable that 
this but one of the many instances in which the • 
same game has been worked. The public service 
of the United States should be beyond such petty 
tyrannies and mulctings. Where a malicious of­
fense or fraud has been committed we are not in 
favor of mercy or compromise for the majesty of 
our national laws must be upheld at all costs, but 
this is no reason why half-baked fee-hunters should 
be allowed at large to prey upon innocent parties. 
We are informed that the warrants issued against 
Meeves and Richards were illegal and their cases 
have been dropped. In our opinion this should 
not end the matter. The officer guilty of such mis­
demeanor should be incontinently dismissed from 
the service and be compelled to compensate the 
injured parties for the expense, inconvenience and 
disgrace of public arrest. The deputy U. 
S. Marshal barked up the wrong tree when he came 
to Denison to work up fees. It is not the habit of 
the people of this town to tamely submit to injus­
tice, but this is simply one of the cases in which 
they were found out. How many other cases have 
there been that have not been run to earth? How 
many cases where the victims have not had any ; 
one to assist them and have been mulcted to fill the 
pockets of officials? We believe there have many. 
The deputy in question stated while here that this 
was his usual method of procedure. The public 
as well as the government should be protected in 
these matters and the officious official should lose 
his position if only as a warning to others of his 1 

class.

ings. The second thought in connection with Pin­
gree's life is to lock after the little things. It was 
the potato patch idea which first gave Pingreef^t 
fame. It was a little thing. Millions of dollars^ 
are spent in charity every year with little or no at-.Jf§ 
tention being given to the fact, but Pingree hitr^' 
upon something new. He evolved a plan which en-lid; 
abled the poor to help themselves and to retain-^3 
their self-respect while at the same time accepting T
