All Preliminary Business in the
Iowa General Assembly Has
Been Disposed Of.

MAKY BILLS EXPECTED THIS SESSION.

/Mcasure to Substitute Electrocution
for Hanging—Several Approprin-
tion DBills Alrcady Iniroduced—
Other Legisiative Gossip of More
Than Usaual Interest,

Des Moines, Ta., Jan. 27.—The Twen-
1y-ninth general assembly of Towa has
gotten into the swing of work. Nearly
a hundred bills have already been in-
troduced, the committees have been an-
nounced and are at work, two United
States genators have been elected and
all of the preliminary business of the
session has been disposed of. It is ex-
pected that 1,000 bills will be introduced
#in the {wo houses and that this will
wccupy most of the time for the next
month.

Electrocution for Criminals.

The bill which has caused the most
Aiscussion of all those introduced so
far is that proposed by Represcntative
Blakemore, of Taylor county, to sub-
stitute electrocution for hanging as the
legal method of execution in thisstate.
Y.egislators do not believe that sucha
<hange, with the necessary expense at-
tached, is required, because there is
Tittle chance of a hanging in JTowa
again. For ten years the governors
have commuled all death sentences to
Jife imprisonment. Several men are
mow serving time who were sentenced
10 hang originally.

To Fix Boundary Line,

Senator Hazelton'’s bill to create a
«commission to confer with a like com-
mission from Nebraska to fix the west-
ern boundary of Towa and the eastern
bhounndary of Nebraska stands an ex-
<cllent chance of passage. While the
Bill proposes only the creation of such
a commission, Senator Hazelton's plan
is to have the Missouri river fixed as
the boundary. This would result in
changing the location of considerable
property in western Towa, but on the
whole this state would gain the ad-
wantage. After the commission reports
the legislatures must approve their
findings in each state.

Appropriation Bills.
The appropriation bills for the edu-

walional institutions have been intro-

<duced, and, summarized, they are as
follows: TFor the state university,
$363,000 and $35.000 annual support ad-
ditional; for the state normal school,
$176,000; for the state agricultural col-
Jege, $340.000 and $50,000 additional.-an-

Excurxions,

One of the excursions planned by the
“legislature has been taken—that to the
state university at Towa Cily. Nearly
the entire legislature went down last
‘Thursday. Unit{ed States Senator Dol-
Yiver, Gov. Cummins and many other
distinguished men attended the exer-
cises there on the occasion of the dedi-
<cation of the new liberal arts hall. The

legislature also accepted the invitation
-of the trustees of the normal school at
‘Cedar Falls to visit that institutian on
-January 30. Knoxville will be visited
February 22 to inspeet the abandoned
‘home for the blind which it is pro-
posed to turn into a normal school.
The state agricultural college and the
insane hospital at Cherokee will be vis-
ited scme time during the session.
This, with the visit of a commission to
the Vicksburg military park. will com-
Pplete the junkets of the legislature for
this session.
Corporations,

Representative Mahlon TIlead, of
‘Greene county, has been giving his af-
tention to the laws governing corpora-
tions and early in the session made up
‘his mind that it would be an excellent
thing for the Towa legislature {0 me-
morialize congress to pass a law re-
«quiring all corporations 1o issue full
paid-up stock exclusively. This, he be-
lieves, will effectually meet and solve
the trust problems. He has it in mind
also to require all corporations doing
business in this state—even the selling
of capital stock—to be incorporated in
Jowa,

Child Labor,

The first bill relating to child labor
was introduced in the legislature by
‘Senator George W. Lister. It provides
that no child under 14 years of age shail
be empolyed in any shop, mine or fac-
tory unless it has secured froin the
president of the loeal school board a
written statement to the effect that
‘the wages the child earns are required
‘by indigent parents or relatives. In
that case, further, it is provided that
the child shall have been in school con-
tinuously for 16 weeks prior to the
time of sccuring the statement from
the principal. A fine of nominal size is
fixed for violation of the law prohibit-

“ing the employment of children, and
-each day's violation is made a separate
- offense.

