NEW LAWS FOR I0WA

Enacted at Twenty-Ninth Session of
the General Assembly.

Mensures Relating to Taxntion, Pun-
ishment of Criminals, Salaries of
Oflicinls, State Institutions and
Railronds Are in the List.

Jelow will be found a brief sum-
mary of the laws passed at the Twen-
ty-ninth session of the lowa legisla-
ture:

Taxation,

Amending section 3, chapter 0, acts of
the Pwenty-eighth general assembly in or-
der to permit or a levy of two mills for city

ark purposes in cities of 22,000 and over,
nstead ot in citles of 25,00, as at present,
This law applies only to Burlington and
Clinton.

Making taxes on assets of any corpora-
tion, partnership or person which are
placed {n the hands of a recelver a prior llen,
and providing that they shall be first paid
in full by the receiver, claims therefor not
being required to be filed.

lixtending the provisions of the present
statute authorizing the people to vote
taxes in ald of railroads to trolley and elec-
tric raiiways, and authorizing the people
to vote taxes in aid of interurbans to the
extent of flve per cent. The law provides,
however, that no stock shall be lssued by
any such company except upon payment
therefor of the full par value thereof in
<ash or its equivalent.

Authorizing library boards of citles to
condemn grounds for the location of 1i-
braries and for additional library grounds.

Authorizing the improvement of the chan-
nels of meandered streams within the cor-
porate limits of certain cities, and to au-
thorize the reclaiming of lands between
the meandered lines of these streams with-
in the corporate limits. This act applies to
Cedar Raplds and Ottumwa only.

Requiring express companies to file thelr
annuil reports with the executive council,
instead of with the auditor of state, as at
present,

Providing for the ellmination of the limit
aupon fees which shall be pald to the secre-
tary of state for filing articles of incorpora-
tion of corporations. The rate for filing ar-
ticles with the state will be, after the first
$10,600, for which $25 Is charged, one dollar
per $1,000 of additional capital stock.

Making bulldings assessea as personal
property subject to taxes as a lien from the
date of levy until paid.

Reducing interest on warrants Issued by
counties from six to five per cent.

Providing for an accounting with the
auditor of state by the treasurer of state
on the first Monday In January and the
first day of April, July and October of
each year,

Abolishing the road supervisor districts,
creating a township unit for the purpose
©of road improvement, authorizing the levy
of # four mill road tax, appropriating three
mills of this tax for expenditurs by town-
£hip trustees and one mill by the board of
county supervisors, and requiring the pay-
aent of the tax in cash.

Authorizing citles to ox‘wnd the proceeds
of a two-mill levy provided for the pur-
chase or erection of municipal waterworks

lants in making necessary extensions and

mprovements of such plants, and author!z-
ing cities to execute additional mortgages
upon municipal waterworks of this char-
acter for the purpose of making such ex-
tensions, provided the interest on the mort-
&age does not exceed six per cent.

Authorizing cities which have already
voted taxes to ald a corporation to con-
struct bridges across navigable boundary
Tivers to vote taxes for the purchase of
such bridges. This law, which {s applicable
}ollhg‘\ city of Clinton only, goes into effect

uly 4.

Repealing the section requiring boards
of library trustees to fix a levy for the
maintenance of libraries and permitting a
levy of one mill In cities having 22,000 popu-
lation and two mills in cities having more
than 22,000 for maintenance purposes, and
a_levy of three mills in cities of more than
25,000 for bullding purposes.

Authorizing the expenditure of taxes
Talsed for the operation of waterworks In
their renewal, repair and extension.

Providing that property not to exceed
3800 in actual value of any honorably dis-
charged union soldier or sailor of the Mexi-
<an war or of the war of the rebellion, or
of the wicow remaining unmarried of such
soldier or sallor, shall be exempted from
taxation.

Making the laws with reference to levyln
and collecting taxes the same in gpecia
charter citles that they are in other cities.

Levying a special tax of one-fifth of one
mill for building purposes for the State
university.

Levying a tax of one-fifth of one mlill for
five years for building purposes for the
benefit of the State agricultural college at
Ames.

Permitting communities to vote five per
cent. taxes In ald of rallroads once in ten
years,

Reducing the taxes upon forelgn insur-
ance companies from 3% to 2% per cent.
upon gross premiums.

Authorizing the levy of a tax of one-tenth
of a mill for five years for building pur-

oslul«s for the state normal schoocl at Cedar

falls.

