STRIKERS CLAIM HALF AR T IDLE

Teamsters Sympathize With Miners. 
Miiitia Will Be Withdrawn From 
Pawtucket When Tranquillity is Re­
stored—Cars Operated. 

Wilkesbarre, Pa., June 17.—The 
sixth weel. o4' the anthracite coal 
miners' strike began yesterday without 
a rinple to disturb the calmness of the 
situation. Rain tell nearly all day, 
which helped to keep the more than 
150,uOO idle men and boys indoors. 
Several reports of assault on working 
men and Coal and Iron policemen 
v.ere received here from different sec­
tions of the region, but no one was 
seriously injured. It was expected 
that Monday would witness the re­
fusal of a large number of Arc bosses 
and other mine bosses to go to work, 
but the best information obtainable 
shows that the number of men who 
quit was not large. However, Presi­
dent Mitchell and other labor leaders 
claim that nearly half of the men who 
were at work on Saturday refused to 
go into the collieries Monday. 

Casper Clark of Toledo, president of 
the International Team Drivers' asso­
ciation, came in for some attention 
by labor leaders. He submitted to an 
interview in which he said his organi­
zation would do all it could to help' 
the striking miners.

• could be obtained. Kittredge not only 

strongly favored the Panama route, 
l'v _£ which in his judgment was much the 
* better, but also attacked the Nica­

ragua plan as lacking in definiteness. 
He pointed out that Costa Rica was 
constitutionally unable to grant the 
necessary concessions to the United 
States and said if the Nicaragua route 
•were selected it probably would be a 
long time before worn could be begin, 
even if it ever could be. 

Just before adjournment a spirited 
discussion was precipitated over a mo­
tion by Proctor (Vt) to agree to a 
conference with the house on the 
ermy appropriation bill. Several 
weeks ago the senate was affected by 
a message from the house refusing to 
submit to conference certain senate 
amendments to the bill. The opposi­
tion to Proctor's motion was so vigor­
ous that finally he was forced to with­
draw it for the present. 

Troops Will Remain Until Pawtucket 
Is Once More Orderly Town. 

Pawtucket, R. I., June 17.—When, 
in the opinion of ten prominent citi­
zens, including Mayor Fitzgerald and 
thief of Police Rice, tranquillity has 
been restored in place of mob rule, 
the militia ordered here last Thursday 
by Governor Kimball in connection 
with the street car strike will be with­
drawn. This conclusion was reached 
at a meeting between Governor Kim­
ball and fifty business men yesterday. 
With the exception of three cases of 
stone-throwing.^the day was quiet. 
Cars were operated 011 all local lines 
during the day, but were withdrawn 
at night. 
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BEET SUGAR MEN ARE FIRM. 

Nineteen Republican Senators Oppose 
Cuban Reciprocity. 

' Washington, June 17.—The beet 
sugar men who oppose Cuban reci­
procity show no disposition to weaken. 
They held a conference last night and 
again pledged themselves to stand sol­
idly against the senate bill. They 
say as a result of that conference that 
there are no fewer than nineteen Re­
publican senators who will announce 
in the caucus, if one is held, that they 
will vote against the bill £or a reduc­
tion of the tariff. There are some 
who are willing to vote for the house 
bill with the Morris amendment in­
cluded, but others say they will do so 
if pressed to that extremity. They 
continue to strongly oppose the re­
bate proposition as a compromise, and 
they claim their compact is firmer 
than ever before. 

Armed Strikers Marching. 
Roanoke, Va., June 17.—Informa­

tion was received from the coal fields 
that the armed marchers have dis 
banded and given up their arms. A 
number of miners who are returning 
from the coal fields reached here last 
night. They report a very serious 
state of affairs around Simmons creek 
and Goodwill mines, on the West Vir­
ginia side. They state that about 500 
armed strikers were marching from 
that section toward North Fork to 
demand that the union men now at 
work quit. They also say the strikers 
have taken charge of the Goodwill 
and Simmons creek mines and have 
announced their determination not to 
allow the miners to resume. 

Whites Determined That Ail Must 
Leave—Mob Stones Colored Preach-. 
er's House—Governor Yates Ap­
pealed to for Protection. j 

Carbondale, 111., June 17.—The race 
war. which has been in progress at 
Eldorado, 111., since May 29, when a 
mob attacked the colored normal and 
industrial school, a school modeled 
after the celebrated Tuskegee school, 
still continues. The homes of colored 
citizens have been stoned, warnings 
sent the occupants to leave the vicin­
ity and shots fired into their homes 
late at night. Many, through fear, 
have left, sacrificing their homes and 
in some instances their crops. There 
remain only five families, and two of 
them will leave at once. La&t night 
a mob visited Rev. Peter Green, pas­
tor'' of the African Methodist church, 
and stoned his house. Some of the 
white residents profess to feir that 
colored labor will be used in the 
mines opened in that vicinity. Jeffer­
son D. Alstone, president of the nor­
mal school, has been chosen head of 
the school for life, according to the 
incorporation papers on file at Spring­
field, and against him an intense feel­
ing exists. The board of trustees, of 
whom Dr. Mitchell, a white physician 
of Harrisburg is president, will con­
sider both the removal of the school 
and the choosing of a new president 
at the coming meeting June 27. Gov­
ernor Yates has been appealed to for 
protection.

BODIES HEWN LIMB FROM LIMB 

on Horrible Evidences of Barbarity 
Part of Filipino Ladrones. 

Manila, June 17.—The bodies of the 
sergeant, two corporals and four pri 
vates of the Fifth cavalry who were 
captured May 30 by ladrones at Binan-
gonan, Rizal province, this island 
have been recovered. Most of the 
bodies had been hewn limb from limb, 
and it was found impossible to recog­
nize four of Che dead men. 

