We are glad to note that the leaders
of the republican party are urging that
the over-representation of the southern
states in national conventions be
stopped. The following is an extract
from ooe of Mr. Frank J. Stillman’s
excel ent Washington letters to the
Des= huines Leader.

Viee Chuairman Payne is a stroog
advocate of the proposition to cut
southern representation in national
conventations down to the basis of
r .1io of votes cast rather than number
of congressmen. He says:

“I have no doubt that the next con-
vention will give serious consideration
to the question of chapge of basis of
representation. The whole question
ought to Linge upon this: There are
120 vowes in the national convention
from tte southern  states which
do oot, alt told, cast within 20 per cent
as many republican votes as the single
state of lowa. Jowa has twenty-four
votes in the convention, a number equal
to that of Georgia, polling lessrepubli-
can votes than the Tenth congres-ional
district of iowa. This gives the Georgia
delegation practically eight or ninoe

tion possessed by Towa.

“] think there should be a change of
basis and the change should be made so
a8 to permit the matter to be regulated
as local state conventions handle their
conventioas, There the basis of repre
sentations is the number of votes cuast
for the head of the ticket at the pre-
ceding state election. In states this
method is considered fairand rightand
1 see no valid reason why the adoption
cf & similar rule in national conven-
tions wounld not be ecgually jusv. If
there areonly as many repu:lican votes
in Georgia as in the Tenth district of
Iowa. then Georgia should have repre-
sentation <imilar to that of the Jowa
district '

Mr. Payne says he hopes to see the
question taken up and determined at
the next convention. He further says
it 18 perfectly safe to say that the Presi-
dent will make no recommendations to
congress with the view to curtsiling
the number of Congressmen f{rom
various southern states. Itis, however,
understood Mr, Payne is favorable to
such action and will encourace Con-
gressmun  Crumbpacker of Indiaoa,
who took a leading part in that move
ment during the last session, introduc-
ing a bill calling for an investigation,
etc. It is not thought, however, that
this question will be pirmitted to get
a foothold durieg the approaching
short session of congress  Tu is likely
to become a serious bone of contention.
however, durirg the long segsion of the
Fifty-eighth congress.

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THE COURT HOUSE SITE,
Facts as to County’s Title to Present
Court Yard.

We understand there bas becn some
quesiion raised as to the ciearness of
the title by which the county holds
the present court house site. The
board of supeivisors has caused the
matter to be investigated and an ab-
stract will be furnished at the next

session uf the board.

Throuzh the kindness of Recorder
O. M. the Review has been
able to examine the original entries.
I'rom the records it appezars that the
original entry was made on April 15,
1826 by Mr. Jesse W. Denison. Mr
Denison was the founder of this eity,
ucting as agent for the Providence
Western Land Co,

Crisweil,

The next entry, covering this block,
was made on May 21 15856,
tract of 240 acrcs was deeded by Mr.
Denison, to Crawford county, ‘‘in con
sideration of the seat of justice of said
county being located on my land io
Section 11, tow nship 83, range 39."

The third entry is the only one upon
which any comment could be made, for
on June 28 1856 Mr. Denison egain
transferred the same land to the Prov-
idence Western Land Co. Why this
was done and why the two instraments
do nut conflict is the only point which
can be held in controyersy. The fact
that the prior deed was held to be
valid finds proof in the fourth and last
entry, in which the court house again
is concerned. Tnis entry was made
December 11, 1860, and® by its terms
Judge J. R. Bassett acting for Craw-
ford county deeds to the Providence
Western Land Co., all the lands deeded
to it by Mr. Denison in 1856 except
block 70 in Denison.  Known as the Court
House Sqyuure, which was expressly re-
served for court house purposes. The
consideration of this last deed was
that the Providen e Western Land Co.
should build & suitable brick court
house. The Providence Western Land
Co accepted this deed and built the
present court house. 1t would not
appear therefore that there is any flaw
in the title but as a matter of pre-
caution we believe it would be well
if a deed snould be obtained from the
Providence Western Land Co. This
could be obtained without trouble we
believe, and would forever quiet the
presistent talk as to the validity of the
county’s title. From the foregoing it
would appear that up to date this
county has not paid out a cenot for its
court house, except for additions and
repeirs

mitted to the qualified electors of
Crawford County, lowas;

Shall the county of Crawford build a,
court house at Denison, lowa, the
county seat of Crawford county, lowa,
atv the cost of not to exceed seventy-five
thousand dollars ($75000) and borrow not
to exceed seventy-five thousand dollars
(875,000), at a rate of interest nov to ex-
ceed four (4) per cent per annum, to
pay for the same, and issue not to ex-
ceed seventy-five (79) negotiable bonds
of the denomination of one thousand
dollars ($1,000) each, payable ten (10)
years after date thereof, and to draw
interest not to exceed four (4) per cent
per annum payable annually: reserv-
ing the option to the county to pay any
or all of said bonds at any time after
five (3) years from the date thereof;
also to levy an annual tax at the Sep-
tember meeting of the Beard of Super-
visors in each year, beginning with the
year nineteen hundred and three (1903)
on the taxable property of the county,
not to exceed cight (8) mills on the
dollar on the county valustion in any
oue year, and to run from year to year
in addition to the usual and ordinary
taxes of said:county, sufficient to pay
the interest on said bonds and the
bonds themselves when they become
due.

And whereas suid measure was prop-
erly submitted, and all of the requir-
ments governing the submission to the
people were complied with, and where-
as at the November session of the
board of supervisors of said county,
meeting as & board of canvassers, they
find there was cast for said proposition
(3862) votes of which (2165) were in
favor, and (1697) were against such
ir.easurcs; therefore be it resolved by
the board that whereas said proposition
received the majority of &ll of the voters
cast on said question, the said.
