That the question of trust, legisla-
on is more deeply involved than 
ne would have beeu U'ad 
o believe by political exhorters 
ouml in a recent able discussion of 
,he "publicity theory." Hrretofore it, 
has been a generally accepted doctrine 
that publicity would be a remedy for 
many trust evils. It was stated that 
this would have a tendency to decrease 
the issue of watered stocks, would in­
form the invest'ug public as [to which 
prero safe investments, and . would 
Stimulate competition when the pro­
fits of any corporation were shown to 
be large. These benefits inigr.it follow 
but the defects of the publicity remedy 
have also been pointed out and al­
though the tread of public tricught has 
beenalongoppositelines.it is we'll to 
consider the objections candidly. 

A recent able dismission of the 
i.-quastion introduces the following ob­

jection to the generally accepted 
theory: 

As to the protection afforded stock 
holders: General publicity would not 
benetii them, for it would give out­
siders ami competitor? as much infor­
mation as themselves, some of which 
might be highly detrimental to the 
stock-holder's interests. While com­
plete reports rendered to stock-holders 
only would benefit them, complete 
publicity would not. 

A s to intending purchasers the 
writer of the article in question states 
that no amount of paternalism and 
publicity has ever presented the fool­
ish from buying gold bncks, but that 
the prudent investor, sati.-lies himself 
as to the affairs of any corporation be 
'ore putting in his money and.does not 
eed the protection of publicity. In 
ther words he argues that 
le unwise investor cannot be pro­

ved and that the wise investor does 
eed it.

Two Women asx! Two Children Lose

ENGLAND FILES A PROTEST. 

? '  jects  to Russian Torpedo Boat De­
stroyers in Waters of Black Sea.  
Constantinople, Jan. 7.—Great Brit­

ain has vigorously protested to tiio 
Turkish government against the per­
mission granted to four unarmed Rus­
sian torpedo boat destroyers to pass 
through the Dardanelles, into the 
Black sea, \vith the commercial flag 
of Russia. These vessels were about 
to start on the proposed trip. 

The British note says the passage 
of the Dardanelles by the torpedo 
boat destroyers would be a violation of 
the existing international treaties and 
that if Russian warships are thus al­
lowed to use the Dardanelles the Brit­
ish will reserve the right to demand 
similar privileges. 

The protest has caused irritation in 
Russian circles and concern on the 
part of the Turkish authorities, who 
fear that other powers will follow the 
example of Great Britain. 

MRS. CHAMBERLAIN HAS TACT. 

Aids Her Husband in His Work of 
Pacifying People of ScJuth Africa.  
Pretoria, Jan. 7.-—All doubts as to 

•whether ilK- Boers would participate 
in the entertainments given in honor 
of Colonial Secretary Chamberlain 
and Mrs. Cham5>erlain were dissipated 
by the appearance of Generals Botha, 
Delarey ami Cronje at. the garden 
party given by the governor yester­
day. The attendance of the towns­
people, however, was, not large. 

Mrs. Chamberlain is tactfully aid­
ing the secretary in his pacificatory 
mission. When General Ciorije .was 
introduced she at first did not catch 
his name, but immediately she heard 
it was General Cronje, Mrs. Chamber­
lain sent for him and engaged in a 
lengthy conversation with the noted 
general. 

ALMOST SAWS HIS WAY OUT. 

Man Under Sentence of Forty Years 
Attempts to Escape. 

Ogden, Utah, Jan. 7.—William 
Brown, who yesterday was sentenced 
to a term of forty years in the peniten­
tiary for murder, made a desperate 
attempt to escape from jail last night. 
When accidentally discovered Brown 
had succeeded in sawing through twp 
bars of his cell and had almost, se-v-
ered a third. 

A most minute examination failed 
to locate the saw, but an open pocket-
knife was found concealed in a 
blanket. Brown's accomplice in the 
murder, James Young, escaped from 
jail the night they were incarcerated. 
Brown will be taken to the peniten­
tiary today.

EIGHTEEN SAILORS DROWNED. 

Norwegian Bark Prince Arthur is  
Wrecked Off Washington Coast .  
Port Townsend, Jan. 7.—News of 

the wreck of the Norwegian bark 
Prince Arthur and the death by drown­
ing of eighteen of the crew was re­
ceived tc.day. The Prince Arthur 
was bound from Valparaiso for British. 
Columbia to load lumber. On the 
night, of Jan. 2 .the vessel ran into 
breakers and was soon hard and fast 
on the rocky shore. The scene of 
the disaster is about two miles south 
of Ozette. on the Washington coast, 
fifteen miles from Cape Flattery. 
This is precisely the position In 
which the German hark Flotbek was 
rescued 'ay tugs in the winter of 1900. 
As the 'Umatilla light vessel lies about 
three miles .oft shore from Ozotto. it is 
believed chat the latter mistook the 
light ship for .Tatoosh island, and 
sailed eastward and believing he was 
entering the straits instead of running 
blindly to her fate. Of the twenty 
members of the Prince Arthur's crew, 
only two were saved, and they were 
nearly exhausted when they were 
washed, ashore. The bodies of eight­
een drowned r-oaiTir-n are being buried 
by ranchers and Indians living near 
the scene of the disaster as I hey come 
ashore. 

U. P.  STRIKE NOT YET SETTLED. ^ 
Conference is  to Be Held in Omaha 

Within Ten Days.  
New York, Jan. 7.—The Union Pa­

cific strike conference has adjourned 
to meet in Omaha in about ten days. 

After the conference a representa­
tive of the strikers, in explaining the 
reasons for the adjournment to Oma­
ha, said that each side to the contro­
versy has made claims which the oth­
er believes cannot be substantiated. 

The meeting at Omaha will be In 
the nature of an investigation. The 
chief point of disagreement is In­
volved in the question of piece work, 
which President Burt strongly favors 
and which the representatives of the 
strikers demand shall be abolished. 

President Burt is said to maintain 
that of the 3,000 men out on strike, 
the majority are in favor of piece 
work, and this is one of the points 
he means to investigate. It is under­
stood that if he finds this to be true, 
or if President Burt can persuade the 
men to withdraw any objection they 
may have to piece work, the officers 
of the unions will permit the demand 
for the abolition of piece work to be 
dropped. 

Sullivan Stays Four Rounds. 
Anaconda, Mont., Jan. 7.—Jack Sul­

livan, , a local boxer, last night stayed 
four rounds before Jack Munroe, the 
man who did the same thing with Jef­
fries. Sullivan is much the lighter 
man and has never been in a finish 
fight. Munroe did all the aggressive 
work, chasing Sullivan around the 
ring when they were not clinched. Sul­
livan gave very little punishment, but 
managed to avoid most of what was 
meant for him.
