Musieatinc-, la.,  Sept. 15.—Believing 
that thonssnds of . souls would be 
saved and that the Methodist church 
would reap a consequent harvest in 
mon/ijership.

Bulgaria Demands Active Inter­
vention in Macedonia. 

SITUATION IS NOV/ SERIOUS. 

Note Held to  Be Prelude to  Mobil iza­

t ion of  Bulgar ian.  Army—Insurgents  

Wil l  Adopt  Guerr i l la  Methods—En­

gland May Send Warships ,  

Sofia, Sept. 15.—-The Bulgarian gov­
ernment, through its foreign repre­
sentatives, has addressed a note to 
the great powers declaring that the 
porte is systematically devastating 
Macedonia and massacreing the Chris­
tian population. Furthermore, it  says 
Turkey has mobilized her whole army 
which can not possibly be for the sole 
purpose of suppressing the revolution, 
therefore the Bulgarian government 
appeals to the humane sentiment of 
Europe to prevent the continuance of 
the massacres and devastation and to 
stop the mobilization of the Turkish 
army. The memorandum concluded 
with the plain statement that unless 
the powers interfere Bulgaria will be 
forced to take such measures as she 
may deem necessary. 

While it is possible that a Tureo-
Bulgarian war may even yet he avert­
ed, the probabilities of such an en­
counter were never greater than at 
the present moment. The note to the 
powers, the most decided step yet 
taken by the principality, was dic­
tated not only by the alarming reports 
of wholesale massacres and devasta­
tion daily arriving, hut even more 
t>y the indifference of the powers to­
ward the severity of Turkey's repres­
sive measures. 

A panic prevails in the town of 
Velos. The soldiers permit no one to 
leave "Velos and the peasants in the 
surrounding villages have all been 
Itilled and their villages destroyed. 
Complaints made to the civil and mili­
tary authorities have been without 

BROSSIUS MAKES CHARGES. 

Accuses  Indian Agent  a t  Pawnee <f 
Cruel ty  and Irregular i ty .  

Guthrie, Sept. 15.—Sam BrossiuA, 
special agent of the Indian Rights as­
sociation, has finished gathering evi­
dence against George I. Harvey, su­
perintendent in charge of the Pawnee 
Indian sub-agency at Pawnee, and left 
to resume his inquiries in Indian terri­
tory. Brossitts said that he had heard 
of the threat that he would be arrest­
ed if he should return to Indian terri­
tory and was willing to run the risk. 
Brossitts preferred seventeen specific 
charges against Harvey, who Is ac­
cused of brutality to children in the 
Indian schools, of irregularities in the 
sale and leasing of Indian lands and 
handling of Indian moneys to the ad­
vantage of himself and banks which 
he is interested in. Inspector McNkV 
ols of the Indian department is at 
Pawnee investigating the Brossius 
charges.
