FANCY WORK. 

A fine work basket for one who travels, 
or a school teacher who has little room 
when boarding, is a folding basket made 
as follows: Cut a piece of card board six 
inches long, measure from center three 
inches each way. Now from the end, 
measure with tape measure when doubled 
three and one-half inches: d aw line from 
the three inch ipoint down, and you will 
have ,a six sided piece, which you will use 
for tlje bottom of the basket. Now cut 
six pieces, three and one-half inches at 
the bottom, three inches at the sides, and 
six at the top making the center a little 
higher than at the sides. Now buy some 
grey linen of which one yard will be need­
ed. Lay pasteboard between them and 
stitch in place, also the six sided piece; 
bind with ribbon. Now make three pock­
ets of pink satin, with a cushion on one 
and a needle book of flannel on the other 
Fasten together with hooks and eyes, with 
bows of ribbon to hide them. When not 
in use, unhook, and it will be flat.
