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NOW THE TIME 
TO GET SEED CORN 

PROF. HOLDEN AT AMES GIVES DIRECTION 
FOR SELECTING CORN 

BEFORE OCTOBER FIFTH 

Cet Your Samples Now For Corn Exhibits in 
Fall and Winter. 

The Iowa State College at Ames is 
sending to the County Superintend­
ents, for them to send 'to all schools, 
excellent suggestions on saving and 
caring for their choicest corn to be 
exhibited at the Local Corn Shows, 
or at the State Corn Show in January, 
or at the National C<rn Show at 
Omaha in December, or to be used for 
seed next spring. The information 
is so valuable that we print it for 
the benefit of all the farmers in this 
locality, in. 

Gathering Seed. 
1. TIME. The last 10 day3 in 

- September. Corn to be used for seed 
should not be left in the field later 
than Oct. 5th, because it is likely 
to be frozen during the cold nights. 
Corn which is frozen when it con­
tains as much water as unhueked 
corn does during October and Novemb­
er is likely to be killed or weakened. 
This is why much of the seed corn 
gathered at husking time fails to 
grow. 

2. METHOD. Go into the best 
part of the best field on the farm and 
select the seed there. Stip back the 
husks on all desirable looking ears 
which are growing at medium height 
on strong, sturdy stalks. If an ear 
is well ripened, that is, the kernels 
well dented and quite hard, perfectly 
sound and of the right size and shape, 
along between the rows. Only well 
ripened ears growing at a uniformly 
medium height should be selected. , 

Summary. 
1. Gather seed cars before the 

first of October. 
2. Do not select ears which are 

not well ripened. 
3. Select ears from the best stalk, 

in the best fields. 
4. Select ears of medium and uni­

form height on the stalks, 
5. Collect the ears in a sack or 

basket as they are gathered. 
6. Hang all the seed ears up to 

dry on the same day that they are 
gathered. 

7. Do not leave ears in sacks, 
baskets, or piles in a wagon or on the 

floor. 
8. lie the ears together with 

binding twine in strings of form fif­
teen to twenty ears each. 

9. Hang the strings of corn on 
wires in a dry. well ventilated attic 
or other room where it can stay all 
winter. 

10. Do not hang the corn in a 
pig pen or over a stable or grain bin. 

11. Do not hang the corn out of 
doors. . 

12. Du not use articfial heat in 
drying the corn. 

13. Keep the windows of the room 
where the corn is hung up open all 
the time except during stormy weath­
er until hard freezing weather comes. 

14. Open the windows during the 
warm, clear days in winter. 

15. Select two or three times as 
much seed as you think you will need. 

16. Do not depend for seed corn 
on occasional good ears selected 
throughout the husking period. Save 
it all now.

Oct. 4. David Brings the Ark to 
Jerusalem. 2 Sam. 6: 1-12. 

The lesson of this date allows a 
wide range of hiBtory, as to the 
making of the ark, the commands of 
God as to its keeping, what it con­
tained, and the place assigned it in 
the tabernacle, and then in the temple 
after it was built. Suffice it here 
to say that it was a box or chest 
which could ba carried by means of 
rings and pule, made of precious 
wood, and it contained the tables on 
which the commandments were 
written, the rod of Aaron, which 
budded, a pot of the manna which 
the Children of Israel fed upon in 
the wilderness, and some other sacred 
things. It had place in the most 
holy place, and God's special presence 
was with it, no matter where it 
might be. 

It will be remembered that one of 
the incidents of the death of Eli the 
high priest was the ark falling into 
the hands of the Phillistines. The 
Israelites tooK it out in the battle 
field expecting that it would give 
them victory, but they had sinned and 
as a punishment the ark was captured 
from them. In 1 Sam. 4 it is told 
how when Eli heard the ark had been 
taken he fell over and broke his 
neck. The Phillistines were rejoiced at 
the capture of the ark, but it made 
them so much trouble that they 
were glad to send it back to the 
Israelites. They put it oa a cart, 
attached two cows, and drove them 
off to the country of the Israelites. 
The lowing of the cattle attracted 
attention and the ark was taken by 
its friends. Some of the Israelites 
looked in the ark out of curiosity 
and thousands of them were slain in 
punishment, for their conduct was 
strictly wrong. The precious ark 
finally was taken to the house of one 
Abinadab and his son, Eleazar, was 
sanctified to have charge of it. It 
remained with him some twenty 
years. 1 Sam. 7. 

When David became king overall 
Israel and God had prospered him in 

many ways, he bethought himself of 
the ark which was still in the keep­
ing of Abinadab. David prepared a 
place for the ark and "pitched for it 
a tent." He then gathered "all 
Israel" and with very much display 
marched to bring up the ark. Two 
sons of Abinadab who were not 
Levites undertook to see to the trans­
portation. They bad a new cart, Ahio 
went before and Uzzah walked at the-
side. When the ark came to a certain 
place, Nachon's threshing floor, it 
seemed as if it would fall because of 
the roughness of the road and the 
shaking of the oxen. Uzzah put 
foith his hand to steady it, and was 
struck dead for touching the sacred 
thing with profane hands. David 
was quick to underbtand that some­
thing was wrong, and that God 
was displeased. He ordered that the 
ark be left where it was, and abandoned 
for the time bringing it to Jerusalem. 
Later, as told in I Chrinicles 15 he did 
bring the ark to Jerusalem. This 
time he ordered that the Levites or 
the ordained priests care of it. In 
the 13 verses he says that the death 
of Uzzah and the failure of the first 
expedition came because God's way 
was not consulted. 

Among many things to be gained 
from this lesson are these: 1st. 
David did well after he had been so 
signally favored by God to make a 
place for the sacred ark and call the 
people to worship as did their fore­
fathers. 2nd. Men cannot even with 
good intentions disobey the express 
commands of God. David forgot 
when he did not ask the priests to go 
with him. and Uzzah forgot when he 
put his hand on the ark. A visible 
showing that God's command must be 
kept was needed for the people and it 
came through Uzzah's death. 3rd. 
The people living in the house with 
the ark were blessed, because God's 
presence was especially there, so His 
presence in the hearts of men, or in 
a christian home will give blessed 
satisfaction. 4th. There is a line 
beyond which men cannot go in dis­
regard of bible commands, and it is 
well to beware of transgressing that 
limit.
