Feb. 7. True and False Brother­
hood. Acta 4:32 to 5:11. 
The lesson of this date continues as 

to the history of the early Christian 
church. Peter and his followers 
were given further proofs of the di­
rect presence of God with them, in 
that the place where they were gath­
ered for consultation and praise was 
shaken and they had a distinct new 
baptism of the Holy Ghost. 

This was before the very fierce 
presecution of the Christians had be­
gun. and there was great enthusiasm 
among the new believers. Many 
thought that before long Jesus would 
come again. They showed the true 
spirit of helpfulness to one another, 
and saw that none were in want. 
Some sold their possessions and put 
the money in the hands of the apostles 
to be used for the common good. 
Before taking up the main incident of 
the lesson, the faUehood of Ananias 
and his wife, Sapphira, we would 
consider the true evidences of Chris­
tianity as shown in giving. It will 
be remembered that Jesus was very 
emphatic in His denunciation of those 
who trusted in riches to again favor 
with God. In Matt. 19:29, He says 
that those who have given up 
houses, relatives or lands for His 
name's sake shall receive a hundred 
fold and shall inherit everlasting life. 
In Luke 12:33 Jesus urges all to 
lay up treasures in heaven where no 
thief appruacheth and moths do 
not corrupt. He said "what shall it 
profit a man if he gain the whole 
world and lose his own soul7" James 
3:17 says that pure religion is vis­
iting the fatherless and widows and 
John 3:17 most powerfully sets 
forth his ODinion as to the duty of 
helping others with money and world­
ly goods. He said, "Whoso hath 
this world'n goods and seeth his broth­
er have need and shutteth up his bow­
els of compassion from him, how 
dwelleth the love of God in Him?-' 
In the days of the Jews under the 
laws of Moses, provision was made 
that none should come to poverty. 
Thus it is plain that the true chris­
tian must be open hearted, with his 
money to the poor, and particularly to 
those who are fellow believers in 
Christ. 

The details of the fearful punish­
ment uf Ananias and Sapphira for ly­
ing to Petwr as the amount of money 
which they received for their proper­
ty, and which amount they brought 
as a gift to the common treasury, are 
quite well known. It would appear 
that one Joseph and also called Barna­
bas sold his land and brought the 
entire sum to the apostles, and that 
Ananias was pretending to do the 
same. He wanted the credit before 
men, of great liberality and self 
sacrifice. If he had brought a part, 
and said so. there would have been 
no fault to be found. He looken on 
the affair as simply one of deceiving 
Peter and the other believers, but 
his conduct was in fact a lie to God 
and thus he was given a quick and 
sumnjary punishment as a warning to 
the early christians, and to us. 

We cannot fool God. The declara­
tion of the bible, "Thou God seeth 
me" should be impressed on all 
hearts. All the way through the 
bible it is shown how covetousness, 
love of money and goods have made 
trouble to individuals and nations. 
The lesson is not alone to impress the 
wrong of lying, but to show that 
God's eye is upon us. He knows our 
inmost motives; we cannot ever de­
ceive Him, and the only true course 
is to be honest and upright in His 
sight. ^ - *

Yonng Drug Clerk at West Side Caoght With 

Contents'of Cash Drawer. ,

After coming back Leo did not go to 
bed and the doctor suspicioned some­
thing so he shadowed the young man 
and^discovered him in the store try­
ing to get into the safe. Leo had 
been trusted with a key to the store 
and it seems in some manner had 
learned the combination to the safe 
so it was comparatively easy for him 
to go ahead with his plans. The 
doctor, after seeng him at the safe, 
returned home and the young man 
later came to the house also. On be­
ing asked where he had been, he made 
different excuses until finally the 
doctor wanted to know how much he 
had taken from the safe.

GEORGE CAPWELL SUICIDES 
Promenent Young Man of Dunlap Takes His 

- >; * Life. 

Dunlap Herald: The community 
was shocked this morning when it be­
came known that George B. Cadwell 
had been found dead behind the bill 
boards half a block west of the Ma­
sonic Temple. The remains were re­
moved to Pease's undertaking parlors 
and an inquest held, the jury finding 
that death was a result of poisoning 
by carbolic acid taken with suicidal 
intent. The jury, comprising S. M. 
Child, E. T. Child and M. J. Barrett, 
with Justice M. W. Colwell acting 
as coroner, examined the remains and 
listened to the opinions of Drs. Cobb 
and Ingersoll, fic'i of whom gave it 
as his opinion thac ueath was due to 
carbolic acid taken internally. The 
evidence was plain, and it was not 
necessary to make prolonged inquiry. 

The young man had been in a dis­
turbed mental state for some time 
and had recently come to Dunlap to 
live, expecting to engage with his 
father in the real estate and insur-
ace business. From his actions for 
some time it was feared that he 
would make way with himself, but 
he had been apparently better of 
late. He leaves a wife and two chil­
dren. Besides his parents, E. K. 
Cadwell and wife of this 0i 1 . .. 
leaves a brother, Carlos Cadwell, 01 
Corning, and a sister, Mrs. L. B. 
Wright of Coulee City, Wash. To 
them all is extended the sympathy 
of the community in their bereave­
ment. Deceased was a young man 
of the most exemplary character and 
habits and had the highest respect 
and regard of all who knew him.

What is the lesson of this last 
tragedy of Calhoun county? Many 
will answer that it iB the old story 
of liquor, but to our mind it is'an old­
er story than the one of liquor; it is 
the old story of a woman's love un­
requited. We are not familiar with 
the home life of the principals to 
this latest tragedy, but from things 
that have come to us from outside 
sources, the trouble seems to have 
grown from small things to this, the 
most horrible crime in the history of 
the county. 

It would appear that MT. Powell 
is not a bad sort of a man as things 
go in this world, but one who wanted 
a good time and wanted it in his own 
way. This way was not pleasing to 
his wife and she did not take kindly 
to his ways, and he, like many an­
other man. refused to look at the 
matter from her view point. Differ­
ences which were not much in them­
selves were allowed to grow and grow 
until the spark ot love began to die, 
and in its place came the demon 
hate. The monster grew and thrived 
on the very things that killed love, 
and at last it became the overpower­
ing force of the woman's life. If 
at the beginning, her love had not 
been so strong, reaction would not 
have carried her so far. 

A man's life may be made up of 
one big thing and he can be compara 
tively happy, but a woman's life is 
made up of many little things, and 
she can never be happy unless the 
love which she gives is returned in a 
measure, and the man who accepts a 
woman's love and does not, in'a meas­
ure at least, return it, is paving the 
way to wreck her life and possibly 
his own. 

There can be no doubt but that this 
mother allowed her mind to dwell on 
her wrongs until she became mentally 
unbalanced. The husband probably 
attributed her peculiar actions to a 
desire to annoy him and did not give 
the matter any very serious thought. 
This lack of mutual understanding 
was allowed to stand in the way of 
any reconciliation, and thus the 
breach widened until it became a 
yawning chasm. 

Again we read the old story of love 
turned to hate and the woman spurned 
became a murderess, only in this case 
it was her children who were the vic­
tims instead of the man whom she 
had once loved.
