effects he never completely recovered. 
The murderous little bullet is one 
of the keep-sakea of the family to­
day. Just as soon as the war was 
over Isaac Gillmor came north. He 
bad business waiting for him on that 
little Scott county farm and he had a 
warm heart waiting .for him, too, a 
heart that never failed him until it 
throbbed its last five years ago. In 
November 1865 they were married, 
Isaac Gillmor and Hannah M. Con­
nor and thev lived in Scott county 
for four years.

On Thursday, April 8th, the soul 
of Isaac Gillmor was called unto its 
God. Quietly, peacefully, without 
any of those panga of parting which 
often make the last hour ao harrow 
ing and so full of anguish, his spirit 
left the mortal tenement and went to 
its reward. 

To be strong and manly, to be kind 
hearted, keen minded and true, to be 
brave in time of peril, to be valiant 
in battle, to be patient in adversity 
to be strong in peace, to be success­
ful in the work of lifj, to be loving 
and to be beloved, to know the bless­
ing of a faithful wife, to have a home 
filled with tne laughter and the light 
of children, to see them grow to use­
ful and honored maturity, to be re­
spected of ones neighbors, to be at 
peace with ones God and then, to die, 
surrounded bv loving hearts and bear­
ing on ones breast the flag he fought 
to save—can you picture a life more 
complete, more compelling in its 
quiet dignity, more fully measuring 
to the stature of a man?

Isaac Gillmor was mustered in on' West came to them andB some kind, 
August 1st. 1861, a private, and he "eel »ead them to Crawford 
was mustered out a First Lieutenant 
of the Second Iowa Cavalry, down in 
Selma, Alabama, in 1865, when the 
fighting was all done. 

He was with Grant and Sherman 
all through the campaigns of the west. 

He was at Corinth, at Franklin, at 
Columbia and was with his regiment 
in all the battles and skirmishes 
around Nashville. At Tupelo he was 
wounded in the head by a minie ball. 
The wound was almost in the center 
of the crown of the head and from its 

county. 
Down the Boyer Valley three miles 

Bouth and west, is the old homestead. 
From its elevation and through the 
vista of c:ttonwoods one can see the 
broad acres of corn landB, the winding 
stream, the fertile hills beyond. Suc­
cess was wrested from the soil, the 
farm grew in acreage and wealth, 
until nearly 800 acres were'comprised 
within Its bound*. During all these 
years Mr. Gillmor had been gaining a 
place in the community. He was 

quiet, modeBt, unassuming, persist­
ently honest, steadfast and reliable. 
He was a trustee ot Denison town­
ship from the day it was organized 
until the day he abandoned farming 
and moved to town. He was a life­
long republican. And w$ know that 
he would not count it amiss, should 
we say pf him that he was a sub­
scriber to the Review for forty years. 

Twelve years ago a comfortable 
home was built in Denison and in this 
his declining years were spent. Five 
years ago the loving partner of bis 
life was called and since that time 
his spirit has been gently fading, 
loosening little by little its hold on 
earthly things and clinging more and 
more to the joys of life eternal. 

Mr. and Mrs. Gillmor were the 
parents of six children, all of whom 
survive. They are MISB Margaret and 
Miss Edith, who have made '.the care 
of their father the supreme duty 
of their liveB, Mrs. Grace Gillmor 
Lauo of Sioux City, Mrs. Nell Gill­
mor Goudie of Sergeants Bluffs, 
Mrs. Olive Gillmor Failor of Tuc­
son, Arizona, and Mr. Ira C. Gill­
mor of Denison, the only ssn. 

Funeral services were held on Sat­
urday afternoon at the Methodist 
church under the auspices of his com­
rades of the Grand Army. The Sons 
of Veterans acted as a guard of hon­
or, the ladies of the Relief Corps, 
the comrades of the G. A. R. attend­
ed in a body. The altar was beau­
tified by a great profusion of flowers. 
Rev. J. H. Senseney. pastor of the 
church of . which Mr. Gillmor was 
so faithful a member, conducted the 
services assisted by Rev. J. James De-
Pree. The church was filled with 
the friends and neighbors of a life 
time and no man there but felt a 
sense of personal loss that this 
dear Christian patriot should walk 
our streets no more. With the tiny 
silk flag resting on hiB breast, he 
looked very calm and brave, ready 
and fit to meet his God. We sym­
pathize with his children in their lone­
liness and grief, but we glory with 
them in the splendid heritage of his 
noble life.
