Denison did herself proud with the 
splendid automobile showing made 
on Monday noon. The large number 
of cars now in Denison had hardly 
been realized until they turned out 
en masBe to transport the Omaha vis­
itors from the depot to Main street. 
Mrs. Boylan and Mrs. Gibson were 
the only ladies driving in the proces­
sion, but all the cars in town were 
out from the big Conner Studebaker, 
the Voss Stevens-Duryea and the 
Chamberlin Overland down to the less 
ambitious runabouti. We have not 
heard an official estinyite but it is our 
guess that not less than fifty thous­
and dollars worth of the gas wagons 
were in commission. 

Mr. A. F. Boylan acted as master 
of ceremonies to a certain extent and 
under his direction two trips were 
made bringing the Omaha merchants 
and their band from the Northwestern 
Station up town. On Main street the 
visitors scattered, the wholesale men 
visiting their customers The brass 
band was the last to arrive and one 
selection was rendered to the delight 
of those who had gathered to see the 
automobile parade. 

The Conner automobile waB used 
as a speaker's stand and from this 
Mr. Kuehnle made an address of wel­
come. A Mr. Spyker who is adver­
tised hs a "speaker" responded. Be 
stated that this was the home of Les­
lie M. Shaw, that"Mr. Kuehnle was 
the logical candidate for Governor of 
Iowa, that if a Denisonite went to 
Omaha he should walk down Ninth 
street, that he would find 700 auto­
mobiles ready to take him and that 
the cities of Omaha and South Omaha 
would be handed to bim on a silver 

platte. He also said that Omaha was 
prepared to bay our produce and to 
sell our people everything they want­
ed to eat and everything they wanted 
to wear and he urged the people to 
go to Omaha to do their trading. It 
is well that Mr. Spyker is labelled 
as a speaker. No one would suspect 
it from hearing him talk. 

It had been announced that Mayor 
Dahlman would be present and that 
he would attempt to pan a given 
point in twenty minutes. Possibly 
it was too far along in the day, for 
this stunt was not pulled off.

We felt proud of the showing Deni­
son made and the auto owners, having 
shown their public spiritedneBs we 
would suggest a method by which they 
might do something of practical bene­
fit to Denison. A kindness which 
might soften the amenities of the road, 
bring trade to Denison and perhaps 
sell some automobiles. The Review's 
suggestion would be that- the auto 
owners allow an "Automobile Day" 
to be advertised and say that on that 
day, free rides about the city |would 
be given to the farmers and their 
wives and their families. There are 
hundreds of Denison's good customers 
who have never ridden in an automo­
bile. The Denison people would be 
conferring a real pleasure and would 
be strengthening friendships, not in 
Omaha, but right here where we need 
them. A fifteen or twenty minute 
ride would give a chance to see the 
city and would do much towards over 
coming the prejudice which some 
people have against the auto. Inci­
dentally it would be a big trading day 
in Denison. 

An "Auto Day" would be <r£ more 
real value to Denison than all the 
Omaha bunches that ever gave their 
pictures away to an admiring audience. 
We are glad that-Denison gawe 'Omaha 
a welcome even if that city never 
has extended a glad band to Denison, 
and we' were most as proud of those 
auto-mobiles as if we had owned one. 

SALOON MEN ARE 
SEEKING SIGNERS 

SOLICITORS STARTED IN EVERY PRECINCT 
IN THE COUNTY YESTERDAY 

TEMPERANCE FORCES GET BUSY 

Saloon Met Meet Satnrdaj-Antis Meet Moiday 
Both Sides Plan Campaigns-List to be 

Published. 

On yesterday morning canvassers 
were started in every precinct in 
Crawford county seeking'signatures to 
the new saloon petition. This action 
was made necessary by the careless­
ness of the democratic officials who 
had tne matter in charge nine years 
ago. Saturday saw every saloon 
keeper in Crawford county in Denison. 
Some appeared a trifle worried but the 
majority were confident that they 
would have no difficulty in getting the 
required number of signatures. 2879 
is the number needed, this being 65 
percent of the vote cast for Governor 
last fall. Owing to the fact that 
many people have moved away from 
the county since last fall and the fact 
that those who have taken their places 
have no right to sign the petition the 
saloon men will be obliged to get from 
70 to 75 percent of the voters last 
fall who are now residents of the 
county. 

If they could have picked their 
time they would have chosen to get 
to work right after an election before 
many changes could take place. On 
the other hand we believe the saloons 
will get more signers, because the 
matter has come up suddenly than 
they would have been able to obtain 
after a long canvass. 

Every signature must be sworn to 
and no penon is eligible to sign un­
less he voted at the last general elec • 
tion, in the precinct from which i>e 
signs. 

Those who predicted that the faat 
that other towns were dry would bring 
a great crowd to Denison on Saturday 
were disappointed. The Saturday 
crowd of shoppers was hardly normal 

and the Saturday preceding was a 
much better trading day. This would 
indicate that open saloons here failed 
to attract business usually going to 
other towns. , 

The saloon men had their innings 
on Saturday and the Anti-Saloon peo­
ple had their inninga on Monday. 
The meeting was not so well attended 
but it was just as earnest in itB de­
liberations. Mr. Sawyer, attorney 
for the League was present and he 
went into details as to the law govern­
ing the petitions of consent, remon­
strances etc. We are informed - that 
no definite action was taken concern­
ing the course to be pursued save that 
it waa decided that in order to prevent 
fraud and to give publicity, the names 
of those signing the saloon petition 
would be published, either as adver­
tising matter in the county papers or 
printed and distributed as circulars. 
Certain it is that the Anti-Saloon 
League, both in the county and out of 
it, expect to make this a battle ground 
and to place all the obntacles possible 
in the ,way of the petition. 

The temperance sentiment of the 
county is not unanimous however, some 
feel that the saloon as we now have 
it is preferable to boot-legging, while 
othera feel that they cannot be parties 
to the maintainance of saloons. 

The county will indeed be fortunate 
if it can go through this campaign 
without lasting enmi ties being 
aroused. The Review believes that 
it is a question upon which men may 
differ and still be honest and that 
there should be no acrimony in the de­
bate which is sure to follow.
