STINKING SMUT IN CRAWFORD. 

There are two kinds of smut in wheat which are 
commonly known as stinking smut and loost smut. Craw­
ford county is affected with stinking smut. This affects 
only the grains, which will be found to be enlarged and 
containing a blackish mass of spores of a very offensive 
smell. In the stinking smut the glumes are unaffected, 
thus the disease is not always detected till after the grain 
i sthreshed. 

REMEDY FOR SMUT. 

The treatment is first, to stir the seed in a tub of 
cold water so that the smut balls, which rise to the sur­
face, may be skimmed off. 

TREATMENT 
One pint of formalin (formaldehyde 40. per cent) 

mixed with forty gallons of water will treat forty bush­
els of wheat. The wheat may be treated the day before 
sowing. Spread the wheat on the floor, then sprinkle 
with sprinkling can or spraying pump, shoveling the 
grain over while the solution is being applied so that 
each kernel receives a thorough treatmnt. After the ap­
plication the wheat should be shoveled into a long pile and 
covered with sacks or blankets to prevent formalin from 
escaping too rapidly.
