For the six weeks from June 15th to 
July 24th, the entire equipment of 
Iowa State College of Agriculture and 
Mechanic Arts at Ames will, be turned 
over to the public school teachers of 
Iowa who want to fit themselves to 
teach agriculture, home economics 
and manual training.
