W«Miing<on,*Sept.-29.—(SpectalCor-
respondence)—Whether the United 
-State^ can hope to hold its place as 
the leading export nation of the world, 
is a problem'now receiving the atten­
tion of the business'men of America. 
It was the European war that gave the 
United States its present preeminence. 
What will happen when the war shall 
close is the great question which very 
properly causes anxiety among men 
who afe financially interested in the 
continuance of that partially restored 
prosperity now prevailing in some sec­
tions of the country. 

Men who are accustomed to dealing 
with conditions, rather than theories, 
and who build on reasonable certain­
ties, rather than on possibilities, do 
not overlook, the fact .that in. July, 1914 
just before the outbreak of the Euro­
pean war, there was a very alarming 

'balance of trade. against the United 
States. They will not forget that the 
balance of trade turned against us 
Soon after the "tariff for revenue on-

tf": policy v/as decided upon by the 
lebtion of a democratic administra­

tion and that it was only the condi­
tions developed by the European war 
Which turned the tide in our favor. 
•; Will the balance (of trade turn 
against us when the cause which turn­
ed it in our favor has been removed? 
Most business men are answering this 
question in the affirmative, believing 
that since it was "war orders" that 
formed the basis of a favorable trade 
balance, that balance can continue on­
ly so long as the rtvar shall remain a 
factor in international commerce. 

There are several facts which no 
one disputes: 

First, the call of millions of men in 
Europe from industrial activity to mil­
itary operations decreased production 
on that continent. 

Second, the war not only decreased 
•production abroad, but destroyed many 
products already manufactured and 
created new and enormous markets. 

xThird, the only large producing na­
tion ready to supply the commodities 
most in demand by reason of the war 
was the United States; hence this 
country received a greater part of the 
war orders. 

Fourth, as soon as the armies of 
Europe are disbanded, those millions 
of men will return to manufacturing 
and other productive enterprises. 

Fifth, European nations will be im­
poverished, and the United States, as 
a result of its large favorable trade 
balance, will be the only country in a 
position to buy extensively. 

Sixth, as a consequence of high 
prices paid by buyers of war equip­
ment, wages in many American indus­
tries have been increased, and when. 
European producers again begin ac­
tivity the American producer will be 
thrown into competition with factor­
ies paying the lowest scale of wages, 
while American mills pay the highest. 

The foregoing facts present a situ­
ation which the business mfti of Amer­
ica must meet, and they are now givipfc 

HARD ON THE BOOTLEGGERS. 

Indications favor fewer l)oles-in-the 
wall in Iowa after January 1, 1916, 
than there were in the old fashioned 
prohibition days. There may be sever­
al reasons why, but ;one of the most, 
important is; the' new .legislation pass­
ed by the Thirty-sixth general assem­
bly for, tli£ specyial purpose of . putting 
the bootlegger out of business. 

, At any rate,; if the example set by 
the judges of' the Woodbury-Mononu 
district is followed by judges of Other 
districts, either there will be consider­
ably Jess btiotleggintt or'the peniten-
tiari^B 'will soon be bulging. WHh un­
wise men who insist on selling liquor 
jn^wiolation of the laws of Iowa. Judge 
Stepftpn had the ' distinction qf being 
the tint magistrate to make applica-
iion of the new legislation, and now 

Anderson and Judge Sears have 
followed suit: As far as is known only 
one other magistrate, Judge Smith, of 
Jones county, has passed a penlten 
tiary sentence for bootlegging. 

In the old days bootleggers had a 
fairly easy time of it. Those that 
were found guilty usually got off by 
paying fines. A few of them had to 
serve jail sentences. Now, if they 
persist in their error, they must go to 
the penitentiary, along witli stickup 
men and housebreakers. Nor does 
the action of the Sioux City judges 
indicate that any distinction is to be 
made between the lowbrow who ped 
dies the stuff in time honored stylo 
out of the inner recesses of his boot 
and the more genteel pharmacist who 
doles it out behind a prescription 
case. 

The Thirty-sixth general assembly 
evidently made up its mind to do a 
thorough job when it tackled the 
proposition of discouraging bootleg' 
ging. It decided to get after chronic 
offenders by two routes, by criminal 
procedure and by injunction. One 
law provides that upon second con 
viction under the criminal statute an 
offender "shall be considered a per­
sistant violator of such law, and sen 
tence for each subsequent violation 
shall be imprisonment in the state 
penitentiary or state reformatory for 
not more than one year." Another 
law has reference to liquor injunctions 
and provides that "a party who, hav­
ing once been found fti'.ilty of con­
tempt of violating the nrovisions of 
any such injunction, shall for each 
subsequent violation be punished by 
a fine of not less than $500 or more 
than $1,000, or by imprisonment in 
the state penitentiary or state reform-
ntory at. hard labor for not. more 
than' one year." In the criminal 
action, the., penitentiary sentence is 
stipulated without alternative, but in 
the case of persistent contempt of 
court, the magistrate may either fine 
the offender or send him to the peni­
tentiary. Incidentally it looks as if 
judges in the Woodbury-Monona dis­
trict rather favor the penitentiary 
alternative.
