Wuhlnzton. May 16— (Special Cor-
rnpondunce )—*"Japan must be given
urlous consideration in any commer-
eial Iegulltlon which we enact in the
futura ” said the president of a New
Ym'k ‘manufacturing concern who was
in® Wuhlngton recently, .
“.!lplu i8 putting it all over us with
r ct to the far eastern trade, and
th seanmen’s law has given her such
a monopoly of the carrying trade on
the Pacific ocean that we are abso-
ely at her mercy. The situation is
wall summed up in a letter which we
ncenuy received from an American
fifh with which we do business in
China. They say: ‘Japanese ships
practically control the commerce
een the States and China, and
th‘esé dre ordered by the Jupanese gov-
ernment to give Japanese ports the
jweafrencefn icajiing tdr cargo, while
J&ﬂanese shippers in China receive
preferential treatment.’
““Immediately upon the passage of
the seamen’s law. which drove Amer-
icén shipping off the Pacific, Japan
ralsed her freight rates. From the Pa-
cific .coast to Shanghal flour freights
hiave advanced from $4 to $30 per ton;
steel products from $8 to $09; gen
eral cargo from $10.50 to $40. With
her' control of shipping fdcilities Ja-
pap is able absolutely to dictate ‘the
terms op which we shall do business
in the orient. We have reports from
ope corporation on the coast which
has 300,000 tond$ of freight awaiting
transportation to the orient, with only

“1200 to 1400 tons of cargo space per

month available on Japanese boats.

“Asm if demacratic free trade and the
seamen’s law were pot enough, Japan
ig.showing her good faith with Great
Britain by rigidly enforcing the Brit-
it _enemy trading regulations. A
large amount of our trade with China
before the war was handled through
German and Austrian houses. Today
tife Japanese shipping companies have
placed a ban on any cargoes consigned
to. these houses and the enemy trad-
ing regulations are being handled in
l .way to further British and Japancse
iyleres!s as much as possible.

*Ag an indication of the aid which
the democratic party is giving Japan,
by foolish legislation. let me call at-
tention to the fact that during the cal-
endar years 1914 and 1915, with the

Our own Pacific coast lnes ceased to
operate with the taking effect of the
seamen’s act November, 1914,  Dur-
ing the eight months ended IFebruary.
1915, Japan sent us $6%,000,000 worth
of her goods, and $41,000,000 worth of
merchandise came in Japanese vessels,
“lvery line sailing out of the Flow-
ery Kingdom is heavily subsidized by
the Japanese government, The demo-
cratic party refuses us a subsidy, but
insists on spending lifty or sixty mil
lions for ship to be operated by the
government. Thig is an impractical
scheme which will take millions of dol-
lars from the people, and which is sub-
versive of private initiative. No pri-
vate concern will go into shipping
business in competition with govera-
ment ships.  Our hope lies in a re
publican administration next year.”

TINKERING THE SHIPPING BILL.

Stirred by the successiul revolt on
the Philippines bill and by the rejec-
tion of the government owned nitrate
plant which the army bill proposes,
administration leaders in congress are
now attempting to modify the provis-
fons of the shipping bill so as to avert
another defeat for one of the presi-
dent's pet measures.

There is good ground for the fear
which this course evidences. The same
men who were most active in opposi-
tion to the Philippines bill are opposed
to the shipping bill. Their opposition
is not so much with reference to Jde-
tails of the measure as to the under-
lying principle of government owner
ship—and it is doubtful if they can be
won to support the proposition in any
form. However, the sub committee
which has the bill in charge is now
endeavoring to tinker the project o
as to. make it applicable only for five
vears, at the end of which time the
government owned ships are to he
sold, and if no customer appears they
are to be withdrawn from operatiou.

In this form the measure would he
a mere makeshift and a costly one at
that. It might “save the president's
face,” but there is no warrant ol law
for expending millions of public mon-
ey for that purpose. Moreover, it 18

can command a majority of the house
no matter how it is tihkered. There is
suspicion of the bill's origin in Wash-
ington which cannot he lnlled—and 1f
the administration leaders who are now
taxing their brgins with the problem
really wish to do something effective
with the shipping bill they will forth
with abundon it utterly.

