Section 5. The board of supervisors
shall, in conformity with law, annually
levy a tax upon all the taxable property
subject to taxation within said county,
in addition to the levy authorized for
other purposes, sufficient to pay the in-
terest coupons on the bonds hereby au-
thorized as and when the same mature,
and also a special levy to pay the prin-
cipal at maturity as required by law,
and the moneys arising from such levies
shall be known as the “Funding Bond
Fund. Series February 1, 1919,” and shall
be used for the payment of said interest
coupons and said bonds and for no other
purpose whatever.
