The war department has ordered the 

formation of a school for officers for 
those commissioned since 1916. A 
three months' course has been out­
lined. ..There are three zones at the 
camp, in which schools have been es­
tablished. Colonel Bennett commands 
the second infantry school; General 
Simmons the depot brigade school, and 
the classes in the convalescent center 
zone are under the direction' of Col-
Schultz. 

Each day study periods of two and 
one-half hours will be held. The 
course of study, prescribed by the war 
department, includes drill regulations,, 
guard drittf administration, military 
customs and courtesies, military law 
hygiene and sanitation, small arms 
firing and military topography.

Vocational School Well Attended 
The vocational school at the base 

hospital is in its third month and 1b 
just noW giving instruction to more 
than 600 men. The instruction staff 
has grown steadily until at present 
there. are eighteen instructors, com­
prising experienced school teachers 
and? army officers. In addition there 
are itfore than thirty- reconstruction 
aides giving instruction to the disabled 
soldjero from overseas and men w^o 
have seen service in this country, but 
who ar,e unable td leave ther beds 
or ward. ; 

•It was on the ninth day of January 
that Lieut. Chester E. Kellogg opened 
the vocational tralrilng. Since that 
time it is conservatively estimated 
that more than 1,200 soldier patients 
have received instruction which will 
better fit them for work when they 
return to civilians, life. 

One of the largest classes in the 
school is the one in agricultural 
studies on the ground floor of warfl 
36. By far the largest percentage of 
vocations followed by. the soldiers in 
the hospital is farm pursuits/ and 
many of these men express the desire 
of returning 'to the farm when they 
leave the service. 

This department is headed by Lieut. 
J. Virgil Lowe, a graduate of Ohio 
State Agricultural college and holder 
of two -degrees, assisted by W.. B. 
Beanblossom, of Ames, and Norman 
Meineke, of the University of Wiscon­
sin. These instructors have charge 
of the animal husbandry and field 
crops classes and Lieut. 'Lowe is J*..-
structing in soils and drainage. Much 
practical work such as rope splicing, 
testing seed corn, soil tests and the 
many> hundred things useful to know 
about a farm are being taught. 
More Than 200 New Patients for Base 

The base hospital population was 
recently increased with the arrival of 
three contingents of overseas men, pa­
tients from eastern hospitals. Thp 
first delegation included 110 men and 
arrived Thursday night. Friday, 64 
overseas patients came, while on Sun­
day 50 arrived here. 

The second contingent came from 
the Grand Central Palace hosnital, 
New York, but did not include Aahy 
gunshot wound cases.

First' of May to do so 

YOU MAY YET ESCAPE PENALTY 

Tho*e Who Have Failed to Make Re­
port, Have Not Done so Intention­

ally, but for' Various Reasons 

Every person subject to the income 
tax who so far fatiled to make a return 
has until May 1st to render a return 
and pay tax, and escape penalty, ac­
cording to the statement made by 
collector of internal revenue for 
Iowa: 

"The department considers that 
.many well intentioned persons having 
a taxable income for the <rear 1918 
filled to make returns bfore March 
15th as required, due to various reas­
ons, and it is,,therefore, decided that 
every taxpayer who will now make re­
turn before May 1st, paying his tax, 
and submitting with the return in affi­
davit setting out a good reason for 
fyis failure to report, will be excused 
from ahy penalty and will not be pro­
ceeded against. However, if returns 
due are not, made by May 1st, thereaf­
ter penalty will he collected ahd pro-, 
r-eedings inftitujted against the de­
linquents."

RATHBUN INVESTIGATION OVER 

Sma'l Schools to Close, When There 
is An Attendance of Less Than 

Seven Sc!|olars at Same 

DBS MOINES, iforll 7— (Specidl to 
the Reviejv)—The 38th general as­
sembly is getting ready to adjourn. It 
has been voted that the Qnal' session 
will be on Thursday, April 17th. There 
may be some important developments 
later that will change this plan, hut 
this is not thought possible. 

