SEWER CONTRACT 

Denison Contractor Awarded Contract 
for 31346 Feet of Sanitary Sewer 

—Completed January 15th 

THREE BIDDERS ARE PRESENT 

C. G. Davis of Denison, and M. A. 
Camery, of Harlan, Compete With 

Gary for the Contract 

A. J. Gary, the well known Denison 
contractor was awarded the contract 
let by the city of Denison Tuesday 
evening for 3,346 feet of sanitary sew­
er. The contract calls for 440 feet of 
8 inch sewer pipe, 2,456 feet of 15 inch 
pipe and 450 feet of 6 inch pipe. There 
are 6 manholes and 1 bulkhead. The 
entire contract will amount to $7,298. 

Mr. Gary's^ bid on the job was as 
follows: 
For 8 inch pipe, per foot $1.60 
•For 15 inch pipe, per foot 2.00 
For 6 inch pipe, per foot 70 
For six manholes, each $130.00 
For concrete bulkhead 16.00 
For lading 15 inch cast iron pipe 

under railway—about 30 feet, 
tprice per foot 50 
Mr. Gary had two competitors for 

the contract—C. G. Davis, of Denison, 
and M. A. Camery, of Harlan, but they 
were considerably higher than Gary. 
Mr. Davis' price was: 
For 8 inch pipe, per foot $ 2.70 
(For 15 inch pipe, per foot .... 3.00 
For 6 inch pipe, per foot 1.00 
For manholes, each 190.00 
For bulkhead 50.00 
For laying cast iron pipe, 30 feet, cost 

Mr. Camery's bid was: 
For 8 inch pipe, per foot $ 2.50 
For 15 inch ipipe, per foot 4.00 
For 6 inch piipe, per foot 1.40 
For manholes, each 100.00 
iFor bulkhead 25.00 
For laying cast iron pipe, 30 feet 6.50 

The sewer to be built will run from 
Locust street east on Tremont to con­
nect with the sewer on Washington 
avenue, and from Locust street on 
Clark west to connect with sewer on 
Sweet street, thence west through al­
ley to the banks of the East Boyer 
river north of the concrete bridge on 
the Lincoln highway. The sewer run­
ning from Sweet street west is term­
ed "the outlet" and will be 15 inch 
pipe. Inasmuch as this is a benefit to 
'the entire uptown district and the cost 
is considerable, the property owners, 
whose property abutts the sewer, will 
only pay the cos't of a regular size 
sewer and the difference will be paid 
out of the general sewer fund. 

3Mr. Gary, the successful contractor, 
agrees to commence work on the 15th 
day of November and complete the 
job by Jan. 15, 1920. He will employ 
a force of considerable size and ex­

pects to complete the job in the speci­
fied time. 

•By the presence of local bidders the 
city was undoubtedly saved a consid­
erable, as will be seen by comparing: 
the bids. Mr. Camery's bid on 15 incli 
pipe was $4 as compared to Gary's at 
$2, and the remainder of the prices, 
will run along the same line. 

The city council at the Tuesday 
night meeting also asked for bids for 
the digging and filling of some water 
ditch and this contract was let to H. 
F. Bolton, the only bidder, at 35 cents 
per foot.
