EXPORT FIGURES REFUTE WIL
SON IN ARGUMENT.

The exports from this country for
December were greater.than those for
any other December in the history of
the United States, Their value
amounted to the huge total of $681,.
000,000. That sum exceeds by $115,-
000,000 the exports for December, 1918,
and 1s $436,000,000 more than for De-
cember, 1914, the first year of the war,
Twenty years before the war .our ex-
ports for a whole year were worth
only $824,000,000. -

In view of those incontestible facts
what has become of the direful predic-
tiong of the president and his pro-
leaguers that the foreign trade of the
country would be seriously hindered
if the treaty and attached league were
not speedily ratified by the senate?
Everybody whose view point was not
destroyed by league fanaticism knew
that with the release of ships from the
transport service, the lifting of the
blockade of Germany, our export trade
would increase by leaps and bounds.
They were convinced that the tremend-
ous forces of supply and demand,
coupled with available transportation,
could never be turned aside by any
league covenant, ratified or unratified.

And their confidence in the ability
of American business to find an out-
let for its products has been amply
demonstrated by the steadily mounting
exports ever since the signing of the
armistice. The utter falsity of Mr.
‘Wilson's predictions in this as in other
matters connected with the league of
nations has been proved. He and his
lieutenants in the senate and elsewhere
have not hesitated to predict most
dreadful things for this country if the
original draft of the .covenant were
not promptly accepted by the senate
and the people, None of them has
come to pass. We have lost not a
; tng? adyantage in our relations with
slw ‘other-nations of ithel world by fall-
ing to associafe’ ourselves with them
under the terms and restrictions of
the VWlson, coyenant, ) )

‘On: the other hand our freaedom from
the entanglements: of ‘that document
enables us to ~icontemplate . without
trepidation + the embarrasments in
which' the ' countries. have formed the
league now’ find themselves.  Article
X1 of the covepant make it mandatory
upon the league to' take such action
as “may be deemned wise and effectunl
to safeguard the peace of nations.”
Under that provision it is up to the
league to take cognizance of the situ-
ation in Russia, and .do something
“effectual” to restore order in that
distressed country, ‘Whether that
action shall be of a military nature,
how large a force each country shall
contribute, and how shall guide it in
its operations are some of the problems
that must be met and solved by the
league. The United States, thanks
to the courageous stand of the re-
publicans of the senate, is free from all
of them. ‘We have lost mothing by
withholding our assent to the covenant
ns written, but have escaped complica-
tions that in the end would have ad-
ded more blllions to. the national debt,
and taken an unknown toll of lives
from. the young men of the country

RETAIL MEAT DEALERS ' MUST
LOWER PRICES.

Attorney General Declares Drop in
Wholesale Values Should Mean
Less Cost to Consumer.

Chicago, Feb, 22.—Retail meat deal-
ers throughout the country must re-
duce their prices as the whole sale
price of meat declines or else submit
their books to federal agents for in-
vestigation of their profits.

This definition of the government's
attitude was announced here tonight
by Attorney General Palmer. In-
structions to serve the notice on all
retail meat dealers have been sent to
every Unied States district attorney,
he said.

“For three months the wholesale
price of* meat has been falling,” said
Mr. Palmer, “The retail dealers have
claimed that their supplies were old
stocks purchased at the higher prices.
The old stocks should be exhausted by
this time, and unless the price to the
consumer comes down we will have to
look into the question of the dealer's
profits.”

The attorney General also announced
that the terms of the agreement for
the dissolution of the allied interests
of the five big Chicago packers had
been settled and would be filed in fed-
eral court next Friday. He declined
to state in what court the case was
to bé filed.

Mr. Palmer’s pronouncement on the
meat price situation follows the pub-
lication by the Institute of American
Meat Packers of a bulletin announcing
the practical cessation of foreign trade
as a result of the adverse' exchange
situation, Wholesale meat prices at
the Chicago sfock yards dropped  to
pre-war levels for some grades, follow-
ing .the publication,

If that sum be distributed
over five months’ period during which
the sales have been in progress we
find that each month the average ci-
tizen of New Yor;s city has been bene-
fitted to the exter® of 23 cents through
the charity of Secretary Baker in put-
ting his surplus ‘food stocks on the
market. The situation in New York is
little different from that in other cities
throughout the country where similar
sales were conducted, and the reports
show the absolutely inconsequential
offect on the high cost of living in
general the' disposal of army stores
has had. '

The country within a radius of 15
miles of South English, Keokuk county,
has turned out mere men of prominence
than any like section in the state. At
Jeast that is the claim old settlers in
that vicinity make., Near that town
is the old Seerley homestead where
Homer H., president of the State Teach-
ers college at Cedar Falls and one of
the best known educators in the United
States; John H., of Burlington, promi-
nent attorney and former member of
congress, and Dr. Frank, affillated with
the great Y. M. C. A, training school
at Springfield, Mass,, were brought up.
John Burke, who served two terms as
governor of North Dakota and who is
now treasurer of the United Stites, was
brought up on a farm in that region.
J. B. A. Robertson, governor of Okla-
homa, was a farmer lad not far from
the old town. Perry E. McClenahan,
state superintendent of public. instruc-
tion, got his early training in a country
school in that ‘vicinity. Fred White,
who died recently at Sigourney. owned
a fine farm in that section and it was
while on this fatm that he was elected
to congress and for three times was the
democratic nominee for governor of thu
state, Fred Mahanna, superiptendent
of the orphans’ home at Davenport,
was brought up in Keokuk, as was also
Captain Miller, at one time a candidate
for state superintendent of public in-
struction, county superintendent, su-
perintendent of city schools at Fair-
fleld, and now professor of agricultural
education in the university of South
Dakota. Walter 8. Athern, formerly a
member of the faculty of Drake uni-
versity, and now dean of the college of
religious education in Boston university
was a farmer boy down there until he
entered college. It is worthy of note
that every oné® of these men who have
achieved distinguished honors were
brought up on lowa farms and began
a career upon the educational ground
work laid In the old country school.
Probably the women folks from that
locality can make as good a showing as
the men,

Frank W. Mondell, of Wyoming, re-
publican leader in congress, was
brought up on a farm in Dickinson

county, not far from Spirit Lake. His
mother died at their home in New
England when he was thrée years old.
A stepmother came into the home in
due time and gave careful attention to
the lad and when he was six years old
the father died. 1n a few years the
stepmother died and a Congregational
minister, a graduate of Amhert college,
Rev. J. R. Upton, took care of the little
orphan and brought him to Iowa with
him in 1869. Rev. Upton took up a
