The fall honey crop has dropped off; 
very greatly due to the adverse weath-' 
er in the latter part of the summer, 
says F B. Paddock, state apiarist. 
Many bee men who figured'on the fall 
crop to carry the bees over the winter 
will have to feed the bees during that 
time. 

The best feed for bees is honey 
Some feed sugar but St is not satisfac­
tory and the bees will oome out better 
if they are giyen their natural food; 
Every year Iowa loses $500,000 from 
bees which were poorly wintered and 
died. 

A thorough investigation of all hives 
should be made before they are put 
away. All honey dew honey should bo 
removed. Honey dew is the sweet secre­
tion of plant lice and not real honey, 
which is a plant secretion. Honey (lew­
is apt good bee food. / 

Storage of bees in cellars is the most 
common way of wintering. Be care­
ful in putting them away that they are 
allowed air and can come out in the 
room when ,thdywant to fly. Many 
bees are smothered .to death by being 
too well put away;

One of the best things to do for a 
herd of good cattle is to see that their 
barns and racks are in suitable condi­
tion. H, H. liildee, chief of animal 
husbandry at ldwa agricultural experi­
ment station,' sAj's this will do as milch 
for the cattle as any other feitfure ok-
cept feed. See that the barns have 
been clenned, walls whitewashed .'»nd 
cobwebs which accumulated during 
the summer are removed. If windows 
are minus glass, put in a pane before 
winter sets in. 1 

Put boards in 'place'wisere they have 
been broken down. frOm last spring:. 
See that the eaves drain the roofs and 
that roofs are tight so the cattle can 
bo assured of a dry bed. 

Some barns have' poor lighting and 
need a few more, windows put in. This 
should be done before it gets too colcl 
to work. A few hours in impairing the 
barns will aid the herd in its produc­
tion and often make the barn easier 
to take care of.

Bittenbender, chief of- poultry husband-
i*y at Iowa State college, recent trials 
with oats show they are suitable to 
poultry. 
' „\Ve used to think, says Mr. Bitten­
bender, that oats contained too much 
Crude fiber for poultry. This theory 
has been changed in tests and oats can 
be used to the extent of one-half the 
mash ration and one-third the grain 
ration. 

For succulence the sprouted oats 
make a fine food to be fed in addition 
to the dry ration. Oats soaked make 
good food for winter ogg production. 
The oats can be fed and the liquid in 
Which they were soaked can be used 
to drink. Be careful not to feed any 
mouldy oats as these are poisonous.
