News of Death a Great Blow to Rela-
tives and Many Friends—Funeral
Largely Attended

KIRON, Nov. 16—Special—The grim
and unwelcome visitor, death, visited
this locality early Saturday morning
and a deep cloud of sadness was thrown
over the peaceful home of Mr. and Mrs.

At the late election the people of
Towa voted in favor of a convention
to revise the constitution of the state.
Under the provisions of the constitu-

submitted to the voters every ten
years, cprresponding with the taking
of the national census. The state farm
bureau federation favored the proposed
convention because farmers feel the