An Innovation,

‘TAeut. Gov. John Herrioit’s message
“to the senate in announecing the stand-
ing committees of the body was an in-
novation. It is said that never before
has a lieutenant governor transmit-
ted a message to the senaiors It cre-

-ated lively interest because of its con-

tents. In it he stated that he had
framed the committees with a view to
having recommended legislation in
amendment of the laws respecting rail-
road taxation and in favor of fixing a
scheme by which the valuation and as-
sessment of railroad property in lowa
may be effected without the exercise of
diseretion on the part of the executive
body in charge of the making of the
asscssment,
Mothers' Congress,

The legislative committee of the Towa
mothers’ congress formulated areport
of progress for the state meeting of
the congress in Des Moines last week.
It is interested in four projected meas-
ures, as follows: Compulsery educa-
tion, restriction of child labor, the es-
tablishment of juvenile courts and se-
vere punishment of kidnaping. The
members of the committee are:

Campnign Mapped Out,

The legislative campaign of the com-
mittee representing the State Teach-
ers' association, comprising the inter-
ests of 30,000 Iowa teachers, has just
been mapped out. The committee, at
whose head is former Siate Superin-
tendent Henry Sabin, proposes five im-
portant amendments to the state laws,
as follows:

Establishment of addlitlonal normal
echools.
Compulsory cducation for those under

14 years of age.

Consoliation of school distriets with the
township as the unit.

Glving city superintendents full power
of examination and Issuance of certificates
to teachers in city schools, taking this
work out of the hands of the county su-
perintendents.

Issuance of state certificates to all grad-
uates of pedagogical courses equivalent to
the standard at the state normal school.

The prospect of securing legislation
on the first two of these propositions
is excellent.

House Has Control,

Through the quick and able manage-
ment of Representative N. E. Kendall,
of Monroe county, in the house that
body now has control of the appropria-
tion bills for the entire assembly for
the whole session. On thefirst day Mr.
Kendall proposed a.résolution provid-
ing that appraopriation bills introduced
after February 20 should not be con-
sidered by the house. The chairman
of the house appropriations committee
and other strong members tried to de-
fcat the resolution, but it went through
by a large majority. It is an inde-
pendent resolution, and on that ac-
count controls the action of the senate
as well as the house, for it quarantines
the houseagainst senate appropriation
bills sent over after February 20,

Bicenunial Elections,
Senator S. H. Harper, of Wapello
county, is credited withan intention to
introduce the so-called biennial elee-
tious amendment to the constitution
soon after the legislative session gets
to work. In this connection he said:

“I favor biennial elections instead of an-
nnal elections. T worked for the Titus
amendment to effect this change and re-
gretted the adverse declsion of the su-
preme court. 1 have not canvassed the
members of the senate or house on the
question, but 1 shall do so. 1f I discover.a
reasonable sentiment In favor of such a
measure I shall Introduce a resalution for
the submission of the amendment. Other-
wise; not. 1 believe, however, that such
a resolution would be carried easily, in
view of the unanimous Indorsement it re-
celved in two former gessions of Lthe as-
sembly."”

M. Z. Bailey, of Ringgold county, rep-
resenting that distriet in the house,
will introduce the measure in  that
body at the proper time,

Of Grent Interest,

Senator J. S. Alexander has proposed

a measure of great intercst to the

public, being an amendment 1o the
present statute relating to building

and loan associations and repealing
that seetion which requires the oflicers
of these concerns 1o report to the as-
sessors lists of stockholders in them.
It is argued that as long as banks are
not required to furnish the names of
depositors there is no reason why
building and loan associations should
furnish the names of stockholders, they
being depositors as a matter of fact.
A Neant Compliment.,

The legislature paid a neat compli-
ment to Judge P. M. Casady, of Des
Moines, the past week when it in-
vited him to attend the joint scssion
on Wednesday to witness the election
of two United States senators. Judge
Casady was a member of the Second
general assembly, which met in 1848
and which elected two United States
senators from this stiae. Not until
this year did the state legislatureclect
two senators simultanecusly. The
First general assembly of Towa failed
to clect senators and the Secaond elect-
ed A. C. Dodge and George W. Jones.
Judge Casady is eanc of the two or three
surviving members of that aszembly,
and the legislature of 1902 deemed it a
deserved compliment to pay him to in-
vite him to attend the session to wit-
ness the second simullaneous electior
of two senators.

Primary Elections.

A law to legalize and enforce pri
mary elections for the nomination o:
tickets to be voted at the general clee
tions has been proposed by Senator
James Crossley. Tt fixes the first Fri
day in June for the holding of the pri
maries, and all parties must partici
pate on that day. The primary consti
tutes an election, so far as the candi-
dates suggested for nomiraticn are
concerned.

IOWA LEGISLATURE.

Daily Sammnary of the Work Done
by Lawmnkers in the Twenty=
Ninth General Assembly,

Des Molneg, Ia., Jan. 24.—Bills have been
introduced in the senate for the compiia-
tlon, ecditing and annotating the scssion
laws of the assemblies following the enact-
ment of the code; for a primary clection
law; to prohibit children under 14 from