Authorizing a refund to administrators
of surplus paid the treasurer of state as
collateral Inheritance tax in excess of that
legally due.

Authorizing clties of over 20,000 to levy
a two-mill tax for library purposes; the
Jaw now limits them to a 114-mill tax.

Providing for the Issuance of school
bonds to pay indebtedness contracted in
the construction of buildings, the board
being given the right to Issue such bonds
without submitting the question to the
people.

Fixing the amount to be ralsed during the
year 1902 by taxation at $2,300,000; during the
sear 1903 at $2,000,000: on the present valu-
ation this will make a levy of about four
mills for the two years.

Legalizing the electlon held In Osceola
county relative to the bullding of a court-
house and jail in Sibley.

Legalizing the acts of the county audltor
and bourd of supervisors of Lyon county
relative to the location of county roads on
section lines,

l.egalizing the acts of boards of water-
works trustees In all cities in which trus-
tees were appointed by the district judges
in conformity with the law which has
£ince been held to be unconstitutional.

Legalizing the acts of the independent
school district of Stanwood In voting bonds
to rebuild a schoolhouse,

chullz!nﬁ the incorporation of the town
of Rudd, Floyd county.

Legallzing the incorporation of the town
of Minden, Pottawattamle county.

Legalizing the acts of the town council
of Orleans, Dickinson county, relative to
the sale of West park, in that city.

Iegallzing the Independent school dis-
trict of Ralston, Greene county.

Legalizing the officlal acts of W. E. Has-
kins, a notary public in Howard county.

Legalizing the incorporation of such com-
panies as had their notices of incorporation
published once each week for four con-
secutive weeks in some dally, semi-week-
ly or tri-weekly newspaper, instead of caus-
ing the same to be published In each issue
of such paper for four consecutive weeks.,

Legalizing the oflicial acts of the town
of Sumner, Bremer county.

Legalizing ordinances and resolutions
Eussed "’ﬁ the counclls in citles and towns

y less than the required number of votes.,

Legalizing the acts of the board of super-
visors of Jeftferson county relating to the
levying of a tax for the support of the
poor, and in which there was an error In
apportioning the levy between the county
and poor funds.

Legalizing the officlal acts of George C.
McMurtry and Herbert J. McMurtrie, no-
taries public in Polk and Warren counties.

L.egalizing the acts of the Independent
school district of Allerton, Wayne county,
in voting bonds to rebuild a burned schooi-
housc.

Le%ullzlng an election in Dallas county
for the erection of a courthouse, held In No-
vember. 190,

Legalizing tne ordinances of Conway,
Taylor county.

Criminals,

To punish by imprisonment In the penl-
tentiary by any term of years between
ten and life whoever kidnaps, takes or car-
rles away any person, or decoys or entices
such person away from any place in Jowa
for the {)urpose of or with the intention
of recelving or securing from anyone any
money, property or thing of value as a
ransom,

To provide that any person convicted of
the murder of another person shall not re-
celve any Interest in the estate of the de-
cedent as surviving spouse.

Glving the state voard of health full pow-
er to enforce rules and regulations within
the territory of local boards, when local
boards shall refuse or fail to enforce the
rules and regulations of the state board.

Making the Interference with or theft of
any part of bridges of electric rallways or
agpnralus thereto belonging, or of tele-
phone, electric light wires, ete., subfec( to
penalties provided for maliclous m
and trespass.

Making it a misdemeanor punishable by
u fine of $100 or Imprisonment in the coun-
ty jail of not more than 230 days to use
bottles, boxes, barrels, casks and kegs be-
longing to another.

Making the possession of burglars' tools
subject to the penalty of imprisonment in
the penitentiary for not more than five
years or a fine not exceeding $00 and -
prisonment in the county jail for not more
than one rear.

Prohibiting the sale of coeralne and pro-
viding a penalty of a fine of $100 and costs
of prosecution for the first offense and a
fine of $300 or imprisonment in the county
jail for three months for the second of-
fense. Nothing in the act prohibits the
sale of the drug to dentists or physicians
for use In their professlons or to wholesale
and retall houses for use in their busl-
ness.

Punishment by Iimprisonment for not
more than 20 years persons who advise,
counsel, encourage, advocate or inclte mur-
der, although no such killing takes place.