A number of arrests in the matter 
have been made and nine men have 
been absolutely identified as belong­
ing to the band of ladrones which 
captured the Americans. The identi­
fied men included two members of the 
police force of Teresa, Morong prov­
ince. 

The American soldiers were buried 
today together, as it was impossible 
to make separate interments.

Pennsylvania promise seriously to in­
terfere with construction work on the 
Chicago Great Western railroad 
President A. B. Srickuey is authority 
for the statement that within ten 
days it may be necessary to call off tha 
crews on the big Des Moines viaduct, 
owing to the inability to procure steel 
for the big work. The viaduct is the 
key to the new Omaha and Sioux City 
lines and no Great Western trains 
can enter either city until it is com 
pieted. 

Chicago, June 17.—The strike 01 
the telephone linemen against the 
Chicago Telephone company is ended 
and the 55C men on strike since Oct. 
8 of last year will return to work to­
day. Their wages will be increased, 
the union is recognized and no work 
will be done on holidays. 

Sioux City Shopmen Strike. 
Sioux City, June 17.—Sixty machin­

ists, boilermakers and helpers in the 
Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul rail­
road shops in this city walked out yes­
terday because the company would not 
grant their demands for an increase 
of wages of 20 cents per day.

Injunction Cases Postponed. 
Chicago, June 17.—There has been 

a postponement of the joint hearing 
before Judges Grosscup and Phillips 
of the federal injunction cases, in 
which several roads were restrained 
from granting rebates to favored 
shippers or secretly giving them lower 
rates. The hearing, on which de­
pends the vacation of the restraining 
orders or their being made perpetual 
is to be some time next fall. 

KING RETURNS TO WINDSOR. 

While Not Fully Recovered He is Said 
to Be Much Better. 

London, June 17.—King_ Edward 
bore yesterday's journey to Windsor 
well, but it has been decided that he 
will not go to Ascot today. Queen 
Alexandra, however, accompanied by 
the Prince and Princess of Wales 
and other members of the royal fam­
ily. will attend the races in state. 

The Prince of Wales, conversing 
with the mayor of Windsor upon his 
arrival there last evening, said: 
"King Edward caught a chill in the 
stomach, he is much better, however. 
He will have to be careful. His maj­
esty is still troubled with slight pain." 

At Lloyds' there was a big rise in 
the premiums on the king's life and 
on the chances of his being crowned 
June 26. 

MORMON WAR IS FEARED. 

Vtoman in Black Who Kidnaped the 
Boy Is, However, Still a Mystery. 
New York, June 17.—Abe Lowen-

stein, Jr., four years old, who was 
kidnaped from his home in Newark, 
on May 27; by a "woman in black," 
has been restored to his parents. 

More than 5,000 persons, who 
thronged the streets leading to the 
police station, shouted themselves 
hoarse. Then the father, clasping the 
child in his arms, headed a great pro­
cession, which marched to the Lowen-
stein home. 

Abe disappeared while viewing a 
circus parade in company with his 
brother. The latter said a young 
woman dressed in black had taken 
Abe in her arms and held him above 
the crowd to see the paraders. A 
few moments later the woman and 
child disappeared. No trace of the boy 
was found until a few days ago, when 
a lad answering his description was 
found in the streets of Paterson and 
sent to the almshouse. His identifica­
tion ensued.

OPEN IDAHO RESERVATION. 

Glove Workers Strike. 
Chicago, June 17.—At a meeting of 

glove workers yesterday a wage scale 
for the eighteen glove factories in 
Chicago was adopted. It was also 
agreed to demand free power and im 
mediate unionizing of all the plants. 
Should the manufacturers decline to 
accede a general strike, it is said, will 
follow. Six plants are already tied 
up, making idle more than 900 em 
ployes. 

Mistaken for Convict and Shot. 
Portland, Ore., June 17.—William 

Morris, a member of the citizens' 
posse from here, was brought to the 
hospital with his thigh shattered by a 
rifle ball, fired by a member of the 
party from Portland. Morris, with a 
companion, was watching a bridge 
when they were mistaken for the con­
victs by another party. Two shots 
were fired, with the result that Mor­
ris fell wounded. It is thought that 
his leg will have to be amputated. 

Shooting of Church Member Creates 
Excitement in Kentucky. 

Paducah, Ky„ June 17.—The people 
of the Davies chapel section of Mar­
shal county, Kentucky, are greatly ex­
cited over the firing of a fusillade of 
bullets into a Mormon church by oppo­
nents of the proselytes. Harry Lamb 
was shot in the leg. The Mormons, 
fifteen or sixteen, returned the fire, 
and bloodshed is feared. Less than a 
year ago the Mormon church there 
was burned and two elders driven 
away. The Mormons have taken the 
matter to the grand jury. 

Double Tragedy at Columbus Barracks 
Columbus, O., June 17.—Harry W. 

Bragg, a private in company P, Twen­
tieth infantry, last night shot and 
killed Mrs. Lizzie Tibbits and then 
shot and killed himself. The tragedy 
was enacted on the grounds at the 
Columbus barracks and jealousy was 
the motive. Bragg, whose home is in 
Pelican, Wis., served in the Philip­
pines in the Thirty-fourth volunteers. 
Mrs. Tibbits came here from Chicago 
as cook for Major Augur of the Twen­
tieth regiment

A 
special train will run from McCain-
mon, but a number of the prospective 
settlers purpose to make -the race on 
horseback and expect to beat the 
train from McCammon to Blackfoot, 
a distance of forty-five miles.