A MISTAKEN THEORY.

Cedar Rapids Republican: A Mrs.

Main Highways First.
Keokuk Gate City: Some of the
states are learninz thgt the roads
most neceasary to be built and Im-
proved are those forming main arter-
ies of communication. Such a state,
for example, is Maine, whose high-
way authorities have plauned a sys-
tem ol state roads of some 1,300 miles.,
This is only a twentieth of the total
road mileage of Maine, yet the system
planned will serve nearly three-quar-
ters of the total population. The rea-
son is that the roads selected are
those which connect the larger com-
munities of the state and in their
course pass through territory populat-

ed to great extent by farmers.

According to the department of com-
merce definition a can of army beaf
stew is not a war munition. The de-
partment admits that shrapnel is a
munition of war. A can of beef stew
fills a soldier full of “pep,” a cap of
ghrapnei fills him full of holes, and
yet a soldier cannot properly handle
the latter until he is comfortably full
of the former.

000,000 worth left this country in
March for Europe. That includes fire-
arms, cartridges and explosives. This
is quite a concession for the depart
ment to make, because $50,000,000 rep-
resents one-eighth of our total exports
for the month of March last,

Don't Neglect Home Market.

Small town creameries which neg:
lect the home market as an outlet jor
their butter and scll only to outside
towns are missing a great opportun-
ity, maintains M, Mortensen, head ol
the dairy department at lowa State
college, who says that several such
lowa creameries are doing just that
thing.

Mr. Mortensen points out these al
vantages of selling to the home mar-
ket: The home market is an econoin-
ical market, for butter sold at homa
will pet as good or better returns then
if sold in other markets, Farthermore,
the shrinkage when dealing with a
home market is negligible,

A good product sold at home is a
sign board of quality read by every
townsman and farmer. The home
creamery will thus be able to easily
replace any brands of butter of an out-
side creamery. As a rule, it can re-
place the farm dairy butter brought in
by farmers, who then bring their
cream to the creamery. This is of ad-
vantage to both creamery and farmer,
It will reduce the operating expense of
the creamery; the farmers will obtain
a better price for their cream and 2
great deal of hard labor Will be 1o
duced for the women of the farm.

Swat the Rooster Now.

Keeping mature male birds not
needed for breeding purposes is not
only an unnecessary expense. but a
serious handicap in  producing first
class market eggs, says the poultyy
husbandry department at lowa Siate
college. Since eggs will continue fer-
tile for at least a week after the male
is taken from the breeding pen, now
is the time to remove tliem. Males not
considered worth carrying over for an
other breeding season should be sold,
as they will now bring ahout the high-
est market price,

Reverse the Road Drag.

On roads that have acquired tco
high a crown, due to continnal drag-
ging with the drag set at the same
angle, it s a good idea simply to
change the hitch and reverse the an-
gle of the drag, suggest the highway
commissioners at lowa State college,
A few draggings will then reduce the
high crown to a level much safer [ol
all fast trafiic,

Grow Summer Soiling Crops.

Soiling crops mean increased sumn
mer milk production.*No farmer who
pretends to own a dairy herd can ar
ford not to grow them,” says C. A,
Nelson,4Vaverly, lowa, owner of a herd
of over 756 pure bred Holsteins and
recognized as one of the most succeass-
ful dairy men in the country.

“Evgn the farmer with a

summer

silo needs to plant sailing crops if hef’
wants his cows to produce the goods):

in the summer time.” he says. “They
reduce the acreage for pasture; they
provide succulent feed all summer
which pastures as a rule do not, and
they mean increased production at de-
creused cost.”

Caw pease planted with fodder cane
seed yialded Mr. Nelson 25 tons per
acre last summer. Twenty-six to 28
tons have been grown on an acre at
the lowa State college farm, The peas
were planted % bushel per acre with
35 1bs. fodder cane seed per acre. Both
should be planted with a grain driil,
the pease first and slightly deeper than
the cane,

Sudan grass as a soiling crop has
also proven successful at lowa State
college. “Planted May-10th, lust year,
weo gol two cuttings of green feed, the
first 9 tous per acre and the second 3
tons,” says H. H. Kildee, head of the
dairy Nusbandry department there.