The Rathbun investigation has been 
completed after the examination of 30 
or 40 witnesses whose knowledge of 
matters involved was both near and 
remote. Night sessions helped to con­
serve time and thus made it possible 
for members of the judiciary commit­
tee to participate in legislative busi­
ness during the forenoons. There 
were no sensational developments in 
the case unless the activity of the en­
tire bar in Ida county is rated as a 
surprise. Every lawyer in that coun­
ty seems to have been Involved either 
in procuring the pardon or in help­
ing to adjust matters afterwards so as 
to keep any of the profession from be­
ing Indicted. It is generally believed 
that the summing of the case will 
result in a rebuke to the governor for 
pot giving careful investigation of 
claims for the pardon'and his failure 
to consult the board of parole; and 
that Havnet will be chastized' because 
of the indictments held over the heads 
of- the Kathbuns to get them to con­
sent to a revocation of the .pardon. 
Not a partible of evidence has been 
adduced that shows that any money 
went to the governor nor any one else 
connected with'the case except the 
Ida Grove lawyer. 

Sifting committees have been ap­
pointed in both house and senate and 
to these Committees all- bills will be 
submitted from this time until the 
close of the session.

developed in the discussion that in 
certain communities where there is a 
large German element, fricton during 
the war on account of the activity of 
some bank officials in pushing the 
Liberty loanB led to threats on the 
part of those of German birth to estab­
lish, banks for their own accommoda­
tion and in some communities such 
organizations are under way. Tne 
passage of this bill will prevent the 
consummation of such plans. The 
law only holds for two years. 

Opponents of the bill called it a 
banking trust measure and said it 
would be impossible to organize a 
bank in Iowa after its passage. 

The proposal of the committee on 
departmental affairs to abolish the 
board of parole and give the work of 
this department to the state board of 
control was defeated by the senate. 

The third index issued by the doc­
ument department, covering legisla­
tive work from January 3d to March 
29th, was laid on the desks of the as­
sembly Tuesday. 

This index shows that in the 60 
days session covered by the index, a 
total of 1069 bills and joint resolu­
tions have been introduced. 

Of this number 90 have been ptissed 
and signed by the governor; 282 dis­
posed of adversely ahd 697 are remain­
ing yet to be disposed of. 
Workmen's Bill Passed by House 
The workmen's compensation law 

amendment as passed by the senate 
last week was passed by the house of 
representatives. It raises employers' 
liability from '50 to 60 par cent jf the 
regular wage but strikes out compul­
sory provisions of t|ie original meas­
ure. 

Small Schools to Close 
A bill has passed the legislature 

providing that all schools with an en­
rollment of less than seven pupils 
shall be discontinued. The law also 
provides that when a school is closed 
for this reason the school board of 
that district shall arrange for trans­
portation to the nearest school and 
tuition for, any pupils attending such 
school. 
All Publications Printed in English 
The promotion of the English lan­

guage is provided for in a bill Intro­
duced in the senate. The bill provides 
that all newspapers and periodicals' 
published in Iowa must carry in par­
allel'columns an English translation 
of all matter printed in any other 
language. " ' 

Ala for Fairs Bill Adopted 
A bill by Santee increasing the state

Language Bill Passes 
The Dean bill, requiring the use of 

the English language as a medium of 
Instruction in all secular subjects in 
all schools within the state pf Iowa, 
passed the senate Thursday by a vote 
of 36 to 12. The bill provide* that 
foreign languages may be taught as 
such abbve the eighth grade. 

Change in Automobile Taxes 
Senator Kimball of Pottawattamie 

county has been endeavoring to get a 
bill'; through tliat would provide for 
the payment Of automobile tax to the 
gounty treasurer iir each county and 
only a record of the transaction would 
be submitted to the automobile de­
partment at the state house. Other 
bills touching the matter have been 
pending. Finally, In • anticipation of 
the passage of the highway law anoth­
er bill was brought I'll by the senate 
committee on motor vehicles. 

The bill is "a co-ordinate measure 
with the road bill, providing that 95 
per cent of the license fees shall go 
to the counties in proportion to their 
area to be used for road improvement. 

The remaining 5 per cent is to 
be used for maintenance of the high­
way commission and the state auto 
department.