Providing that creameries which fail to
make reports to the state dairy commis-
sioner within 3 days shall be punished by
a fine of $£25 to $100

Authorizing sheriffs to take and secure
photographs of criminals and to have
measurements taken by the Bertillion sys-
tem; also authorizing the exchange of these
photographs and data with other sheriffs
by mall.

Providing that the escape of prisoners
from buildings or places outside the walls
of a penitentiary shall be punishable by
the same peralty as escape from within the
penitentiary itself.

Providing that prisoners may be worked
in buildings or places outside of peniten-
tiary inclosures.

Providing that persons charged with
.murder or treason may be admitted to balil
before but not after conviction.

Salaries of Public Officials.

Fixing the salarles of sheriffs as follows:
In counties having more than 45,000 popula-
tion, $3,500; between 28,000 and 45,000, $3.000;
between 11,000 and 25,000, $2,000; provided
that any excess over the sums mentioned
collected by the sheriff shall be paid irto
the county treasury. In all counties the
expensge incurred in the performance of of-
ficial duties, In serving criminal processes,
commitments to the penitentiaries and In-
dustrial schools or asylums shall be allowed
as other claims agalnst the county. The
sheriff is allowed to retain all mileage
collected by him in the service of civi
processes. In countles having a popula-
tion of less than 11,000 and in which the re-
celpts together with the salary do not
amount to $1,500, the board of supervisors
shall allow the sheriff the deficit. In all
counties the chlef deputy shall be pald «
the sheriff and all other deputies =hall be
pald by the county.

Fixing the salary of shorthand reporters
of the district court at six dollars per day
and providing that In case this per diem
does not amount to $1,200 a year the differ-
ence shall be made up by the counties in
which the court is held in proportion to
the number of days of court held in each
county; reporters shall receive six cents
per 100 words for transcribing their notes,
and in case of criminals the expense shall
be pald by the county.

Authorizing counties of more than 60,000
population to furnish office and supplles to
city assessors; authorizing supervisors
to approve appointments of assistants by
the assessor; providing also for compensa-
tion of $1,500 for assessors In cities of more
than 60,000 and compensation of $2.50 per
day for deputles.

Reorganizing the supreme court and in-
creasing the salaries of the members from
$4,000 to $6,000 per annum, effective after
January 1, 1904; providing that the court
shall meet in continuous sesslon during
914 monthe in each year, holding open court
in the city of Des Molnes once each month
for the submisslon of cases, and requiring
the court to take submission of only that
number of cases which it shall be able to
finally determine and decide within the
ensuing month.

Increasing the salary of the governor of
Towa from $3,000 to $,000. The governorre-
celves blennially house rent amounting to
$600 a year and $500 for services on the ex-
ecutive council, so that the increase is
really from $4100 to $5.100. The law wlll
take effect January 1. 1904,

Fixing the salary of county superintend-
ents of schools at $1.200 per annum Instead
of four dollars per day.

Tnereasing the salarles of district judges
from $2.500 to $3.500 per vear.

Providing that the compensatlon of of-
ficial papers shall be 22 cents per ten lines
of brevier: the present law reads ‘“‘not to
exceed 33 cents."

Providing that the minimum salary paid
to county attorneys shall be $500 per an-
num. and also providing that in counties of
26.000 and over the county attorney may
employ an assistant with the approval of
the board of supervisors at a salary not
to exceed $1,000 per annum.

State Officern.

Providing for the defense of the state
treasurer as such In suits brought to recov-
er taxes or fees unlawfully collected.

Gliving the executive council power to
appoint expert accountants and assistants
to examine and account with state offi-
cers.

Requiring the state board of medical ex-
aminers to issue certificates to practice
osteopathy to graduates of legally incor-
porated schools of osteopathy recognized
as of good standing by the state osteo-
pathic soclety upon passing the examina-
tion in prescribed branches.

Providing for accounting for state paper
between the state printer and binder and
the secretary of the executive council.

Giving the board of control power to dis-
charge or parole inmates of the industrial
schools at thelr own discretion.

Empowering the state labor commis-
sioner to inspect factories to elicit informa-
tion concerning the employment of chil-
daren, the relations between capital and
labor, protection of life of employes, edu-
cational, sanitary, family and financial
condition of wage-earners, cost of food and
of living, causes of strikes and lockouts,
ete.

State Institutions,

Making the support fund of the institu-
tion for the deaf and dumb at Council
Bluffs $22 per month per capita for all pur-
poses, the support to run for nine months
in e¢ach vear tor each rcsldentFu pil actual-
ly supported in the school. This support
fund is for all the ordinary and current
expenses of the institution, including sal-
aries, and for supplles,

Providing for a support fund of $22 per
month per capita for all salaries and sup-
plies at the College for the blind at Vin-
ton for each resident scholar In that instl-
tution, for nine months in each year.

‘Pruvldln%1 for the payment of a salary ot
$7%5 a4 month to the physician of the peni-
tentiary at Fort Madison, instcad of $30,
as at present.

Fixing the age at which giris may be
detained by the state in the industrial
school at Mitchellville at 21 years, instead
of 18, as at present.

Ghjlng the authorities of the Institution
for feecble-minded children at Glenwood
the right to admit and care for women un-
der 46 years of age.

Providing that the support fund at the in-
sane hospitals at Clarinda, Independence
and Mount Pleasant shall not exceed $12
per month per capita; at Cherokee, $15
when the population is under £, $14 when
the population does not exceed 50, $13 when
the pn})u!al!nn is In excess of 900, and §12
thereafter. provided, however, that all in
excess of $12 shall be paid out of the treas-
ury of the state.

Providing for an allowance of ten dol-
lars per month per capita for the officers
and employes of the soldiers’ home at
Marshailtown.

Increasing the per capita allowance for
Eldora industrial school from nine dollars
to ten dollars per month.

Providing for a department in one of the
state hospitals for the treatment of inebri-
ates, dipsomaniacs, ete.

Rallroads.

Fixing the time at which the executlve
council shall make the assessment of rail-
road property on the first Monday In Au-
gust, Instead of the 25th day of March, giv-
ing the raliroads until the first day of
April instead of the 15th day of February
in which to report their business for the
preceding yvear to the executive council,
and providing that the executive council
shall begin the assessment of railroads on
the second Monday of July, instead of the
first Monday in March, as at present,

Requiring railroads to file plats of all
lands owned or occupied in the several
counties of the state with the county audi-
tors thereof.

Defining any railroad operated upon the
streets of a city by electricity or other pow-
eér than steam which extends beyond the
corporate llmits, or any rallroad operated
by electricity or other power than steam
extending from one city to another, as an
interurban railway.

Providing that Towa railroads may ac-
quire, own ané control other rallroads in
other states not adjacent to Towa; this is
known as the Hubbard blll.

Game Laws.

Relleving the state game and fish warden
of liability for destroylng illegal fishing
and gaming apparatus; promoting catfish
to be game fish; placing pickerel in the
class of game fish with reference to the
closed season; prohibiting the killing of fish
by drugs or dynamite, etc.; providing that
no person shall take to exceed 40 game fish
in one day during the open season; pro-
hibiting the taking of fish within 300 feet
of a fishway, and makln{; a penalty of a fine
of 350 to $100 for violation of these provi-
sions; authorizing the warden to issue cer-
tificates for the taking of buffalo, carp.
suckers, ete., In any quantities and for all
purposes without reference to the law in
order to protect game flsh; making the
open season for squirrels to begin with
September instead of June; making rail,
plover, sandpiper and marsh birds game.

Constitutional Amendments,

Proposing to amend the constitution go
as to provide for biennial instead of an-
nual elections,

Propesing to amend the constitution of
the state £o0 as to glve to each county one
member of the house of representatives
and to such larger counties as have the
fixed ratio of population, an additional
member, the number of meribers of the
house, however, to be limited to 105. The
ratio of representation shall be determined
by dividing the whole population of the
state by the number of counties, each coun-
ty having a population in excess of the
ratio number of three-fifths or’'more of
such ratio number being entlitled to one
additional representative.

The Mulet Tax,

Providing that at least five days' notice
shall be given to the persons found In pos-
session 0? each place assessed for the mulet
tax, and requiring the a sor to ;;'ivc the
tenant, occupant and owner of such places
written notice that he intends to list the
place for the collection of the tax. In case
no such person resides in the assessorlal
district, the assessor may malil the notice
or he may post a copy of the notice In a
consplicuous place. Service of notice upon
any agent having charge of the property
or collecting the rent will be sufficient or
any member of the owner's family over 14
vears of age.

Compulsory Education,

Requiring children between seven and
14 years to attend school during at least 12
school weeks In each year; making per-
sons having control of such children who
do not send them to school punishable by
a fine of from three to twenty dollars for
each offense; providing for the establish-
ment of truant schools for the instruction
of chlldren who are habitually truant; pro-
viding that any child who is sent to such
truant school who shall absent himself
may be sent to the state industrial school
by any judge who finds that the child Is
habitually vagrant, disorderly or Incorri-
gible; gliving school directors power to
appodnt truant officers who shall report
violations of this act to the board and who
shall apprehend children who are truant,
and glving school dlrectors power to pro-
vide such reasonable methods of punish-
ment of children who are habltually tru-
ant as may be necessary to carry out and
make effectual the provisions of this com-
pulsory education act.

Mine Inspectors.

Providing for the appointment by the ex-
ecutive council of a board of five examiners
1o examine candidates for appointment as
mine inspectors, mine holsting engineers
and mine foremen, and requiring members
of the board to hold certificates of compe-
tency and to have had at least five years’ ac-
tual experlence immediately preceding ap-
pointment. Two of these examiners must

e practical miners, two must be mine op-
erators and one must be a holsting engineer.
Their terms are fixed at two years. No
member of the board shall be Interested
In or connected with any school, scheme,
plan or device for the Instruction of per-
sons In the knowledge required of appli-
cants for certificates of competency. The
council Is given authority to remove mem-
bers summarily.

Miscellaneous.,

Fixing the weight of a bushel of Hunga-
rlan grass seed and of millet seed at 80, in-
stead of 48 pounds.

Providing for the appointment of water-
works trustees In cities of the first-cluss
by the mayors thereof.

Creating a commission to annotate and
publish a compllation of the laws of the

wenty-seventh, Twenty-eighth and Twen-
ty-ninth general assemblies as a supple-
ment to the code.

Authorizing the city of Des Molines to
lend $30,000 to the Des Moines Water-
works company from the fund ralsed by
taxation to build a municipal waterworks
plant, at two per cent. interest for an in-
definite perfod, to enable the company to
bulld water mains from its plant to the
federal army post, four miles south of
the city of Des Moines.

Defining section 1613 of the code relative
to the publication of notices of incorpora-
tion, and providing that these notices shall
be published once each week for four con-
secutive weeks whether in daily, semi-
weekly or weekly newspaper.

Permitting savings banks to take de-
posits to 20 times their capital stock, in-
stead of ten times, as at present.

Amending section 508 of the code to au-
thorize the sheriff to collect fees for lodg-
Ing prisoners, as well as for dleting them.

Authorizing the executive councll to pro-
cure and purchase engravings, plates and
cuts to illustrate publications by the state.

Providing that upon appeal from the de-
clsions of insane commissions the county
attorney shall prosecute the action on be-
half of the informant without additional
compensation.

Providing that judgment against the gar-
nishee shall not be entered until the prin-
cipal defendant shall have had five days’
notice of the proceedings, the notice to be
served the same as an original notice.

Making estates of $7,000 subject to the
same fees in probate settlements that es-
fates of $$,00 are subjected to under the
present law. Heretofore no provision was
made for fees in connection with the settle-
ment of estates of $7.000.

Providing for the publication of an edl-
tion of 7,500 coples of the code.

Applying to the Big Sloux river the fis!
and game laws of the state.

Providing that boards of supervisors may
enter into contracts for the erection of
bridges to the amount of $15000 without
submitting the expenditure to a vote of
the people.

Authorizing the lowa academy of scl-
ences to Issue reports of 300 pages Instead
of 250 pages,

Ceding to the Unlted States government
exclusive jurisdiction over all lands ac-
quired by the United States for public pur-
poses within this state.

Permitting citles to enter Into contracts
with different contractors for the erection
of parte of waterworks plants.

Providing that the grovlsions of the code
of 1897 relative to the time for bringing
actions on judgments shall apply to judg-
ments rendered after the takinﬁ effect of
(3"9’ code of 1873 and prior to the code of
1

Requiring all citles and towns to keep
thelr municipal accounts so that the same
shall eéxhibit a detalled statement of all
funds collected and expended for every
purpose.

Validating conveyvances of recal estate in
which the husband or wife conveyed the
inchoate right of dower of the other spouse.

Defining sodomy.

Providing that when corporations have
a public way established over the land of
another to their property the same may be
located wherever necessary and practieal,
not exceeding 100 feet in width; the pres-
ent law permits a width of only 40 feet.

Providing for the condemnation of real
estate by this state for the use of the in-
